The Budget and Economic Development Committee of the City of Raleigh met in regular session at 11:00 a.m. on Tuesday, November 26, 2013, in Room 305, Raleigh Municipal Building, Avery C. Upchurch Government Complex, 222 West Hargett Street, Raleigh, North Carolina, with the following present.

Mayor Pro Tem Weeks called the meeting to order stating Mayor McFarlane and Mr. Crowder are absent and excused.  The following items were discussed with action taken as shown.

Item 11-19.  Scattered Site Policy – Proposed Revision.  During the November 19, 2013 City Council meeting this item was referred to the Budget and Economic Development Committee for further discussion.  

Budget and Management Services Director Joyce Munro advised she spoke with Mr. Crowder who asked that this item be held over as he would like to be included in the discussion.  Mayor Pro Tem Weeks stated he would favor holding item in Committee.

Community Development Director Michelle Grant stated there are prospective interests from the non-profit community who will be submitting grant applications to the North Carolina Housing Finance Agency (NCHFA) that are due in late January 2014.  She requested permission to proceed with issuing the Requests for Proposal (RFP) with the caveat that Council is reviewing the Scattered Site Policy.  In response to questions, Ms. Grant stated staff is conducting a study on affordable housing that should be completed by spring and recommendations will be brought back to the full Council at that time.  In addition, staff will continue working on proposed revisions to the current policy.  

Without objection, the item was held in Committee for further discussion.

Surplus Property Interest Declaration – Sewer Easement – 5500 Creedmoor Road.  This item was previously discussed during the Committee’s November 12, 2013 meeting and held over for further discussion.  

Budget and Management Services Manager Joyce Munro reviewed previous discussion on noting Mr. Stagner expressed concerns regarding stormwater runoff.  She stated an Inspector from the Stormwater Utility Division visited the site on November 13, 2013 and reported the site is in compliance relating to stormwater erosion control requirements.  

Mr. Stagner thanked staff for the information noting his questions were answered and moved to recommend upholding staff’s recommendation to declare the parcel surplus and authorize it sale.  His motion was seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Weeks sand put to a vote that resulted in all members voting in the affirmative accept Mayor McFarlane and Mr. Crowder who were absent and excused.  Mayor Pro Tem Weeks ruled the motion adopted.

Surplus Property Interest Declaration – 5100 Country Trail.  Senior Park Planner David Shouse reviewed staff’s report and recommendation included in the agenda packet.

Mr. Stagner questioned whether there was interest in developing the subject parcel as a park with Mr. Shouse responding such a development would not be consistent with the rest of the park property located across the road.

Mr. Stagner moved to recommend upholding staff’s recommendation to declare the parcel surplus property and authorize its sale.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Weeks and put to a vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative except Mayor McFarlane and Mr. Crowder who were absent and excused.  Mayor Pro Tem Weeks ruled the motion adopted.

CLOSED SESSION

Mayor Pro Tem Weeks stated a motion is in order to enter closed session pursuant to GS 143.318.11(a)(5) for the purpose of instructing City staff concerning negotiation for acquiring property in the Downtown area.  Mayor Pro Tem Weeks moved approval of the motion as read.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Stagner and put to a vote which passed unanimously (Mayor McFarlane and Mr. Crowder absent and excused).  The Mayor Pro Tem ruled the motion adopted and the Committee went into closed session at 11:08 a.m.  Minutes of that session are covered by a separate set.
