The City Council of the City of Raleigh met in regular session on Tuesday, August 7, 2001, at 1:00 p.m. in the City Council Chamber, Raleigh Municipal Building, Avery C. Upchurch Government Complex, 222 West Hargett Street, Raleigh, North Carolina, with the following present.

Mayor Coble called the meeting to order and invocation was rendered by Council Member Kieran J. Shanahan.  The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Scott Lusk of Boy Scout Team 302 and the following items were discussed with action taken as shown.

RECOGNITION OF SPECIAL AWARDS

NASH SQUARE - FRANK DANIELS, JR. - COMMENDED

Mayor Coble pointed that over the years some would say there has been little connection and little in common between the News & Observer and the City of Raleigh, however the City and the News & Observer share the same front yard known as Nash Square which is one of the original parks laid out in the planned City of Raleigh.  He stated it became very important to one person that Nash Square continue to be a great place.  He stated he was delighted to express the City's appreciation for lighting and security improvements which have been made to Nash Square and invited Frank Daniels, Jr. to come forth and asked Jim Messengill, Chairman of the Downtown Raleigh Alliance and CP&L's Vice-President of its Northern Region to join Frank.  He stated this is an opportunity to recognize Frank Daniels, Jr., for donating $100,000 to provide creative security lighting and improvements at Nash Square.  He stated the Downtown Raleigh Alliance lead by Mr. Massengill came up with the rest of the money to make this work.  He presented a plaque of appreciation to Frank Daniels, Jr., and expressed appreciation for the substantial improvements to Nash Square.

Frank Daniels, Jr., stated he was delighted he was able to do this and he hopes that the City will do the same for Moore Square.

CONSENT AGENDA

CONSENT AGENDA - APPROVED AS AMENDED

Mayor Coble presented the consent agenda indicating all items are considered to be routine and may be enacted by one motion.  If a Councilor requests discussion on an item, the item will be removed from the Consent Agenda and considered separately.  Mayor Coble explained the vote on the Consent Agenda would be a roll call vote.  Mayor Coble stated he had received a request from Mr. Congleton to withdraw the Joint Venture request - KSC Associates and a request from Mr. Scruggs to withdraw the item relating to semi-annual street paving petition prioritization.  Without objection, those were withdrawn from the Consent Agenda.  Mr. Shanahan moved that administration's recommendations on the remaining items on the Consent Agenda be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Odom and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.  The items on the Consent Agenda were as follows.

BOARD OF ADJUSTMENT APPLICATION - GROVE BARTON ROAD - AUTHORIZED

At the April 6, 1999, Council meeting, a resolution was adopted directing the construction of Grove Barton Road with the condition that the City would install a buffer and privacy fence on City right of way similar in design to a fence on the adjacent private development.  To comply with this direction, an application for a variance from the Board of Adjustment is necessary to increase the maximum fence height from six (6) feet upward to a maximum of nine (9) feet.

Recommendation:  Approve an application with the Board of Adjustment for a three (3)-foot variance in the maximum fence height to allow construction of a privacy fence on City right of way on Grove Barton Road.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Shanahan/Odom - 8 ayes.

RAND MILL ROAD ELEVATED WATER TANK - LEASE AGREEMENT WITH VERIZON WIRELESS - ADMINISTRATION AUTHORIZED TO ADVERTISE FOR UPSET BIDS

A lease agreement has been received from Verizon Wireless for the purpose of installing cellular antennas on the Rand Mill Road Elevated Water Tank and supporting equipment at the tank site.  The lease is for an initial rate of $28,500 per year with a 15% increase after the initial five-year term and four additional five-year terms, per upset bid process.

Recommendation:  That the Council approve the advertisement for receipt of upset bids and subsequent approval of the lease agreement resulting from upset bid.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Shanahan/Odom - 8 ayes.

Recommendation:

North Carolina Partners of Americas is a volunteer organization that works by pairing North Carolina with the Department of Cochabamba, Bolivia.  This organization will donate and ship the surplus equipment to Bolivia.  It is recommended that the proposed resolution be adopted by the City Council and the Purchasing Agent be authorized to complete the sale transactions.

Recommendation:  That the recommendation of Administration be approved and the resolution be adopted by the City Council.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Shanahan/Odom - 8 ayes.  See Resolution 82.

SEWER MAIN EXTENSION - MARIE DRIVE - APPROVED

A request has been received from Bill Hilliard to extend approximately 400 linear feet of 8-inch sanitary sewer main to service his property on Marie Drive.  This extension is outside the City limits and will be built to City of Raleigh standards with the property owner bearing all cost.

Recommendation:  That the Council approve the request to extend sanitary sewer in accordance with City of Raleigh standards.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Shanahan/Odom - 8 ayes.

PARADE ROUTES - CROPWALK AND AIDSWALK - APPROVED CONDITIONALLY

Don Dierbeck, representing the Cropwalk Planning Committee, requests permission to hold a fundraiser walk on Sunday, October 7, 2001 from 12:00 p.m. until 4:00 p.m.  This walk is an annual fundraiser for food.

The City currently has a contract, referred to as the Sanitary Sewer Mains Chemical Root Control Contract No. 1 with Duke's Sales and Service, Inc., for chemical root control.  The current contract includes a provision for up to two one-year contract renewals.  Duke's Sales and Service, Inc., has proposed to renew the contract through FY 2002 with no increase in unit price.

Recommendation:  That the Council approve the renewal of the Chemical Root Control Project #1-A with Duke's Sales and Service, Inc., through FY 2002, with a new contract document to be referred to as Contract #1-A.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Shanahan/Odom - 8 ayes.

E. M. JOHNSON WATER TREATMENT PLANT PHASE II UPGRADE - CAMP DRESSER & MCKEE - CONTRACT AMENDMENT APPROVED

The City currently has an agreement with Camp Dresser & McKee for design, construction administration and inspection of the Ozone Project.  Amendment #7 in the amount of $192,000 is for construction administration and inspection for the remainder of the project.  The completion date for the construction contract was November 8, 1998.  The contractor is now subject to liquidated damages that could be recovered to cover the construction administration and inspection until the anticipated completion of August 2001.

GARNER INFLOW AND INFILTRATION EVALUATION PROJECT - HAZEN AND SAWYER AMENDMENT #1 - APPROVED

The City currently has an agreement with Hazen and Sawyer for the Garner Inflow and Infiltration Evaluation Project.  Amendment #1 in the amount of $96,500 is for an evaluation of the overall flow capacity and balancing between the various pump stations, force mains and trunk mains in that system.

Recommendation:  That the Council approve Amendment #1 (funds to be handled administratively).  Upheld on Consent Agenda Shanahan/Odom - 8 ayes.

HILLSBOROUGH STREET DESIGN - KIMLEY HORN AND ASSOCIATES, INC., - CONTRACT AMENDMENT #1 - APPROVED

The City currently has a contract with Kimley Horn and Associates, Inc. for design of improvements on Hillsborough Street.  On November 7, 2000, the Council authorized the development of a separate streetscape plan for Hillsborough Street from Morgan Street to Oberlin Road as part of the Hillsborough/Morgan Small Area Plan.  This item was recently funded for $30,000 in the FY 2001-2002 Capital Improvement Program. In order to proceed as expeditiously as possible, the existing contract with Kimley Horn can be amended to include this streetscape planning work within their scope of services.

Recommendation:  That the Council approve and authorize the City Manager to execute Amendment #1 to the existing Kimley Horn and Associates, Inc. contract for $25,000 to include development of a streetscape plan for the portion of Hillsborough Street between Morgan Street and Oberlin Road.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Shanahan/Odom - 8 ayes.

WALNUT CREEK STORMWATER PROGRAM - DEWBERRY AND DAVIS, INC. - CONTRACT AMENDMENT APPROVED

Additional engineering services are needed for the stormwater program in two areas of Walnut Creek, and a fee not to exceed $25,350 has been negotiated with the consultant, Dewberry and Davis, Inc., as follows:

1. Supplemental work is necessary to incorporate water quality into the Carolina Pines dam design.   The improvements for upgrading this dam were funded through the 1998 Street Bond Program. This work includes assessment of alternate spillway designs to incorporate water quality storage ($6,500).

2. Additional work to complete the Walnut Creek study not included in the original contract and attendance at public meetings as necessary, on a not to exceed basis of $18,850. 

In addition to the above, a study of flooding and erosion conditions in the Simmons Branch drainage basin is also recommended.  The study will assess options to help alleviate street and structural flooding problems in the watershed, particularly in the Swift Drive and Pineview Drive area ($70,000) bringing the total not to exceed amount of this amendment to $95,350.

Approval of this amendment will increase the contract amount from $214,800 to $310,150. The contract will be extended by 180 days.

Recommendation:  Approval of Amendment #4 and the necessary budgetary transfers.

PERSONNEL - PUBLIC UTILITIES - RECLASSIFICATION APPROVED

Public Utilities currently has a vacant Equipment Operator I position (5230-605, 4011, #003563), pay grade 22, and a vacant Equipment Service Attendant position (5230-604, 4618, #003560), pay grade 22, in the Waste Treatment Division.  Due to increased duties, it is requested that these positions be reclassified to an Equipment Operator III position, pay grade 27, and to a Plant Maintenance Mechanic I position, pay grade 30, respectively.

Recommendation:  That the Council approve reclassification of these positions.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Shanahan/Odom - 8 ayes.

ENCROACHMENT - FAYETTEVILLE STREET AND BICENTENNIAL MALL - VARIOUS LOCATIONS - APPROVED

The Raleigh Arts Commission requests permission for temporary art installations in the public right-of-way on the Fayetteville Street Mall and Bicentennial Mall.   These installations are proposed in conjunction with the Raleigh Red Wolf Ramble, a display of painted wolf sculptures, which will take place across the City during the exhibition period.  Standards for Exhibit Installation have been developed in consultation with the City inter-departmental Encroachments Committee.  Exact placement of exhibit items will be confirmed in the field with a representative of the City Parks and Recreation Department.

Recommendation:  Approval of the encroachments subject to conditions, location and standards for exhibit installation dated July 30, 2001.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Shanahan/Odom - 8 ayes.

ENCROACHMENT - 120 S. WILMINGTON STREET - APPROVED CONDITIONALLY

A request has been received from Spectrum Properties to encroach on City right-of-way for the purpose of installing awnings and signs.  A report was included in the agenda packet.

Recommendation:  Approval of the encroachment subject to Resolution 1996-153, owner obtaining sign and building and right-of-way points and contacting NC One Call Center prior to excavation and staying 10-feet from existing utilities.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Shanahan/Odom - 8 ayes.

ENCROACHMENT - PARKLAKE AVENUE AND STREET B - APPROVED CONDITIONALLY

On Parklake Avenue and "Street B" between Edwards Mill Road and Glen Eden Drive, a request has been received from Highwoods Properties, Inc. to encroach on City right-of-way for the purpose of installing concrete sidewalk and asphalt pavers, granite curbing, lighting, streetscape plantings and an irrigation system.  A report was included in the agenda packet. 

Recommendation:  Approval of the encroachment subject to conditions of Resolution 1996-153 and the following conditions.

1. The Owner shall obtain a Right-of-Way permit from the Inspections Department prior to installation

2. The Owner shall contact "NC One Call Center" 48 hours prior to excavation and shall remain 10' from existing utilities.

3. The Owner shall obtain approval for street lighting from the City of Raleigh Transportation Department prior to installation.

4. The Owner shall maintain and assume full liability for non-standard materials and streetscape plantings in the right-of-way.

5. The Owner shall have a Certified Inspection Agency conduct an inspection of the pavers and curbing with reports and approved construction drawings submitted to the City of Raleigh Central Engineering Department, Larry Anderson at 831-6810.

6. The Owner shall commit to a written agreement to take remedial measures, including tree removal throughout the encroachment area, to maintain adequate sight distance at all intersections of street and/or driveways.

7. The Owner shall obtain approval from the City Parks and Recreation Department Urban Forester for the streetscape plantings prior to installation.

8. The trees shall be install with a 30' spacing in the Town Square only and a 40' minimum spacing elsewhere.

All petitions have been reviewed and meet sufficiency requirements based on participation from at least 50% of the property owners who own at least 50% of the frontage. 

Effective 2/1/01 street improvement assessment rates increased to $32/Ft for residential and $64/Ft for non-residential properties and the sidewalk assessment rates increased to $6/Ft. The Eby Drive petition was received in Engineering prior to the effective date of the rate increase and Forsyth Drive was submitted within the active petition period; therefore, assessments are recommended at the applicable rates as documented in the petitions. 

Based on the 2001-02 allocation of $1.2 Million, one-half of available funding for this prioritization is $600,000. 

Recommendation:  Adopt a Resolution-of-Intent to schedule a Tuesday, September 4, 2001, public hearing for approval of the 3 petitions and assessment rates as indicated.

Mr. Scruggs indicated he withdrew this item from the Consent Agenda as he was concerned about Claremont Road.  He pointed out part of Claremont Road was messed up when the greenway was installed in the area.  He stated he is speaking specifically of 2952 Claremont east to Anderson Drive.  He questioned if the damage to the pavement is recent and was caused by the contractor involved and if so, if the contractor should pay for a share of the improvements.  He stated he would like for that question to be answered at the time of the public hearing.  Mr. Scruggs moved approval of the recommendation with the comments as outlined.  His motion was seconded by Mayor Coble and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.  See Resolution 83.

REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION OF THE PLANNING COMMISSION

PLANNING COMMISSION CONSENT AGENDA - APPROVED AS AMENDED

Mayor Coble presented the Planning Commission consent agenda indicating it would be handled in the same manner as the regular consent agenda.  He stated he had received a request from Mr. Congleton and Mr. Kirkman to withdraw rezoning Z-60-01 which leaves only one item.  Without objection Z-60-01 was withdrawn from the consent agenda.  Mr. Odom moved the remaining item on the consent agenda be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Mayor Coble and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.  The item on the Planning Commission Consent Agenda was as follows.

REZONING Z-59-01 - NAZARETH STREET - APPROVED

This request is to rezone approximately 0.16 acre, currently zoned Residential-20.  The proposal is to rezone the property to Industrial-2 Conditional Use.

CR-10277 from the Planning Commission recommends that this request be approved in accordance with conditions dated July 25, 2001.  Planning Commission recommendation upheld on Consent Agenda Odom/Coble - 8 ayes.  See Ordinance 66 ZC 502.

END OF PLANNING COMMISSION CONSENT AGENDA

REZONING Z-60-01 - LAKE WHEELER ROAD - REFERRED TO COMPREHENSIVE PLANNING COMMITTEE

This request is to rezone approximately 2 acres, currently zoned Residential-10.  The proposal is to rezone the property to Office and Institution-1 Conditional Use.

CR-10278 from the Planning Commission recommends that this request be approved in accordance with conditions dated July 24, 2001.  Mr. Congleton indicated during the public hearing on this item Mary Belle Pate asked about the stormwater runoff, detention pond and the fence.  He questioned if those items have been addressed.  Planning Commission Chairman Hunt indicated he did not recall any discussion on those items at the Planning Commission level.  Mr. Congleton pointed out those are his specific items of concern and he would like to send this item to the Comprehensive Planning Commission.  Mr. Kirkman pointed out this is a very key parcel and he would like to take a closer look at it.  Without objection the item was referred to the Comprehensive Planning Committee.

REZONING Z-50-01 - NORTH BLOUNT STREET - EAST FRANKLIN STREET - APPROVED

This request is to rezone approximately .16 acre, currently zoned Residential-30 with Historic Overlay District.  The proposal is to rezone the property to Office and Institution-1 Conditional Use (Historic Overlay District to remain).

CR-10279 from the Planning Commission recommends that this request be approved in accordance with conditions dated July 17, 2001.  Mayor Coble moved approval.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Odom and put to a vote which passed unanimously.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.  See Ordinance 56 ZC 502.

TC-10-01 - MASTER PLAN EXCLUSIONS - REFERRED TO THE COMPREHENSIVE PLANNING COMMITTEE

This text change proposes to provide approved Master Plans with a 5-year exemption period for compliance with the recently adopted Stormwater Control and Watercourse Buffer Regulations.

CR-10280 from the Planning Commission recommends that this text change be denied.  Mr. Odom moved the item be referred to the Comprehensive Planning Committee.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Shanahan and put to a vote which passed unanimously.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

RECOMBINATION - 151-01 - VARINDER SHARMA - REFERRED TO THE COMPREHENSIVE PLANNING COMMITTEE

This request is to approve a recombination to reconfigure 3 lots zoned Residential-4.  This development constitutes an "infill subdivision". It is less than 5 acres in size, it is surrounded on at least 66% of its perimeter by developed single-family detached dwellings, and the recombined lot or lots contains a lot frontage of less than 80% of the median of the surrounding lots, or a lot size less than 80% of the median of the surrounding lots or both.

CA-791 from the Planning Commission recommends that this request be denied.  The motion for approval failed.  Mr. Odom moved the item be referred to the Comprehensive Planning Committee pointing out there is a related item on the night agenda and these two items could be referred together.  He stated he and Mr. Kirkman have talked about this issue and there are some questions which need answering.  Without objection, the item was referred to the Comprehensive Planning Committee.

SP-31-01 - PLANTATION POINT SHOPPING CENTER - REFERRED TO THE COMPREHENSIVE PLANNING

This request is to approve a 408,777 square foot shopping center on 50.08 acres. The center will be divided into 6 lots, lots 1-6 as shown on a pending subdivision, S-68-01. Lot 6 is the main shopping center parcel and lots 1-5 are outparcels. The property is zoned Industrial-1 with SHOD-2.  A small portion of acreage left over from the dedication of Ruritania Drive is zoned Thoroughfare District, CUD.

CR-1081 from the Planning Commission recommends that this request be denied.  The motion for approval failed.  Mr. Odom moved the item be referred to the Comprehensive Planning Committee.  Mr. Scruggs stated he had some conversations with the petitioner and he has raised concerns with staff as it relates to Capital Boulevard and auto sales, fast-food restaurants.  He asked that the Committee look a that when discussing this item.  Without objection the item was referred to the Comprehensive Planning Committee.

SPECIAL ITEMS

REZONING Z-12-01 - WADE AVENUE AND MP-3-00 - WADE/OBERLIN MASTER PLAN - DENIED

During the July 3, 2001 Council meeting, the Comprehensive Planning Committee, by split vote, recommended approval of Z-12-01 - Wade Avenue and MP-3-00 - Wade/Oberlin Master Plan as outlined in the revised Master Plan for a Planned Development District dated May 30, 2001.  A substitute motion was made that the Council's vote be postponed until August 7, 2001, and in the meantime the Planning Director be authorized to select and hire a facilitator who would be charged with attempting to refine and delineate the remaining issues and controversy among the parties in a way that those items can be reported to the Planning Director as possible amendments to MP-3-00 in the future if the property is rezoned.  The facilitator would report only that the meetings have been held and that he has attempted to refine the issues still at dispute.  The facilitator would not report the substance of any discussions or the actual resolutions reached among parties.  It would be appropriate to further consider this item.

Mayor Coble stated Council has received a letter from the applicants attorney requesting that the case be denied.  Mr. Shanahan moved denial of Z-12-01 and MP-3-00.  His motion was seconded by Mayor Coble.

Mr. Scruggs asked to be allowed to make the following comments:

First, I want to thank Mort for his leadership in getting a facilitator and I want to thank John for the open manner of the Comprehensive Planning Committee.  I also want to thank my friends and family, who contrary to this morning's newspaper report, have not given me an earful of pressure on this decision.

Both newspaper and television reports cast my expected decision to vote against this rezoning as a surprise.  They do so because they know I favor the concept of mixed-use projects.  And, I have made it clear that I believe mixed use is the best concept for this site.  However, I take exception to the statements that my concerns regarding the density/transportation issues of this project are new.  I have questioned these factors and voiced my concern regarding traffic to all sides of this plan at every juncture of this process.

That being said, I call on the City Council, City Manager, Planning Department and the development community to work together to improve current transportation practices.  Regardless of new projects, traffic is a given.  However, future traffic planning, development, and decisions made in this chamber must be more proactive when dealing with transportation issues, not received.

He read some excerpts from "First things First," Harvey Penick

If we are sincere about reducing sprawl we need to put first things first.

We can no longer plan, approve and build projects and worry about traffic after it becomes a problem.  The reactive "warrant' philosophy dealing with new development projects should be abandoned.  In my final analysis of the proposed case, as much as I want to see a good mixed-use project on this site - and quite frankly as much as I wanted to vote for this one today, I couldn't convince myself that the traffic and transportation issues would not create too great a burden on the adjacent areas.

I want to publicly encourage Neil Coker and Attorney Reeves to revisit the Council with a mixed-use proposal.  I would support denial and would suggest waiver of two-year waiting period.

The motion as stated by Mr. Shanahan was put to a vote and passed unanimously.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT - TOWN OF ZEBULON/TRIANGLE EAST SPORTS AUTHORITY/FIVE COUNTY STADIUM - COMMENTS RECEIVED

During the July 17, 2001 Council meeting, representatives of the Town of Zebulon and Triangle East Sports Authority appeared before the Council requesting the Council to authorize the City Attorney to petition the court to intervene and assist the Town of Zebulon and the Sports Authority in their suit relating to the Mudcats.  The item was referred to the City Attorney and it was directed that the item be placed on this agenda to receive a report and recommendation from the City Attorney.

City Attorney McCormick pointed out Attorney Clyde Holt representing the Town of Zebulon and Triangle East Sports Authority had provided him copies of the pleadings and other material in this case.  Attorney McCormick stated he reviewed the interlocal agreement and all of the amendments relating to Five County Stadium and it is very clear to him that the Five County Stadium is one of the projects assigned to the County for oversight and supervision.  Therefore he would recommend that the City decline the opportunity to intervene and let the County deal with this issue.  Attorney McCormick stated he would continue to monitor the lawsuits and at any time he sees a problem that may affect the City of Raleigh, he would come back to the Council with that information.

Mayor Coble pointed out he, the City Manager and City Attorney met with the County Manager and County Commissioner Chair, and it was agreed by all that they would take the lead and try to deal with this from the County level, therefore he would suggest that the City Council receive the Attorney's report as information and see what happens from this point forward.  No other action was taken.

REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION FO THE CITY MANAGER

DRAINAGE BASIN STUDY - PIGEON HOUSE BRANCH - REFERRED TO PUBLIC WORKS COMMITTEE

The updated Pigeon House Branch drainage basin study has been completed to identify options for water quality and the final report submitted.

The study recommends stream restoration and stabilization projects, public education program enhancements, water quality improvements on City property, wet pond construction, and consideration of an incentive program for water quality improvements in industrial and commercial areas.

Recommendation:  Receive the report and refer to the Public Works Committee for discussion.

A Representative of Camp Dresser and McKee gave a brief synopsis of the report.  He went over the five projects, in priority order that are recommended as it relates to Pigeon House Branch giving brief information as to why those were chosen.  Mr. Shanahan moved the item be referred to the Public Works Committee.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Odom and put to a vote which passed unanimously.  Mr. Scruggs asked that the affected property owners on Williamson Drive be notified when the Committee discusses this item.  Mayor Coble pointed out he thought that portion of the project had been removed.  The motion as stated was put to a vote which passed unanimously.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

WATER AND SEWER SYSTEM MERGER - TOWN OF ROLESVILLE/CITY OF RALEIGH - CITY MANAGER AUTHORIZED TO EXECUTE AGREEMENT

A request has been received from the Town of Rolesville to merge their water and sewer system with the City of Raleigh, effective January 1, 2002.

Recommendation:  That the Council concur in this request and authorize the City Manager to execute the agreement.  Mayor Coble introduced Mayor Joe Winfree, Town of Rolesville, pointing out the Town of Rolesville had requested that the City of Raleigh look at the merger of the two water and sewer systems and he assumes Mayor Winfree is at the meeting to encourage the City of Raleigh to move ahead with this agreement.

Mayor Winfree indicated he was at the meeting to express appreciation to the City of Raleigh for all of its help.  He came to the City of Raleigh in 1990 and started building a relationship with the City of Raleigh.  He stated the City has been very good to the Towne of Rolesville and the town and the citizens of Rolesville appreciate the efforts of the City of Raleigh.  The City of Raleigh has always been very helpful and the City of Raleigh's help has secured a bright future for the Town of Rolesville.  He stated the Town works hard but the City of Raleigh works harder and he does not think many people appreciate the hard working employees and the efforts of the City of Raleigh.  He stated he hopes others in the area will continue to look to Raleigh for guidance and look for the positive side of what might happen.  He again expressed appreciation for all involved and the leadership provided by the City of Raleigh.  Mayor Coble stated Raleigh and the area in general would benefit by this merger.  Mayor Winfree stated the County is fortunate to have people like the City Council of the City of Raleigh leading the way and he hopes everyone will get on board and this will be a positive experience for the whole area.  Mr. Odom moved approval of the merger agreement and authorized the City Manager to execute the same.  His motion was seconded by Mayor Coble and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

City Manager Allen expressed appreciation to Mayor Winfree for his kind remarks and to the staff of the City of Raleigh and the staff of the Town of Rolesville.  City Manager Allen stated it is a good agreement and will be good for all.  He expressed appreciation for Mayor Winfree recognizing the City of Raleigh and its leadership and he would like to recognize the role of the officials in the Town of Zebulon.

ENCROACHMENT - CARDINAL GIBBONS HIGH SCHOOL - APPROVED

City staff has reviewed and approved a permit for a sign installation for Cardinal Gibbons High School on Edwards Mill Road.  Their site plan calls for the sign to be located on the right-of-way for Edwards Mill Road.  This will require the Council's consideration of an encroachment permit.  Approval of an encroachment permit is recommended with the condition that the City be held harmless and that the school pay for any relocation of the sign in the event that the right-of-way is needed for future expansion.  Mr. Odom moved approval.  His motion was seconded by Ms. Graw and put to a vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

CIAA - TOURNAMENT - BID PACKAGE - APPROVED

City Manager Allen explained the proposal pointing out this would require a financial guarantee from the City of Raleigh.  He stated typically we have not had to put in that amount of money as most of the money has been raised from private funds but there is that commitment.  Mr. West moved approval.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Congleton.

Mayor Coble stated last year without a doubt we had the best CIAA Tournament ever.  He stated everyone profited and the CIAA officials are very interested in staying in the Raleigh area.  Mr. Kirkman expressed appreciation to the Mayor for all of the work he did to help raise money from the private sector and commended Mr. West and Assistant City Manager Wray for their efforts.  Mayor Coble agreed pointing out Assistant City Manager Wray does a great job all year long but does a magnificent job with the CIAA.  The motion as stated was put to a roll call vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION OF THE PARKS, RECREATION AND GREENWAY ADVISORY BOARD

PARKS AND RECREATION - ANNUAL FEES AND CHARGES REVIEW - APPROVED AS PRESENTED

The Parks, Recreation and Greenway Advisory Board annually reviews the fees and charges recommendation for the upcoming calendar year for use of facilities managed by the Parks and Recreation Department.  A special Ad Hoc committee of the Board met and reviewed staff recommendation on July 2, 2001.  The Committee subsequently unanimously recommended that the Board forward to the Council the 2002 Fees and Charges Schedule for approval.  The Board voted unanimously on July 19, 2001 to ask the Council to approve and adopt the 2002 Fees and Charges Schedule.

Wayne Marshall, Chairman of the Parks, Recreation and Greenway Advisory Board, explained there were no changes in the fees with the exception of reduction in the jon boat rental fees at Lake Johnson.  Ms. Graw indicated she always looks at these very closely and she is very pleased to see that the fees are not being increased and one was being decreased.  She stated she is pleased to see park fees kept low as they need to be open and accessible to all as we actually pay for parks in three different ways bond packages, taxes and fees.  Mrs. Graw moved approval of the schedule as presented.  Her motion was seconded by Mr. Shanahan and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

HONEYCUTT ROAD PARK MASTER PLAN - APPROVED

The 29.3 Honeycutt Road Park site was purchased in 1996.  The Parks, Recreation and Greenway Advisory Board served as the Master Plan Committee for this endeavor.  Staff provided all support services typically contracted to a consultant.  On July 19, 2001, the Parks Board voted to forward the Honeycutt Road Park Master Plan to the City Council for adoption.

Parks, Recreation and Greenway Advisory Board Chairperson Wayne Marshall pointed out the City Council asked the Board to act as a master plan committee for this particular park.  He pointed out it is in the City's ETJ and when the Council asked the Board to act as the master plan committee it left out a normal step of the process.  Mayor Coble pointed out this is a very difficult site which has challenging topography.

Dick Bailey explained the history of the purchase of this property and funding for development.  He pointed out in March of 2000 the issue was referred to Parks, Recreation and Greenway Advisory Board to act as a master plan committee for developing the master plan for the park.  He told that the public forums, public meetings, notification process, press releases, and the ways the public was advised and invited to make comments.  He pointed out the plan as proposed will require Wake County Board of Adjustment approval before implementation as it is in the Wake County watershed.

Mr. Odom pointed out he did not feel we missed a step in the master planning process it was just that Parks, Recreation and Greenway Advisory Board was used as a the master planning committee.  Mr. Shanahan pointed out he is a big advocate of the Parks, Recreation and Greenway Advisory Board but would like to speak to the value of having local representation on a master plan committee.  He stated some people feel left out of this process and talked about the development of ball fields at the park.  He stated his preference would be to have neighborhood people on the master plan committee however he feels the Board did a great job of balancing the needs and the physical challenges this park brings.  He again pointed out his preference would be to have local people on the master plan committee.  Mr. Odom pointed out a lot of neighborhood participation took place and he feels this is a well thought out plan and talked about comments that have been received from all involved.

Mr. Bailey gave the location and highlighted the plan dated July 19, 2001.  He talked about the trails, parking, volleyball, shelters, picnic areas, neighborhood park, a neighborhood center, playgrounds, baseball fields, walking trail system and access.  In response to questioning from Mr. Odom, Mr. Bailey pointed out the overflow parking would be gated if necessary, but not planned at this point.  Mr. Odom moved approval of the plan dated July 19, 2001.  His motion was seconded by Mayor Coble.

Mr. Kirkman commended the group for the master plan pointing out it was a very difficult site to deal with but he believes the plan is a good compromise, has good diversity.  He commended the staff for their work pointing out he feels it is a really good job.  Mr. Congleton questioned the percentage of impervious surface with Mr. Bailey pointing out he had not calculated the actual percentage.  The motion as stated was put to a roll call vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

PULLEN PARK MASTER PLAN - PRESENTATION - REFERRED TO CITY ATTORNEY

The Parks, Recreation and Greenway Advisory Board voted at its July 19, 2001 meeting to forward the Draft Master Plan for Pullen Park to the City Council for its consideration.  The Board also approved a motion to recommend that the restoration of the historic carousel be moved from the third to second group of priorities.  (See page 54, Recommended Priorities.)

Recommendation:  Approval of the requests.

Wayne Marshall introduced Robin Moore, Co-chair of the Pullen Park Master Plan Committee.  Mr. Moore explained there was a proposal for additional parking to be added in the vicinity of Pullen Park and concern was raised and the issue was referred to the Parks, Recreation and Greenway Advisory Board which did a survey, had various public meetings, received full feedback, etc., which resulted in a recommendation to do a new master plan for Pullen Park.  He explained the existing plan was done in 1970 without any public input.  The City Council voted to move ahead with a master plan revision and named him and Marshall Presnell-Jennette as Co-chairs of the Committee.  He talked about the Committee make up, number of meetings, public review and response.  He pointed out all of that work resulted in the master plan which is a long-term vision for the park.  He pointed out long-term vision means 10 to 15 years and a capital investment spread over a 10 to 15 year period and talked about ways to fund this effort and the need to have private dollars involved. 

Susan Little, Little and Little, gave a detailed report on the Pullen Park Master Plan process.  She explained the objective of the effort, talked about the education and evaluation phase, mission statement, boundaries, entranceways, roundabouts, amusement centers, welcome stations, café, ticket, resting places, movement of the carousel, TTA station, tennis court, volleyball, tennis courts, armory, arts plaza, aquatic center, restrooms, etc.  She explained the individual elements of the master plan were grouped into major categories of similar and related projects for determining priorities.  These were rated into five priority groups and were listed in order with a budget estimate for each category.  She went over these priorities in detail.

Mr. Congleton asked about accessibility and ADA accessibility.  Ms. Graw asked about the proposals for the west side of Pullen Park which she indicated would affect the parking and permit parking within NCSU and the possibility of the NCSU practice field being moved.  Ms. Little pointed out that was discussed during the process.  Mr. Odom questioning if we have a written contract with NCSU for use of that part of the park.  Mr. Kirkman talked about portions of the park used by NCSU and whether the land that NCSU uses is in deed parkland or NCSU land.  Mr. Kirkman pointed out Pullen Park has always been a crown jewel and he feels this is a truly excellent master plan.  He talked about comments that have been made relative to this being a truly urban park, how the plan treats the carousel, etc.  Mr. Odom pointed out it is a special park and he had always thought of it as a state park.  He stated he is impressed with the vision of the plan although it is a very costly plan.  He pointed out Pullen Park was given to the City with some very strict covenants and he would suggest sending the master plan to the City Attorney to review to make sure the City would not be violating any rules and regulations as it relates to the gift and to also look at whether the property utilized by NCSU is State or park property.  Without objection the item was referred to the City Attorney.

Parks, Recreation and Greenway Advisory Board Chairperson Marshal commended the Master Plan Committee pointing out they, the staff and the consultant put a lot of work into this master plan and explained the concept they used including minutes on the website, etc.  He pointed out the Board accepted the Master Plan almost completely with the exception of the proposals relating to the carousel as they had requested that it be upgraded to a second priority.  He commended all involved for the time they put into this process and went over the work of the Board and how busy they have been over the last year.

Mr. Kirkman pointed out he believes representatives have been in touch with a representative of the Pullen heirs who did attend some of the earlier meetings.  Mr. Marshall pointed out representatives of the Pullen heirs were present at some of the earlier meetings.  He stated he was interested in Ms. Graw's comments relative to NCSU and the possibility of moving their practice to the ESA.  City Attorney McCormick pointed out the representative of the Pullen heirs is spending his time between two locations and have seem most of the plan.  He stated he does not see anything in the plan that he feels would be a violation of the gifting restrictions but would continue to look at the plan and work with the Pullen heirs.

REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION OF THE BUDGET AND ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT COMMITTEE

SURPLUS PROPERTY - PEACE STREET/BOYLAN AVENUE - DECLARED

Mayor Coble reported the Budget and Economic Development Committee recommends that the property parallel to Peace Street at the corner of Peace Street and Boylan Avenue be declared surplus and sold through the upset bid process with the understanding that the property is subject to repurchase at the same price as the final sale price if Peace Street should ever be widened.  On behalf of the Committee, Mayor Coble moved the recommendation be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Odom and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

SURPLUS PROPERTY - 740 ELLINGTON STREET - TO BE SOLD THROUGH PRIVATE SALE

Mayor Coble reported the Budget and Economic Development Committee recommends the property at 740 Ellington Street be sold as a private sale to Police Officer Banks-Manual at a purchase price of $103,000 subject to terms outlined in the purchase agreement and securing mortgage financing.  On behalf of the Committee, Mayor Coble moved the recommendation be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Odom and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION OF THE COMPREHENSIVE PLANNING COMMITTEE

REZONING Z-5-01 - FOX ROAD/OLD WAKE FOREST ROAD - APPROVED WITH AMENDING CONDITIONS

Chairperson Odom reported the Comprehensive Planning Committee met earlier today and reviewed revised conditions on Z-5-01, particularly as it relates to conditions relating to signage and drive through windows.  Mr. Odom reported the Committee recommends approval of Z-5-01 with the conditions dated August 1, 2001 and so moved.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Kirkman and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.  See Odinance 66 ZC 502.

REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION OF THE LAW AND PUBLIC SAFETY COMMITTEE

OUTDOOR ENTERTAINMENT ORDINANCE - REMOVED FROM THE AGENDA

Chairman Shanahan reported the Law and Public Safety Committee recommends that the outdoor entertainment ordinance item be removed from the agenda with no action taken.  On behalf of the Committee he moved the recommendation be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Congleton and put to a vote which passed unanimously. The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

POLITICAL SIGNS - ENFORCEMENT - GUIDELINES AND LETTER APPROVED

Chairperson Shanahan reported the Law and Public Safety Committee recommends that the Council endorse the letter and guidelines outlining regulations for the posting of political signs (in agenda packet); and, that Administration provide direction to the appropriate staff regarding removal of political signs that are in violation of the zoning ordinance pertaining to the placement of signs.  On behalf of the Committee, Mr. Shanahan moved the recommendation be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Scruggs and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative except Mr. Congleton who voted in the negative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION OF THE PUBLIC WORKS COMMITTEE

SKYCREST DRIVE -CLOSING/UTILITY RELOCATION - REMOVED FROM THE AGENDA

Chairperson Kirkman reported the Public Works Committee recommends the item relating to a request to close a portion of Skycrest Drive and Utility Relocation be removed from the agenda with no action taken as the item has been resolved through work of the Budget and Economic Development Committee.  He stated he would ask staff to continue working with CP&L for undergrounding utilities.  On behalf of the Committee, Mr. Kirkman moved the recommendation be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Odom and put to a vote which passed unanimously.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

LYNN ROAD SIDEWALK ASSESSMENT - REQUEST FOR AMENDMENT - DENIED

Chairperson Kirkman reported the Public Works Committee recommends that Mr. Cutlip's request to amend Sidewalk Assessment Roll 293 - Lynn Road by exempting Lots 11, 12 and 14 from the assessment roll be denied.  On behalf of the Committee, Mr. Kirkman moved the recommendation be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Odom.  Mr. Kirkman pointed out this recommendation upholds what appears to be a long-standing policy and stays within our normal procedures.  The motion as stated was put to a vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative except Mr. Scruggs who voted in the negative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

LITCHFORD ROAD - SIDEWALK/ASPHALT TRAIL - REMOVED FROM THE AGENDA

Chairperson Kirkman reported the Public Works Committee recommends that the item relating to a sidewalk/asphalt path on Litchford Road be removed from the agenda with no action taken.  On behalf of the Committee, Mr. Kirkman moved the recommendation be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Mr. West and put to a vote which passed unanimously.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

STORMWATER DAMAGE - WALTER PFEIFFER/4436 OAK PARK ROAD - VARIOUS ACTIONS TAKEN

Chairman Kirkman reported the Public Works Committee recommends that this item be reported out and that Administration direct staff to proceed with a drainage assessment of the erosion problem on Mr. Pfeiffer's property at 4436 Oak Park Road, and that staff will bring forward to the City Council a proposal for project funding under the City's current Drainage Assistance Policy once the property owners submit all required documentation.  Oh behalf of the Committee, Mr. Kirkman moved the recommendation be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Mr. West. Mr. Kirkman talked about Federal funding and the fact that there are actually two homes affected by this proposal and City officials are in contact with elected officials in Washington.  The motion as stated was put to a vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

REPORT OF MAYOR AND COUNCIL

APPEARANCE COMMISSION - PROPOSED PROJECT - AUTHORIZED TO DEVELOP

Ms. Graw indicated she had discussions with the Mayor and the Appearance Commission Chair concerning appearance along our major thoroughfares.  Appearance Commission Chair Charlie Madison took the issue to the full Appearance Commission and discussion took place about taking on a project of reviewing property along major thoroughfares particularly projects developed as a part of the 98-road bond issue of which Western Boulevard is the most current.  She pointed out the proposal is for the Appearance Commission to contact the property owners along those thoroughfares and offer volunteer assistance to help improve the appearance of their property and perhaps we could parallel the improvements along the line of what is being done in the right-of-way.  She suggested that the Council direct the Appearance Commission to further define the idea and come back to the Council for further consideration.  Mayor Coble stated he thinks it would be a good idea to see if we could get some additional volunteer service from members of the Appearance Commission and suggested that the Appearance Commission be asked to further develop the idea.  Mr. Odom stated as he understands, the Appearance Commission would come back to the Council with a plan of how they could offer their design expertise to property owners.  Mayor Coble stated without objection the item would be referred to the Appearance Commission for development of the idea and presentation back to the City Council.

SIDEWALK - VALLEY ESTATES AREA - REFERRED TO ADMINISTRATION

Mr. Congleton indicated he had been contacted by people in the Valley Estates area who are concerned about the incompleteness of sidewalks in their area and how that fits into our sidewalk program.  He indicated in a lot of the areas streets have sidewalks which stop in mid block.  He asked Administration to look at the area and make suggestions pointing out he has a list of some of the streets that are affected and would provide that list to administration.

DUMPING - MEADOW FIELD AND SIX FORKS ROAD - REFERRED TO ADMINISTRATION

Mr. Scruggs indicated at the intersection of Meadow Field and Six Forks there seems to be a dumping area.  He asked Administration to look into the situation.

TRAFFIC CAMERA - PROPOSED ORDINANCE - REFERRED TO LAW AND PUBLIC SAFETY COMMITTEE

Mr. Scruggs pointed out the City Attorney has drafted a proposed ordinance for the utilization of traffic cameras in the City of Raleigh.  He asked that the proposed ordinance be referred to Law and Public Safety Committee.  Mr. Kirkman asked the Committee in their discussions of the proposed ordinance to make sure no citations are issued in which a clear photograph is not available.  He stated we do not want to get into the same situation that some other cities have found themselves in.  Without objection, the proposed traffic camera ordinance was referred to the Law and Public Safety Committee.

APPOINTMENTS

APPOINTMENTS - VARIOUS ACTIONS TAKEN

The City Clerk reported the following results of the ballot vote.

Planning Commission - One Vacancy - Mayor Coble nominated Scott Cutler.  Mr. Kirkman and Ms. Graw nominated Thomas Crowder.

The City Clerk indicated she received a nomination from Mr. Shanahan for Seth Maoseth to the Southeast Raleigh Assembly.  She stated she was not aware there is a vacancy for that group.  The Mayor pointed out there is not a vacancy and the set number has been reached therefore we should just keep a list and as vacancies occur those names could be considered.

Mayor Coble announced the appointment of David Lazzo to the Appearance Commission, Peter Benda to the Parks, Recreation and Greenway Advisory Board and John O'Neil to the Arts Commission.  The items will be carried over to the next meeting.

REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION OF THE CITY ATTORNEY

SETTLEMENT - NANCY C. OWENS - AUTHORIZED

The City Attorney had provided a memo to the City Council as follows:

The City undertook a project in late 1999 to replace a major culvert running beneath Huntleigh Drive.  You will all remember the problems in this area caused by the hurricanes in the mid and late 90's.  The City's contractor uncovered an unknown spring near Ms. Owens home during construction.  As a result of this new water source the home was damaged in the amount of $70-80,000.  Ms. Owens has made a claim against the City for the damage.  I have investigated thoroughly and have determined that neither the contractor nor the designer was negligent in their work.  The situation is very bad and the house is really not fit to live in until it can be repaired.  Engineers tell me that the City did some advance testing by boring prior to the job but the fault was one that would not normally be detectable. In addition, it appears that the City will need to acquire a drainage easement of large size across the property in order to deal with the effort to preserve Beamon Lake.

Recommendation:  The best way to handle this case is for the City to purchase the property.  This purchase can be done for $145,000.  This purchase will make the owner whole and will allow the City to repair the house for resale and grant itself the needed drainage easement area for the lake preservation.  When these tasks are completed the City can resell the house.  I recommend that you authorize this settlement, as it is beyond the settlement austerity amount you have granted me.  Money is available to conclude the settlement.  We may discuss this matter in closed session if you would like more information.

Mr. Odom moved approval of the settlement recommendation.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Shanahan and put to a roll call vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

CONTRACTING - CITY MANAGER AUTHORIZED TO DESIGNATE SIGNING AUTHORITY

The City Attorney's informational memo indicated the only individuals currently authorized by ordinance to execute contracts on behalf of the City are the Mayor, Mayor Pro Tem and the City Manager.  The City Manager has indicated he would like to have cretan of his subordinates execute some type of contract.  Council members had received a proposed ordinance which would authorize the City Manager to designate others to sign at his discretion.  Mr. Odom moved approval.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Shanahan and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.  See Ordinance 88.

CITY ATTORNEY - VARIOUS ITEMS - INFORMATION RECEIVED

City Attorney McCormick had provided Council members a memo relating to the Wake Forest Water Supply issue and update on House Bill 612, which was enacted on August 1, 2001, and the water supply agreement between the City of Raleigh and the Town of Wake Forest.  He also reported that the Centennial Authority has received no report from Gale Force about the progress of any naming rights talk.  A motion was passed at this week's Centennial Authority meeting to request Gale Force to begin periodic updates on naming rights progress.  Mr. Odom moved the two items be received as information.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Shanahan and put to a vote which passed unanimously.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

NOMINATIONS

GREATER RALEIGH CONVENTION AND VISITORS BUREAU - NOMINATIONS MADE

The term of Fred Van Slyke expires in September.  He does not wish to be considered for reappointment.  The Raleigh Hotel/Motel Association nominates Jovan Dockmanovich as their representative.  Mr. Odom nominated Mr. Dockmanovich.  The item will be carried over until the next meeting.  

REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION OF THE CITY CLERK

MINUTES - JULY 17, 2001 - APPROVED

Council members received in their agenda packet copies of the Minutes of the July 17, 2001 Council meeting and joint hearing with the Planning Commission.  Mr. Congleton moved approval of the minutes as presented.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Odom and put to a vote which passed unanimously.

TAXES - VARIOUS ACTIONS TAKEN

Council members received in the agenda packet a proposed resolution relating to adjusting, rebating and/or refunding penalties, exceptions or relieving interest for listing of property for ad valorem tax.  Adoption of the resolution is recommended.  It is also recommended that the Council approve the listing as submitted by Wake County Tax Collector relative to clerical errors during the month of June, 2001.  Mr. Congleton moved approval.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Odom and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.   See Resolution 89.

RALEIGH LITTLE THEATRE - BOARD OF DIRECTORS - CONFIRMED

As a part of the agreement with the Raleigh Little Theatre, the City Council confirms the Board of Directors of the Raleigh Little Theatre. SURPLUS PROPERTY - 411 RALEIGH BOULEVARD - RESOLUTION ADOPTED

During the June 19, 2001 Council meeting, the City Council accepted an offer of $142,900 from Mt. Peace Baptist Church for the purchase of property at 411 Raleigh Boulevard subject to the upset bid process.  All legal procedures have been followed.  It is recommended that the Council adopt a resolution authorizing the sale of 411 Raleigh Boulevard to Mt. Peace Baptist Church for $142,900 subject to the retainage of the City of Raleigh greenway easement that traverses the property and a reversion clause if the Church doesn't comply with the original construction plan associated with the purchase of the adjoining tract from the City on June 7, 1996.  Mr. Congleton moved approval.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Odom and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.  See Resolution 90.

COMMUNITY SUCCESS FORUM - ANNOUNCED

Mayor Coble announced a Community Success Forum that will be conducted by the Chamber on August 30.  He explained the event and indicated additional information would be forthcoming.

RECESS

Adjournment.  There being no further business, Mayor Coble announced the meeting recessed at 2:50 p.m. to be reconvened at 7:00 p.m.

The City Council of the City of Raleigh met in regular reconvene session on Tuesday, August 7, 2001, at 7:00 p.m. in the City Council Chamber, Raleigh Municipal Building, Avery C. Upchurch Government Complex, 222 West Hargett Street, Raleigh, North Carolina, with all Council members present.  Mayor Coble called the meeting to order and the following items were discussed with action taken as shown.

REQUEST AND PETITIONS OF CITIZENS

TRAFFIC - INSTALLATION OF STOP SIGNS ON CLARK AVENUE - APPROVED FOR 90 DAYS

Ken Krause, 3301 Clark Avenue, stated he is the father of two and is representing the neighborhood on Clark Avenue between Dixie Trail and Faircloth Street.  He explained they are not the kind of people who come to Council with their problems, they accept infield development projects, etc.  He stated as long as the water works and police and fire are there, they usually have no problems.  He stated however they now have a problem with speeding in their area.  He pointed out five years ago that may not have been a problem as there were only two children in the area but now there are 15 children under the age of 8.  He stated they thought they had a speeding problem and talked to the Police Department which camped out on the street and confirmed that people are driving well above the posted speed.  The report shows that a majority of the westbound traffic is exceeding the posted speed limit by 14 mph with the eastbound traffic by over 8 mph.  He went over the reports and stated prior to the upcoming school year they would request the City to install stop signs at the base of the hill at the intersection of Clark and Furches on a trial basis and that the City do a study to see if this has lessen the dangers and illegal speeding in their area.  He stated they feel the trial is a safe and cost effective alternative to jumping the gun and demanding speed bumps.  He stated they would like to see speed bumps or tables in their neighborhood but they realize that would take time therefore they are requesting the trail test.

Mr. Kirkman questioned the difference in the speeding when the university is in and out of session.  He stated it seems the speeding problem is about the same year around.  Mr. Kause pointed out the police officers were there last in July and told him that they could have stayed all day long.  He stated there are probably more people speeding through the school year but the percentage and rate does not change throughout.  The traffic pattern was talked about after which Mr. Odom moved installation of a stop sign on Clark Avenue at its intersection of Furches.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Scruggs.

City Manager Allen pointed out the staff could complete a multi-sign study within about 30 days and bring back a recommendation rather than just putting up stop signs without any study.  He indicated a multi-signal study would be studying a four-way stop.  Mr. Odom pointed out if we waited 30 days to get a report back the students will be back in school and he feels it is a good suggestion to get the signs up prior to the students arriving so they wouldn't have to get use to a new traffic pattern.

In response to questioning, Transportation Director Beckom told of studies of four-way stops which he indicated would reduce speeding for about 150 feet before and after the stops.  The rest of the street would remain unchanged as it relates to speeding.  Pitfalls of stop signs without studies and impact of four-way stop signs on other streets in the area were pointed out.  Mr. Scruggs pointed out this is in his area and he has talked to neighbors about this and when the police are in the area it helps but they cannot be there all the time.  Mr. Odom stated his motion is to put up the stop signs to see if it works.  Mr. Beckom indicated traffic would normalize within 30 to 60 days following a change in conditions.  He pointed out if the Council wants to install the signs the Transportation Department could do another speed study and come back with the results.  Mr. Kirkman stated he would like for the study to look at the larger area and talked about the yield sign in the general vicinity which people seem to totally ignore.  The motion was restated to direct the installation of stop signs on Clark Avenue at its intersection with Furches for a 90-day period and for Administration to bring back additional study was put to a vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.  See Ordinance 59.

WATERFORD LANDING HOMEOWNERS ASSOCIATION - VARIOUS CONCERNS - REFERRED TO ADMINISTRATION

Michael McCalla, Waterford Landing Homeowners Association, had asked for permission to present concerns relating to lack of city services, opening of Rogers Lane and future plans for Anderson Park as well as code enforcement in their area.

Lee Little, 5405 Brookshadow Drive indicated they have various concerns.  He stated trash trucks seem to come when they want to and do not pay any attention to schedules and "garbage juice" is spilled from one end of their development to another.  He pointed out all stormwater from this area runs into the Neuse River and all of this garbage juice could not be good for the river.  He stated when the recycling collection trucks come through they end up with broken glass in the street, bottles thrown everywhere and they fear that a child may get hurt, that a bike and car tires are cut because of the broken glass in the street.  He stated they just do not understand why they cannot get good garbage and recycling collection.  He stated Anderson Pointe Park is probably the best-kept secret in Raleigh and is a beautiful facility.  The homeowners in their community want to know if there are going to be any basketball courts or other activities.  He questioned when Rogers Lane would be opened to the Poole Road area.  He stated they have concerns about code enforcement and talked about cars parking in the streets, tractor-trailers parking in the streets, basketball goals in the streets, pointing out all of these are illegal and dangerous.  He pointed out the basketball goals can be blown over and hit cars, etc.  He stated every time he tries to call the City, he could find no one working, just voice mail.  The only place he can find a human answering the phone is in the City Clerks Office.  He stated they are just asking for help in trying to keep their community a clean wholesome area.

City Manager Allen indicated the Rogers Lane extension is scheduled for FY04 and construction funding in FY05.  In response to questioning, Mr. Lee pointed out the City does not provide the garbage collection that the City contracts with Shaw Sanitation.  He indicated when he calls the City about the trash and recycling problems he was told to call Shaw.  City Manager Allen pointed out he would have to provide information on the Anderson Pointe completion and what is included in the master plan.  Mayor Coble stated he would love to have the neighborhood express their desires to have basketball, soccer, etc., at Anderson Pointe.  He stated it is a gorgeous piece of property and he too feels it should have some active recreation.  He asked staff to look into the code enforcement problems pointing out Waterford Landing is a growing neighborhood.  Mr. Lee pointed out the community is working hard to keep itself viable and are doing things such as fining property owners who park tractor trailers in their driveways overnight, do not comply with neighborhood regulations but they cannot control the City's streets.

Mr. West pointed out he had spoken to Assistant City Manager Carter earlier in the day pointing out he hopes the City Manager would utilize the CHIP program to address some of these concerns.  Mayor Coble stated he did not see CHIP program going after illegal basketball goals and talked about the CHIP program looking at unsafe conditions in a neighborhood not nuisances.  Mr. Kirkman pointed out the basketball goal issue is developing in more and more neighborhoods.  He stated at one time the basketball goal in the right-of-way was enforced on a complaint basis but he feels that there is a need to start enforcing it more aggressively as they do create a risk for the people using a basketball goal in the City right-of-way as well as for the motoring public in general.  After other comments, the item was referred to Administration.

BROOKHAVEN SUBDIVISION - REQUEST FOR WAIVER OF RULES - WITHDRAWN

Anderson Marlowe, Marlowe Builders, Inc., had requested permission that the nitrogen runoff rules be waived for 22 lots known as the 17th and final section of Brookhaven Subdivision.  The City Clerk reported Mr. Marlowe has requested that the item be withdrawn from the agenda.  Without objection the item was removed with no action taken.

STC-7-00 - BEACON ARMS WAY - ROAD CLOSING RESOLUTION EXTENDED

Stewart Marlowe, Marlowe Developers, LLC, was at the meeting to request an extension of the sunset provision for the Beacon Arms Way road closing which was adopted July 18, 2000.  He pointed out they were in the middle of review on a project therefore it had not received final approval for recording of their plat.  In response to questioning, Mr. Marlowe indicated 90-day extension would be good.  Mayor Coble moved extension of 90 days.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Shanahan and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.  See Resolution 91.

PUBLIC NUISANCE - 5207 LUNDY DRIVE - COMMENTS RECEIVED

David L. Boling, 5207 Lundy Drive, appeared before the Council to speak to events which have occurred since the July 17, 2001 Council meeting.  He talked about the diversion ditch that had been dug, talking with the housing people from the City, the fact that no one from the City came out and looked at the situation and repairs he had made.  He stated his neighbor called the City the day after the meeting and after the work was done and someone from the City came out.  He explained the diversion of the water which he feels is a violation of State law.  He stated he does not feel there is a problem with his property and if there is, someone from the City should come and point it out.  City Attorney McCormick indicated his office has followed up and has worked with Mr. Boling and has stayed enforcement to give time to go out, check, and verify what is going on.  If there is no nuisance, no further action would be taken.  Mr. Boling stated he would like for someone from the City to come out and look at the situation.  He stated at this point he would like to install a fence and would like for someone from the City to come in and mark the water and sewer easements so he can stay off the City easements.  Mayor Coble asked that someone from the City mark the easements for Mr. Boling.  No further action was taken.

GREENWAY - OAKWOOD AVENUE AREA - REFERRED TO ADMINISTRATION

Vonda S. Jeffries, 718 Oakwood Avenue, was at the meeting representing her grandmother.  She stated it is her understanding there is going to be a greenway behind 3 or 4 houses in the Oakwood Avenue area and questioned how that could occur or how a greenway could be placed on people's property without the people knowing about it.  She stated no one has been notified.  City Manager Allen pointed out the greenway is a part of a redevelopment plan adopted in 1999.  The proposed plan has a greenway and a study is on-going at this point to determine whether a greenway would work or not.  Mr. West stated he spoke to Ms. Jeffries, the City Manager and Community Development Director and as he understands there has been no decision as to whether to install the greenway.  He indicated he understands the engineers have raised some of the same questions as the neighbors are raising and are doing further study.  He suggested just allowing the engineer to continue the study and may be the greenway issue will just go away.  Ms. Jeffries stated they do not want the greenway.  She talked about remodeling being done to her grandmother's house and they do not want bad elements from the greenway hanging around the property.  She stated no one knew anything about the proposed greenway.  In response to questioning from Mr. Odom, City Manager Allen pointed out it was an overall redevelopment plan but nothing has been decided definitely on the greenway.  Ms. Jeffries stated neither her grandmother nor the neighbors want to sell their land for a greenway.

Jeanette Taylor, 716 Oakwood Avenue, told about receiving a certified letter from the City saying the City wanted to acquire her land and that a greenway would be constructed at the back of her property.  She was later told by the City that was a mistake.  She explained there is a 10-foot easement between her property and the next door neighbor.  The City of Raleigh has continuously cut the grass, trimmed the trees, and maintained the easement on a regular basis.  She was told it was in a floodplain.  She stated there was a storm in December and a large tree limb from a tree on that strip of land fell and damaged her fence.  The City had told her that the tree was dead.  She filed a claim with the City and was then told it was not City property it belongs to Norman K. Stanley.  She filed a claim on her homeowners.  In January, another storm came and the tree fell on her house doing some $7,000 worth of damage.  The City has backed off saying it has no responsibility, has quit maintaining the areas, etc.  She stated she got a copy of a city plan which says the area is to be a walkway.  The City is now telling her that they cut the grass and trimmed the trees in error as the City does not own the property but the plans say that it will be a public greenway.  She stated she does not want a greenway in her yard.

Mr. Odom pointed out representatives of the Idlewild Community came to the City and asked that the City develop a redevelopment plan for the area and the greenway was a part of that plan.  He stated those people's wishes should be considered when considering this item.  It was pointed out by the ladies in the audience they do not want to sell their property and they do not want a greenway and that no one was given an opportunity or any options.  The City Attorney indicated he would be happy to check into the claim and report back to the Council.

Elsie Howard, 720 Oakwood Avenue, told about her parents living in the area and her acquiring the property from her parents.  She stated she opposes the greenway.  She told of her family's history of living in the area and their opposition to the greenway.

Without further discussion the item was referred to Administration for report back to Council.

MATTERS SCHEDULED FOR PUBLIC HEARING

UNFIT DWELLINGS - HEARING - VARIOUS ACTIONS TAKEN

This was a hearing to consider the adoption of an ordinance prohibiting occupancy of the unfit dwellings listed below until repaired to comply with the requirements of the housing code.  The Mayor opened the hearing on each case.

1706 Pender Street - Roger C. Sessoms - Tax ID 75603.  No one asked to be heard.  Mr. Scruggs moved adoption of an ordinance declaring the dwelling unfit.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Odom and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.  See Ordinance 60.

1208 Savannah Drive - Audrey Stewart Palmer, Property Owner - Tax ID 9112.  Ms. Palmer indicated she received a letter from the City saying this property is unfit.  She pointed out when she purchased this house from the City there were no windows, no doors, you couldn't walk in the yard and told of all of the problems.  She stated her son said he could fix the house up and she purchased the house and has been working to fix it for her son and grandchildren.  Mr. Ellis pointed out the repairs are not complete and there was a deadline of June 26.  Ms. Palmer explained work they have done including electrical, painting, repairing holes, hauling out trash, putting in flooring, etc.  She stated her son is partially disabled.  In response to questioning she stated she needs additional time to complete the work.

Mr. West stated he had been observing the house and it appears that there are a lot of people in and out all of the time and there is a lot of work to be done.  Ms. Palmer pointed out they have called the police a number of times and have asked the people to quit congregating around the house.  She stated she had asked them to move on numerous occasions.  She explained problems she is having and work she is doing.  Mr. Palmer pointed out the house was in extremely bad shape. He stated the Council really needs to have someone look at all of the work they have done.  He stated they would like to have addition time to do the work so that their grand babies would have a place to live.  The possibility of granting 30 days in order to get the work completed was talked about.  Mr. West expressed concerns pointing out the house is an eye sore and people do seem to congregate at the house.  He stated he is willing to support giving an additional 30 days for work but he does not feel that he could allow more time than that.  The place has to be repaired, etc.  Mayor Coble stated something should be done and more time should be spent with the grandchildren and working to clean up the area.  He stated from the pictures it looks like a lot of work will be necessary.  Ms. Palmer pointed out they have put up no trespassing signs and she probably needs help in keeping people from congregating in the areas.  She stated they are working hard to try to give her partially disabled son and grandchildren a place to stay.  Mayor Coble moved holding the item and placing it on the next agenda for further consideration at that point which would give the property owner some 30 days to make some progress.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Kirkman and put to a vote which passed unanimously.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

UNSAFE BUILDING DEMOLITION - 1016 SOUTH PERSON STREET - HEARING - ORDINANCE ADOPTED

This was a hearing to consider adoption of an ordinance authorizing the demolition of the unsafe building at 1016 South Person Street pursuant to the provisions of Section 10-6054 the City Code.  The property is in the name of John H. and Conorah W. Peebles.  The Mayor opened the hearing, no one asked to be heard thus the hearing was closed.  Mr. Shanahan moved adoption of the directing ordinance.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Kirkman and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.  See Ordinance 61.

PUBLIC NUISANCE COST CONFIRMATION VARIOUS LOCATIONS - HEARING - RESOLUTION ADOPTED

The Mayor opened the hearing on each case.  No one asked to be heard thus the hearings were closed.  Mr. Shanahan moved adoption of a resolution confirming the cost as outlined.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Congleton and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.  See Resolution 93.

TRAFFIC CALMING DEVICES - HEARING - COMMENTS RECEIVED AND REFERRED TO PUBLIC WORKS COMMITTEE

A hearing to receive citizen input regarding the development of guidelines for traffic calming devices and the feasibility of implementing such a program in the City of Raleigh.  Transportation Director Beckom briefly outlined the pilot study and results.  He explained some of the criteria which has been proposed for future guidelines for traffic calming devices.  He went over what has been suggested thus far and explained the cost of speed tables and the various items that have been suggested to evaluate the process and to be considered in a speed-calming program.  He gave information on the Brentwood Study, how it was conducted and how the speed tables were located.  Mrs. Graw talked about the Fire department's objections and questioned the extent of damage to fire trucks and the amount of lost time.  In response to questioning, Mr. Beckom explained there has been no suggestion to back charge the Brentwood area for this pilot project.  The principal of cost sharing was discussed with Transportation Director Beckom comparing it to a sidewalk assessment.  The Mayor opened the hearing to the public.

Hal Burns, 5720 Timber Ridge Drive, representing the Fox Ridge Subdivision, gave the location of that development, talked about the streets in his area which are posted 35 mph giving their lengths and locations.  He talked about major accidents which have occurred in their area, cars that have gone through yards at various locations and conversations they have had with different City personnel.  He pointed out they were told they could request 25 mph speed limits but that would not stop people who are traveling at 65 mph and faster.  He stated no one stops at the stop signs explaining their area is a short cut between Forest Oaks and Spring Forest Road.  He explained the amount of traffic they have, debris, trash and the number of times he personally has called the police in the last three years.  He indicated he had been told by police officers it is one of the most dangerous streets in the city.  He pointed out he had asked his neighbors to drive through the Brentwood area to observe the speed tables however the solution he has is to close Timber Ridge at Forest Oaks and that would stop the cut through traffic and the other problems they have in the area.

Sharon Reinders, 200 Westbrook Drive presented a prepared statement relative to problems in their area citing a city traffic study, cut through traffic, accident and citation figures.  She stated they agree with the criteria and she assures they could come up with a plan for traffic calming devices in their area.  She presented petitions for the installation of speed tables on Westbrook.

Jim Edwards, 1018 Nichols Road, talked about traffic problems in the Cameron Village area.  He stated he grew up in Wilmington and told about the Forest Hills Drive area in Wilmington which has speed humps with rumble strips before and after the speed humps.  He stated they do a good job of slowing traffic and decreasing the amount of cars.  He talked about traffic problems at the light on St. Mary's and Sutton Drive.  He stated he agrees with the criteria and he feels speed humps would do well in their area.  He stated this was discussed at the last Homeowners Association meeting and they agreed if they could get some help they may be willing to come up with a few bucks to help pay.

Matt Horrer, 2712 Dahlgreen Road, talked about the volume of traffic and speeding.  He stated when you put speed tables and speed humps on one road what you would be doing is diverting traffic to other roads.  He stated he was speaking against the whole idea of speed humps and talked about how speed limits are decided and posted, how streets are designed and talked about speed humps making roads more dangerous.  He stated the best way to slow people down is to not repair the potholes.  He indicated the whole idea of putting speed humps on a road or closing a road would just make cars drive in someone else's neighborhood.  He stated people need to do a little more investigation when they purchase their home and pointed out narrowing streets may repel traffic but it will not make an area safe.  He talked about roads being designed for average speed.

Dan Cody, 6912 Rainwater Drive, stated he agrees with the majority of the points in the guidelines but he is not sure about the proposal relating to existing 25 mph speed limits being in the criteria as the posted speed limits does not have anything to do with where speed tables are needed.  He stated he thought the majority of the new homeowners in his area would be willing to pay some cost.  He stated slowing down the traffic would eliminate some cost the City incurs such as reinstalling stop signs, utility poles, etc.  He talked about programs in other cities that have petitions for speed tables such as Phoenix, Berkley, Fort Worth, etc., all have procedures to follow.  He stated they looked at the Phoenix procedure and started a petition.  He questioned the requirement of 70% and whether that means you need the signatures of 70% of the property owners to get the study done or to install the speed tables.  He talked about speeding on Rainwater and told of its location pointing out it is a 40 foot wide street and their problems really started when the street was opened up and the double yellow line was installed.  He told of seeing racing on his street and told of the number of names he had already on his petition.

Bernard Harrell, 5805 Winthrop Drive, indicated they have provided the City with a petition.  He stated they are not necessarily requesting speed humps pointing out they would be glad to cooperate with the City in any way to get some relief in their neighborhood.  Allen Jones questioned the criteria of 85% exceeding 35 mph and in another place the criteria talks about 25 mph.  He stated he does not agree with the cost sharing as he feels that the City has the responsibility to control speed.

Venita Peyton, 609 Chatham Lane, Chair of the East Raleigh CAC, submitted a report from her area pointing out their report meets most of the guidelines.  She stated payment by the property owners would be hard on some of the people who have lived in the same area 50 years or longer.  They talked about the speeding problems in the area and the number of traffic citations that are issued.  She stated may be they do need a speed table at the high school but they need help of some kind.

James Thorton, Cameron Park Homeowners Association, pointed out that area is interested in participating in some type program pointing as their area experiences a lot of cut-through traffic.  He stated they do not have a specific idea but they want to be a part of any City program relating to traffic problems.  He stated this is the first time he has seen the guidelines and he feels the City should study the specific needs of the various neighborhood, as every neighborhood is different.  Whatever program we start should have the flexibility to deal with the needs of the various neighborhoods.  He pointed out the guidelines talk about a letter of support and petition and questioned if that is what is needed to be involved in a study.  He pointed out he does not feel that the people really know what they want to be involved with until a specific plan is developed for a neighborhood and suggested that studies be done on a neighborhood and then let the neighbors decide whether to get a petition and letter so that they will know what they are buying into.  He stated there should be some delineation in the guidelines between requesting study and being a part of a program.  He saw nothing in the guidelines saying how the City would work with the neighborhood to see that their needs are met.  He stated the guidelines should be a little more explicit and expressed appreciation to the Council for the willingness to study this idea.

Mark Batton, 8722 Harps Mill Road, indicated he lives in a pretty new subdivision and lives at the bottom of the hill on a blind curve.  Traffic goes by at 45 mph or better.  He stated what this all boils down to is the safety for the children.  He talked about his concerns for his child and other children.  He explained he spoke to cops setting up radar and pointed out cops are a part of the problem because many times he sees them rushing to get to the substation so they can get off of work.   He stated they have asked for stop signs as well as no commercial traffic signs.  He talked about the commercial traffic including concrete trucks that go tearing down the street.  He again asked for more traffic control signs, talked about conversations he has had with the police officers at the substation, the problems with people running signs and ignoring signs.  He stated we need to have something that would slow down the traffic and if speed humps is that, then he is in support of speed humps.

Waverly Smith, 3505 Brentwood Road, told about the pilot program in Brentwood and the success of that program.  He expressed appreciation to the City for allowing Brentwood to be the pilot program.  He questioned the criteria pointing out in one place it talks about 25 mph and in another place 35 mph he feels that should be the same.  

No one else asked to be heard thus the hearing was closed and the matter referred back to the Public Works Committee.

PU-2001-8 RICHLAND CREEK AREA - HEARING - RESOLUTION DIRECTING PROJECT ADOPTED

This was a hearing to consider the installation of approximately 3,000 feet of 8-inch sewer main from existing 12-inch main in Richland Creek just south of Lake Drive to be assessed on an acreage and/or front footage basis.  Mr. Congleton asked to be excused from participation as he is an involved property owner.  Mr. Scruggs moved that Mr. Congleton be excused from participation in PU-2001-8.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Shanahan and put to a vote which passed unanimously.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted and Mr. Congleton left the table.  The Mayor opened the hearing.  No one asked to be heard thus the hearing was closed.  Mr. Odom moved adoption of a resolution directing the project as advertised.  His motion was seconded by Mayor Coble and roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative except Mr. Congleton who was excused from participation.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.  See Resolution 93.

Lindberg Scott, owner of property at 12524 Strickland Road stated he does not want to be annexed. No one else asked to be heard thus the hearing was closed.  Mr. Odom moved adoption of ordinances annexing the properties as outlined and adoption of a resolution placing the properties in the appropriate electoral districts.  His motion was seconded by Mayor Coble and put to a vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.  See Ordinances 62, 63, 64, 65 and Resolution 94.

SIDEWALK REPAIRS - VARIOUS LOCATIONS - HEARING - RESOLUTION ADOPTED

This was a hearing to consider the following sidewalk repairs. If following the hearing the Council wishes to proceed it would be appropriate to adopt a resolution directing the repairs pursuant to Section 6-2023 of the Raleigh City Code.  The Mayor opened the hearing.

409 Avery Street (Noble Road) - $1,549.20 approximate cost.  It was pointed out by Administration this item has been withdrawn as the repairs have been made.

2331 Lowden Street (Noble Road) - $1,955 approximately cost.  No one asked to be heard.

Mr. Odom moved adoption of a resolution directing the repairs at 2331 Lowden Street.  His motion was seconded by Mayor Coble and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.  See Resolution 95.

RESURFACING AR 829 - STEEL STREET - HEARING - RESOLUTION ADOPTED

This was a hearing to consider adoption of a resolution confirming cost for resurfacing AR829 - Steel Street according to charges outlined in Resolution 2001-51 adopted on July 3, 2001.  The Mayor opened the hearing.  No one asked to be heard thus the hearing was closed.  Mr. Odom moved adoption of a confirming resolution.  His motion was seconded by Mayor Coble and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.  See Resolution 96.

RESURFACING ASSESSMENT ROLL 830 - PELHAM ROAD - HEARING - RESOLUTION ADOPTED

This was a hearing to consider adoption of a resolution confirming cost for resurfacing AR830-Pelham Road according to charges outlined in Resolution 2001 - 52 adopted on July 3, 2001.  The Mayor opened the hearing.  The resident at 2112 Pelham Drive indicated he has lived in the home about three years and asked for more detail on how the cost are assessed as well as options for payment.  He stated it is a low income neighborhood and a lot of people are concerned about the cost.  Homes have been there over 50 years and many of the people live on fixed income.  He pointed out he is a first time homebuyer and he is concerned about having to pay for resurfacing the street questioning where the citizens' tax money goes.  Mayor Coble explained the resurfacing program as well as methods for payment. No one else asked to be heard, thus the hearing was closed.  Mr. Odom moved adoption of a confirming resolution.  His motion was seconded by Mayor Coble and roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.  See Resolution 97.

RESURFACING ASSESSMENT ROLL 831 - HALFORD DRIVE - HEARING - RESOLUTION CONFIRMING CHARGES ADOPTED
