CITY COUNCIL MINUTES

The City Council of the City of Raleigh met in regular session on Wednesday, November 7, 2001, at 1:00 p.m. in the City Council Chamber, Raleigh Municipal Building, Avery C. Upchurch Government Complex, 222 West Hargett Street, Raleigh, North Carolina, with the following present.

Mayor Coble called the meeting to order and invocation was rendered by Father Mark Reamer, St. Francis of Assisi Catholic Church.  The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Chris Roberts of Boy Scout Troop #204.  Mayor Coble called the meeting to order indicating Mr. Shanahan has a court matter and needs to be excused from the meeting.  Mr. Shanahan stated he would be back to the meeting as soon as possible.  Mayor Coble moved that Mr. Shanahan be excused from the meeting.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Scruggs and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.  The following items were discussed with action taken as shown.

RECOGNITION OF SPECIAL AWARDS

WORLD CHANGERS HOME REPAIR PROGRAM – CERTIFICATES OF APPRECIATION PRESENTED

Hardy Watkins explained the 2001 World Changers Home Repair Program stating the City of Raleigh has been involved in this program for a number of years and told of the successes of the program.  He pointed out some 700 young people throughout the country participated in the program in 2001 and the City of Raleigh is one of the favorite locations.  Mr. Watkins presented certificates of appreciation to the following citizens and private businesses which contributed directly to the City of Raleigh program:  Oak City Baptist Church – Reverend William Newkirk, Sr., Pastor; Christian Faith Baptist Church – Ms. Betsy Young; Unity Church of Raleigh – Ministers Jack Graf and Jacquie Mace; Jack’s Seafood and Barbeque Restaurant – Dwayne Greene; Centura Bank Community – Jeff Dowd; Capital Broadcasting Company; Ms. Rosebud Whitaker Reubel; St. Matthews AME Church – Reverend Phyllis T. Royal; Mr. and Mrs. Michael Ward, citizens from Selma, North Carolina; and, Bishop Harold and Margaret Cooper - Mt. Sinai Saints of God Holy Church of America.

RALEIGH RECYCLES DAY – PROCLAIMED

Mayor Coble read a proclamation proclaiming November 15, 2001 as Raleigh Recyclables Day in the City of Raleigh.  The proclamation was accepted by Linda Layton, Recycling Coordinator for the City of Raleigh, who indicated the City is making a recommitment to recycling.

WORLD PLANNING DAY – PROCLAIMED

Mayor Coble read a letter proclaiming November 8, 2001 as Community and Regional Planning Day in the City of Raleigh and spoke about World Town Planning Day.

Chuck Walker, Raleigh Planning Commission, and Planning Director George Chapman accepted the proclamation.  Mr. Walker presented the Council with the Planning Commission’s Annual Report.

On behalf of the staff, Planning Director Chapman thanked the Mayor and City Council members for their support.  He announced an open house in the Planning Department offices and invited everyone to attend.

RALEIGH GOOD GUYS – RECOGNIZED

Mayor Coble talked about the City’s “Don’t Trash Raleigh” program which encourages members of civic clubs, churches, businesses, schools or any organization to donate time and energy to collecting litter along Raleigh’s rights-of-ways and parks.  He pointed out the City’s banner is up today because it has a new name Forest Hills Baptist Church.  Mayor Coble welcomed Fred Hockaday a Forest Hills Baptist Deacon to accept the church’s Raleigh Good Guy certificate.  He pointed out the group cleaned trash from the right-of-way of Dixie Trail area as they were distributing church literature in the neighborhood.

EASTSIDE NEIGHBORHOOD TASK FORCE – CERTIFICATES OF APPRECIATION PRESENTED

Mayor Coble welcomed John Carlton, James Laurie, Daniel Coleman, Mayola C. Winston and Elizabeth Biz and presented them with certificates of appreciation for their years of work on the Eastside Neighborhood Task Force.  Mayor Coble expressed appreciation to Mr. Coleman for serving as chairman.

CERTIFICATES OF APPOINTMENT – VARIOUS – PRESENTED

Mayor Coble explained the Certificate of Appointment presentation and presented the following certificates:  Board of Adjustment – Juanita Brinkley; Downtown Housing Improvement Corporation – R. Christopher Sinclair; Human Resources and Human Relations Advisory Commission – Emma C. Dorssett; Parks, Recreation and Greenway Advisory Board – Mary Alice Farrell and Patricia Malone Johnson.

PUBLIC UTILITIES – AWARDS PRESENTED

City Manager Allen explained the City and the Public Utilities Department are members of the Association of Metropolitan Water Agencies which is made up of large metropolitan water agencies from across the country.  He stated the City of Raleigh has received the “Gold Award for Competitiveness Achievement” pointing out this is based on operations of a City for clean water, bond ratings, etc.  He stated it is really a honor and achievement and on behalf of the Public Utilities Department he would present the award to the Mayor and members of City Council.  Mayor Coble expressed appreciation to H. Dale Crisp and members of the Public Utilities Department for a job well done.  Mayor Coble stated as he had worked with other municipalities on mergers it was always an easy sale as everyone feels that the City of Raleigh has great water at a price no one else can touch.

CONSENT AGENDA

CONSENT AGENDA – APPROVED AS AMENDED

Mayor Coble presented the Consent Agenda indicating all items are considered to be routine and may be enacted by one motion.  He pointed out if a Councillor requests discussion on an item, the item will be removed from the Consent Agenda and considered separately.  The vote on the Consent Agenda will be a roll call vote.  Mayor Coble stated he had received a request from Mr. Kirkman to withdraw the Temporary Street Closing on South Saunders Street and the Moore Square Improvements.  Mayor Coble stated he had withdrawn the condemnation request relating to Duraleigh Road and Mr. Odom had withdrawn the Durant Road widening Change Order #2.  Without objection, those items were withdrawn from the Consent Agenda.  Mr. Congleton moved Administration’s recommendation on the remaining items on the Consent Agenda be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Odom and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative (Shanahan excused from meeting).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.  The items on the Consent Agenda were as follows.

SPRING FOREST ROAD WIDENING – AGREEMENT WITH OBERLIN INVESTORS II – APPROVED – BUDGET AMENDMENT

A joint venture agreement has been developed with Oberlin Investors Two, LLC (Oberlin Investors) to construct additional widening on Spring Forest Road along the frontage of their property.  The project would consist of additional widening to provide an additional travel lane on the south side for approximately 430 feet.

The additional widening is a part of a package of reimbursable street improvements that would be required to be constructed by Oberlin Investors in a future development of their site.  Oberlin Investors wishes to make these improvements at this time as part of the City project and will dedicate the additional right-of-way and easements.  All reimbursements will be waived by Oberlin Investors.

The total cost of the additional work is estimated to be $79,000 with the City share limited to $34,000.  Oberlin Investors will bear the costs of additional design work and construction administration and inspection, the costs of additional utility relocations, and all costs of constructing the additional improvements above the City’s participation. A copy of the proposed joint venture agreement is included in the packet.

Recommendation:  Authorize the City Manager to execute the joint venture agreement with Oberlin Investors  Two, LLC and approve the budget amendment to receive the developer's participation fee in the amount of $77,000.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Congleton/Odom – 7 Ayes (Shanahan excused from meeting).  See Ordinance 104TF506.

MILITARY SERVICE CALL-UP – CITY EMPLOYEE POLICY – APPROVED

The current City Policy (300-12 – Special Leave) provides for administrative approval of two-week leave of absence periods for employees who serve in the National Guard or one of the reserve branches of the military who are called to annual active duty with City salary continuance in an amount equal to the difference between regular pay and military pay.

During the previous Middle East conflict in 1990, a revised Management Policy (100-39) was approved by the Council to extend this period to three-month intervals.  An update to this policy is proposed to provide for a year leave of absence with any extensions beyond one year subject to the Council's approval.  A copy of the proposed policy was included in the agenda packet.

Recommendation:  Approval.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Congleton/Odom – 7 Ayes (Shanahan excused from meeting).

ANNEXATION – CITY INITIATED PROGRAM – SCHEDULE AND AREA UNDER CONSIDERATION MAP – APPROVED

Routine initial steps in Raleigh’s annual City-initiated annexation program are the adoption of an annexation processing schedule for the current  program year and the adoption of the Areas under Consideration for Annexation Map for the following  program year. In order for an area to be annexed by City-initiated action, it must be identified as an area under consideration for annexation at least one year prior to initiating formal annexation procedures.  It has been Council policy to annually adopt an areas under consideration for annexation map and to include within the areas under consideration for annexation all areas within Raleigh's ETJ plus other peripheral areas with future urban development potential.  Areas subject to interlocal agreement with neighboring municipalities which the City has formally agreed not to annex and areas in our ETJ not proposed for urbanization in the Swift Creek basin are not included in the areas under consideration for annexation.  The areas under consideration for annexation map is the same map that was approved by Council last year except for revisions to the City limits due to recent annexations.

Recommendations:

a)
Approval of the annexation processing schedule for the 2002 annexation program year;

b) Approval of the Areas under Consideration for Annexation Map for the following 2003 program year; and,

SEWER MAIN REPLACEMENT/RELOCATION – RECZONE – JOINT AGREEMENT APPROVED

A request has been received from John Biedermann, owner of RecZone, to enter into a joint venture agreement with the City for sewer main replacement/relocation across his property at 912 West Hodges Street to accommodate an expansion of his business.  The City also has a project which necessitates crossing the RecZone property.

Recommendation:  That the Council authorize the City Manager to enter into a joint venture agreement.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Congleton/Odom – 7 Ayes (Shanahan excused from meeting).

MUNICIPAL AGREEMENT – BRIDGE NO. 245 SOUTH WILMINGTON STREET – APPROVED

The North Carolina Department of Transportation (NCDOT) has developed an agreement (B-3257) to replace bridge #245 over Norfolk Southern Railroad on South Wilmington Street.  The current schedule is for construction to begin in April 2002.  City participation will be limited to relocation of City owned utilities.

Recommendation:  Approval for City Manager to execute the agreement with NCDOT.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Congleton/Odom – 7 Ayes (Shanahan excused from meeting).  See Resolution 175.

ROADWAY PROJECTS – VARIOUS DESIGN AGREEMENTS – APPROVED

Recommendation:  Approval and authorization for the City Manager to execute contracts for the four roadway projects indicated.  Funds to be transferred administratively.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Congleton/Odom – 7 Ayes (Shanahan excused from meeting).

ROADS PROGRAM – STREETS OUTSIDE CITY LIMITS – RESOLUTION OF NECESSITY ADOPTED

The 2001-2002 Capital Improvement Program includes a number of streets that are outside the City Limits but inside the extraterritorial jurisdiction.  Prior to proceeding with the design/public hearing process, it would be appropriate to adopt a Resolution-of-Necessity, according to the 1983 Session laws, Chapter 272.  A copy of the proposed resolution is included in the agenda packet.

Recommendation:  Adoption of the resolution.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Congleton/Odom – 7 Ayes (Shanahan absent).  See Resolution 176.

APPEARANCE COMMISSION – BYLAWS AMENDMENTS – APPROVED

The Raleigh Appearance Commission wishes to make minor amendments to its bylaws.  As provided by City Code Section 1-4002 (h), the commission is submitting the amended bylaws for the Council’s review and approval.  A copy of the proposed amended bylaws was included in the agenda packet.

Recommendation:  Approve the amendment to the Appearance Commission by-laws.  The background information indicated these amendments are a matter of housekeeping designed to bring the document better into agreement with current practice and procedural policy.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Congleton/Odom – 7 Ayes (Shanahan excused from meeting).

RALEIGH ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT PROGRAM – QUARTERLY REPORT – RECEIVED AS INFORMATION

The 2001-2002 First Quarter Report on the Raleigh Economic Development Program has been submitted for Council review by the Chamber of Commerce. It was included in the agenda packet.

Recommendation:  Accept as information.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Congleton/Odom – 7 Ayes (Shanahan excused from meeting).

NORTH CAROLINA HOUSING FINANCE AGENCY - LOAN TO HAVEN HOUSE SERVICES – CERTIFICATION OF CONSISTENCY – APPROVED

The City is requested to provide a certification of consistency with the City’s Consolidated Plan for an application to the North Carolina Housing Finance Agency. Haven House Services is applying for a no-interest loan of $150,000 from the NCHFA, which will allow for the continued provision of services to six mentally ill youths between the ages of 12 and 17. The group home has been licensed and operating as a group home at 28 Shepard Street in Raleigh for several years.

Services of the group home will be provided through the Teaching Parent Model and will include advocacy, skill development, and coordination of services. The funding includes the following sources: Mental Health, Title IV-E Funds, Division of Youth Services, and Community Based Alternatives.  Applications for federal programs require a Certification of Consistency with the City’s Consolidated Plan.

The City’s Consolidated Plan classifies Special Populations, such as homeless persons and persons with disabilities, as a first priority. Haven House, which is specifically mentioned in the Consolidated Plan, provides an array of services for youths ranging from safe shelters and medical aid to services for youths with mental illness and troubled youths. 

Recommendation:  The City Manager be authorized to sign the certification of consistency which is required as part of the grant application.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Congleton/Odom – 7 Ayes (Shanahan excused from meeting).

WYNDHAM DEVELOPMENT – SIGNAGE AGREEMENT – APPROVED

Wyndham Homeowners Association has requested to use decorative traffic signposts on public right-of-way.  An agreement has been developed between the development community association and the City.  The Association has agreed to incur the cost of the decorative posts and associated liability.

Recommendation:  Approval of the agreement.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Congleton/Odom – 7 Ayes (Shanahan excused from meeting).

Recommendation:  That these annexation petitions be acknowledged and that the Council request the City Clerk to check their sufficiency pursuant to State statutes, and if found sufficient advertise for public hearings on Monday, December 3, 2001.  The Victoria Hope, LLC Property and the Town of Wake Forest Pump Station Site are currently outside Raleigh’s ETJ; therefore, Wake County should be notified regarding these petitions and corresponding rezonings.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Congleton/Odom – 7 Ayes (Shanahan excused from meeting).

STREET IMPROVEMENTS – LAKE BOONE TRAIL WIDENING – RESOLUTION OF INTENT ADOPTED

Public meetings were held on July 10, 2001 and October 4, 2001 for the widening of Lake Boone Trail between the I-440 Beltline and Wycliff Road.  The project will consist of widening Lake Boone Trail from an existing four/five lane facility to a five/six lane facility with landscaped median sections and sidewalk on both sides of the road.  It is now appropriate to schedule a public hearing to consider final authorization for construction.  Sidewalk assessments will apply at current rates.

Recommendation:  Adopt a resolution-of-intent for Monday, December 3, 2001 public hearing to consider the improvements.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Congleton/Odom – 7 Ayes (Shanahan excused from meeting).  See Resolution 177.

REZONING HEARING – JANUARY 2002 SCHEDULE – APPROVED

The Planning Department has received 12 request for rezonings to be held at the Tuesday, January 15, 2002 public hearing.  There may be several text changes and comprehensive plan amendments.

Recommendation:  One hearing to be scheduled at 6:30 p.m., on the evening of Tuesday, January 15, 2002 and that the zoning tour be held on Monday, January 14, 2002 starting at 8:30 a.m.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Congleton/Odom – 7 Ayes (Shanahan excused from meeting).

EASEMENT – RECONVEYANCE OF WELL LOT - FORESTVILLE FARMS SUBDIVISION – APPROVED

As part of the agreement dated March 3, 1995 with Forestville Farms, LLC, the City is to terminate and reconvey title of the easement back to the property owner, James and Grace Temple, once Forestville Farms Subdivision was connected to the City’s water distribution system.

Recommendation:  That Council approve the reconveyance of the well lot back to James and Grace Temple.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Congleton/Odom – 7 Ayes (Shanahan excused from meeting).

EASEMENT – RECONVEYANCE OF WELL LOTS - WILLOW LAKES SUBDIVISION – APPROVED

Lovick Builders has requested as a term of their agreement dated March 8, 1995 that two well lots be reconveyed back to the developer after the City connected Willow Lakes Subdivision to the City’s water distribution system, which makes the wells no longer necessary to provide water to the residents of Willow Lakes Subdivision.

Recommendation:  That Council approve the reconveyance of the well lots back to Lovick Builders.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Congleton/Odom – 7 Ayes (Shanahan excused from meeting).

SEWER EASEMENT EXCHANGE – THISTLEDOWN APARTMENTS – RESOLUTION OF INTENT ADOPTED

A request has been received from S. W. Register, Jr., CEO of Realty Services Group, Inc., owners of Thistledown Apartments, to exchange an existing 20-foot City of Raleigh sanitary sewer easement for a new 20-foot City of Raleigh sanitary sewer easement bounded by Gorman Street, Thistledown Drive, Trailwood Drive, and I-440 to allow the easements to be placed over the existing mains.  The property owner is responsible for all costs of the easement exchange.

Recommendation:  That Council approve the easement exchange and authorize the City Clerk to advertise.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Congleton/Odom – 7 Ayes (Shanahan excused from meeting).

US 401 WATER LINE EXTENSION PROJECT – CONSULTANT SERVICES – CONTRACT WITH KIMLEY-HORN & ASSOCIATES APPROVED – FUNDS APPROPRIATED

A contract of $236,000 has been negotiated with Kimley-Horn and Associates, Inc. for the design of the US 401 Water Line Extension Project.

Recommendation:  That Council approve the contract with Kimley-Horn and Associates, the budget amendment, and the budgetary transfer.

FALLS LAKE RAW WATER PUMP STATION GENERATOR PROJECTOR – AMENDMENT #2/W. M. PRIATT & COMPANY – APPROVED

The City currently has an agreement with W. M. Piatt and Company for design of the fourth generator on the Falls Lake Raw Water Pump Station.  Amendment #2 in the amount of $20,000 is for additional time for contract administration.

Recommendation:  That Council approve Amendment #2 and the budgetary transfer as outlined in the agenda.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Congleton/Odom – 7 Ayes (Shanahan excused from meeting).  See Ordinance 104TF56.

AVERY C. UPCHURCH GOVERNMENT COMPLEX ROOF REPAIRS – STAN CATON & ASSOCIATES, INC./AMENDMENT #1 – APPROVED

The City currently has an agreement with Stan Caton & Associates, Inc. for design services and construction administration for the Avery C. Upchurch Government Complex roof repairs for $12,800.  Amendment # 1 of $7,200 is for additional work for full time inspection of roof construction of Municipal Building No. 1.

Recommendation:  Approve Amendment # 1.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Congleton/Odom – 7 Ayes (Shanahan excused from meeting).

PLANNING COMMISSION CONSENT AGENDA – APPROVED AS PRESENTED

Mayor Coble presented the Planning Commission Consent Agenda indicating it would be handled in the same manner as the regular consent agenda.  He stated he had received no requests to withdraw items from the Planning Commission Consent Agenda.  Mr. Congleton moved approval of the Planning Commission’s recommendations as outlined. CR-10310 from the Planning Commission recommends that the City Council grant a 60-day time extension to allow additional review of this proposal by the Planning Commission.  Planning Commission’s recommendation upheld on Consent Agenda Congleton/Scruggs – 7 Ayes (Shanahan excused from meeting).

STREET NAME CHANGE – 7, 8, 9, 10, 11-2001 – STREET NAME CONFLICTS – RESOLUTION OF INTENT - ADOPTED

This request is to eliminate street location confusion, associated with delivery of emergency services, through limited street name changes with minimum impact to property owners.

CR-10311 from the Planning Commission recommends that a public hearing be authorized and the following street name changes be made:

(1) SNC-07-2001- Rogers Lane. That the extended street section currently addressed as S. Rogers Lane and Rogers Lane, be designated as follows: North Rogers Lane north of the railroad to New Bern Avenue, and South Rogers Lane south of the railroad to its end west of New Hope Road. The North and South are to be directional prefixes and not part of the street name.

(2) SNC-08-2001- New Hope Road. That the street section currently recorded and addressed as New Hope Road be designated as follows: North New Hope Road north of the railroad to Capital Boulevard, and South New Hope Road from the railroad to Rock Quarry Road. The North and South are to be directional prefixes and not part of the street name.

(3) SNC-09-2001- Barrington Road. That the street section currently recorded as Barrington Road and addressed as Barrington Drive be corrected to Barrington Drive.

(4) SNC-10-2001- Glendower Drive. That the street section currently recorded as Glendower Road and addressed as Glendower Drive be corrected to Glendower Road.

(5) SNC-11-2001- Birchbrook Court. That the street section Currently recorded as Birchbrook and addressed as Birch Brook Court be corrected to Birch Brook Court.

Planning Commission’s recommendation upheld on Consent Agenda Congleton/Scruggs – 7 Ayes (Shanahan excused from meeting).  See Resolution 179.

SPECIAL ITEMS

UNFIT BUILDING – 612 SOUTH WEST STREET – ORDINANCE DIRECTING DEMOLITION – ADOPTED

Inspections Director Ellis presented photos of the property.  He stated this dwelling was damaged by fire in 1999.  The Inspections Department declared it unsafe and it was boarded up.  He pointed out on October 2, 2001 the Inspections Department requested authorization to demolish the dwelling.  The owner requested an extension of time.  Mr. Ellis stated as his people could determine the owner has only done some site work.  He would recommend that the Council authorize demolition.  Mr. Odom moved approval of demolition.  His motion was seconded by Ms. Graw and put to a vote which passed unanimously (Shanahan excused from the meeting).

Later in the meeting John Moore, property owner, requested a 30-day extension in order for him to make repairs.  He stated he had done some landscaping work and the siding and windows are inside the building.  He just needs a little more time and needs more than the 30 days.  He stated he has some $45,000 tied up in this building.  He pointed out the siding man was to have started work on Monday but had to delay it.  He stated he didn’t want to put in the windows until the siding work was done.  Next week the siding will be completed and he will start the work on the windows.  He pointed out he had done grading and underpinning and some landscaping.  Discussion took place on the history of this property and exactly what has occurred.  Mayor Coble questioned if Mr. Moore has a signed contract and finances available to do the work.  After brief discussion Mr. Congleton moved that the Council reconsider its previous actions to authorize demolition.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Kirkman and put to a vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative except Mr. Scruggs who voted in the negative (Shanahan excused from meeting).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

Discussion took place with Mr. Moore pointing out it is going to take him until the first of the year to complete the work.  He again explained what he had done and the amount of money he has invested in this property.  He stated he just needs more than two weeks time to finish the work.  Mr. West pointed out he knows Mr. Moore is a contractor and questioned how long it will take to complete the work.  After discussion on work that has been done and Mr. Moore’s plan Mr. Congleton moved that this item be placed on the next agenda as a special item to get a progress report.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Kirkman.  Mr. Odom stated he is willing to let this go for two more weeks as long as progress is being made.  Mayor Coble pointed out many times the Council does not push the way it should to get this type work done.  He stated the Council needs to be a little tougher and think hard when extension of time is requested.  The motion to place this item on the next agenda was put to a vote with results as follows:  Ayes - 4 (Congleton, Odom, West and Kirkman); Noes - 3 (Graw, Scruggs and Coble).  (Shanahan excused from meeting).  The Mayor ruled the motion defeated.  Mayor Coble moved adoption of an ordinance directing demolition.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Odom and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative except Mr. Congleton who voted in the negative (Shanahan excused from meeting).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.  See Ordinance 106.

SU-3-01 – RI RA IRISH PUB – APPROVED

During the October 17, 2001, Council meeting, following an evidentiary hearing the Council voted to issue a special use permit to Ri Ra Irish Pub and Restaurant for Friday, November 16, 2001 for an outdoor amplified entertainment event.  The Council approved the request and directed that the item be placed on this agenda to consider the proposed findings of fact and conclusions of law which are included in the agenda packet.
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On October 16, 2001, the Raleigh City Council held a hearing to receive evidence in the matter of SU-3-01, a request to provide outdoor amplified entertainment at Ri Ra Irish Pub and Restaurant on Friday, November 16, 2001.  As a result of that hearing and the testimony and other evidence received there the City Council makes the following findings of fact and conclusions of law.

A. FINDINGS OF FACT


1.
All parties necessary to the determination of this request were properly notified and were or had the opportunity to be represented at the hearing.


2.
Raleigh City Code §12-5003 requires the following conditions be satisfied before an amplified entertainment permit may be issued.

a. The establishment’s proximity to residential areas, schools, churches, and health care facilities.

b. The establishment’s history of compliance or noncompliance with noise and nuisance law.

c. Access with respect to pedestrian and automotive safety, traffic flow and emergency service.

d. Intensity including such considerations as size, location, hours and/or conditions or operation, and number of participants.

e. Landscaping, screening, fencing with respect to protecting affected properties from anticipated noise, loss of privacy, and glare; preserving of important natural features; or harmonizing the request with affected properties.

f. Control or elimination of noise, dust, vibration and lighting.

g. The proposed use will not adversely impact public services and facilities such as parking, traffic, police, etc., and that the secondary effects of such uses will not adversely impact on adjacent properties.  The secondary effects would include but not be limited to noise, light, stormwater runoff, parking, pedestrian circulation and safety.

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW


1.
The requirements of the Raleigh City Code having been met and the applicant is entitled to a Special Use Permit.


2.
Pursuant to the provisions of G.S. 160A of the North Carolina General Statutes, the City Council is empowered to place conditions upon a special use permit.

3. The request made in SU-3-01 is hereby granted.

Mayor Coble moved approval of the findings of fact and conclusions of law as presented.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Scruggs and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative (Shanahan excused from meeting).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION OF THE CITY MANAGER

NATIONAL SCHOLASTIC SPORTS FOUNDATION OUTDOOR TRACK AND FIELD CHAMPIONSHIPS – APPROVAL OF PARTNERSHIP AND FUNDING CONDITIONALLY

The NSSF track and field meet has been held in  Raleigh at N. C. State’s Derr Track for each of the past seven years in June.  The event attracts the nation’s best athletes in the 15-18 age range and is considered by most observers to be the high school track and field national championship.  The 2001 meet, sponsored by Adidas, brought 1,900 athletes to Raleigh from around the nation.  All together, the NSSF meet generated about 2,500 total hotel room nights and a direct economic impact of more than $1 million.

The NSSF is currently in a three-year agreement to hold this event in Raleigh through 2002 with a financial commitment of $25,000 per year from the Greater Raleigh Convention and Visitors Bureau.

The NSSF is considering other locations for the meet in 2003-2005.  In order to keep this event in Raleigh for the next three years it is suggested that a proposal be made through a partnership between the City of Raleigh, Wake County and the Greater Raleigh Convention and Visitors Bureau.  The request is $25,000 annually from each party.  It is anticipated that this proposal would secure the meet.

Recommendation:  City Manager Allen explained the proposal.  He stated this could be a loan or secured by a letter of commitment for repayment explaining many times the GRCVB has left over funds and came to the Council asking permission for reappropriation.

Ms. Graw pointed out she had worked on this item and has been a part of the negotiations in getting the event to stay in Raleigh.  She stated, however, clearly the Greater Raleigh Convention and Visitors Bureau does not want a loan and has not requested a loan as they feel the ultimate price tag goes well beyond their current means.  She pointed out the Greater Raleigh Convention and Visitors Bureau contributed some $61,000 to the CIAA.  She pointed out the NSSF is a prestigious event and the economic impact is probably more than a $1,000,000.  This event is well worth keeping and working for but it does need to be a partnership.  She talked about the County Commissioners’ support towards this event and she would make a substitute motion to approve the partnership and funding with the understanding that the City’s share may be repaid in future years by the Greater Raleigh Convention and Visitors Bureau.  She stated she would like to keep it flexible and open as she does not know if the funding will be available to them.  Mr. Odom pointed out normally he would say the GRCVB needs to pay back the money but right now he knows they are struggling.  He stated he does not want to hold up this partnership and he supports funding the $25,000.  He stated he knows it will come out of the 2002/2003 and once funds to the GRCVB become available we could have further discussion.  He stated he feels these things should be funded by the GRCVB.  Mr. Kirkman spoke in support of the proposal pointing out it would easy for staff to monitor the funds going to GRCVB and he feels at this point the City should go ahead and give its endorsement and we could work this out as we work with next year’s budget.  Mayor Coble stated there should be some financial restraint.  The money should be in the form of a loan.  He spoke against giving the additional money to the GRCVB when they are not taking in as much money as they have in the past.  He stated the loan can be paid out of future budgets and if it is a loan it will put discipline into the process.  How the money flows and how it is used was discussed briefly with Mayor Coble objecting indicating normally it would be the GRCVB putting the money in but the City of Raleigh would be stepping up to the plate and putting the money in because it is not available to GRCVB.  In response to questioning from Mr. Odom it was pointed out they have agreed to do clinics and tickets and that type arrangement will be worked out at a later date.  The substitute motion to approve the partnership and funding with the understanding that the City’s share may be repaid in future years by the Greater Raleigh Convention and Visitors was put to a roll call vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative except Mayor Coble who voted in the negative (Shanahan excused from meeting).

RALEIGH NEIGHBORHOOD COLLEGE – PROPOSAL – APPROVED

Staff proposes to the Council an additional method of education, communication and partnering between the City and our citizens.  The Neighborhood College approach is a proven technique for accomplishing these goals which has been used in other cities.  The Executive Summary was in the agenda packet and provided details.

Recommendation:  Approval.  City Manager Allen explained the proposal pointing out the City would like to give this a try explaining there is no additional budgetary impact.  Mr. Odom moved approval.  His motion was seconded by Mayor Coble and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative (Shanahan excused from the meeting).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

CODE ENFORCEMENT PROCEDURES – COMPARISONS – REFERRED TO LAW AND PUBLIC SAFETY COMMITTEE

The Council asked staff to review our codes related to public nuisances and junked motor vehicles in order to provide for more timely and efficient abatement.  A report with comparisons to other cities in North Carolina was included in the agenda packet.

Recommendation:  Based on the findings in the report, staff has made numerous recommendations to the Council for changes in the Code.  The Council may wish to assign this to the appropriate committee for further review and recommendations, and ask the CHIP team to review it and give recommendations.  City Manager Allen explained the Inspections Department canvassed other cities and have come up with some recommendations that may help move us forward on these issues.  He suggested referring the proposals to committee for refinement or referral to the CHIP program.  Mr. Odom suggested the item go to Law and Public Safety Committee.  Mayor Coble stated without objection the item would be so referred.

Ms. Graw stated she had asked for this report and she looks forward to further work on the item and hopefully the committee can work on the issue and report it back at the next meeting.  Mr. Kirkman stated he did not think all of the issues could be resolved during this Council tenure but he feels there are some issues that could be addressed.

RAILROAD BRIDGE REPLACEMENT – SOUTH WILMINGTON STREET – TO BE RESCHEDULED

The North Carolina Department of Transportation (NCDOT) has funding (Project B-3257) to replace the bridge over the Norfolk Southern Railroad on South Wilmington Street.  The project is scheduled to start in April, 2002.  Representatives from NCDOT will be at the Council meeting to give a status report and a brief presentation on the work to be performed.  A fact sheet has been included in the agenda packet.

Recommendation:  Accept as information.  City Manager Allen stated the representatives of NCDOT could not be at the meeting; therefore, it will be rescheduled hopefully for next meeting.

REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION

OF TRIANGLE J COUNCIL OF GOVERNMENTS

TRIANGLE J COUNCIL OF GOVERNMENTS – REPORT RECEIVED

Dee Freeman, Executive Director of Triangle J Council of Governments, stated this was his first opportunity to appear before the Raleigh City Council.  He explained it has been one of his goals to go out and visit each governing board so that everyone would get an opportunity to meet him and so that he would have an opportunity to meet each governing board and get a sense of their business and actions.  H stated he hoped to review a few things that he felt the Council would find of interest and bring some value with his visit.  Mr. Freeman went over the Regional Legislative agenda which includes providing revenue options for local government, protect State shared revenues for local governments, growth management and smart growth strategy, etc.  He went over the top priorities and other priorities.  He talked about the work of member governments work and provided a status report on the top priorities.  He expressed appreciation to the City of Raleigh for their leadership.  He talked about the City of Raleigh’s leadership in developing a regional scope in the delivery of water and sewer in the County.  He talked about the work group initiated for the area of the Wake/Durham County line, Research Triangle, RDU area.  He talked about CORE (Center of the Region Enterprise) and expressed appreciation for the service of Mr. Kirkman who is the City of Raleigh’s delegate and one of the officers of the organization.

Ms. Graw expressed appreciation for the work in aging and long-term care needs for older populations and pointed out she thought Durham had passed a bond for an elderly center in their downtown area.  Mr. Freeman pointed out the aging program is one of the largest that they administer.  He talked about the institutional memory of one of their staff members relating to the programs for the aged.  He talked about budget cuts and the possible impact on the ageing programs.  He talked about the Ombudsman program operated by Triangle J.  Mr. Freeman also expressed appreciation to City Manager Allen and his compliments to Assistant City Manager Carter for their work.  Mr. Kirkman also talked about a contribution from Toll Brothers to the CORE program.  Mr. Scruggs expressed appreciation for the endorsement and work with traffic cameras.

Mr. Freeman’s comments were received with Council members expressing appreciation for his report.

REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION OF

THE COMPREHENSIVE PLANNING COMMITTEE

TC-6-01 – WALL SIGNS – REMOVED FROM THE AGENDA

Chairperson Odom reported the Comprehensive Planning Committee recommends this item be removed from the agenda with no action taken.  The issue that initiated the proposed text change has been resolved.  On behalf of the Committee, Mr. Odom moved the recommendation be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Kirkman and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative (Shanahan excused from meeting).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

COMPREHENSIVE PLAN – PARKS AND RECREATION WORK PLAN ITEMS – REMOVED FROM THE AGENDA

Chairperson Odom reported the Comprehensive Planning Committee recommends this item be removed from the agenda with no action taken.  Council has authorized staff to negotiate a contract for an update of the Parks, Recreation and Greenway element of the Comprehensive Plan.  On behalf of the Committee Mr. Odom moved the recommendation be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Kirkman and put to a vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative (Shanahan excused from meeting).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

REGIONAL TRANSIT STATION LOCATIONS – REMOVED FROM THE AGENDA

Chairperson Odom reported the Comprehensive Planning Committee recommends that this item be removed from the agenda with no further action taken.  The Council has already expressed its preference to the TTA regarding each potential station location in a statement approved by the Council on July 17, 2001.  On behalf of the Committee Mr. Odom moved the recommendation be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Kirkman and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative (Shanahan excused from meeting).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

REZONING Z-57-01 – RAY ROAD CONDITIONAL USE – APPROVED WITH AMENDED CONDITIONS

Chairperson Odom reported by split vote the Comprehensive Planning Committee recommends approval of rezoning Z-57-01 with conditions dated September 21, 2001.  A copy of the conditions was included in the agenda packet.  Mr. Odom talked about changes and misunderstandings relative to this case pointing out there will be an entrance from Ray Road and there is a portion of the property that will not be developed because of topo and that property will be dedicated to the City of Raleigh.  On behalf of the Committee, Mr. Odom moved the recommendation be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Kirkman and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative except Ms. Graw who voted in the negative (Shanahan excused from meeting).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.  See Ordinance 107ZC507.

SCATTERED SITE POLICY REVIEW – ASSISTED HOUSING LOCATION POLICY – REFERRED TO ADMINISTRATION FOR RECOMMENDATIONS ON INCLUSION OF SOUTHEAST RALEIGH ASSEMBLY

Council members received in the agenda packet is information entitled “Assisted Housing Location Policy.”  This information was developed by an Adhoc Committee of the Southeast Raleigh Improvement Commission.  The Committee recommends that the item be removed from the agenda and the information referred to staff for review.  On behalf of the Committee, Mr. Odom moved the recommendation be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Kirkman.  Mr. West stated he supports the motion but he thought it would be appropriate that the Southeast Raleigh Assembly be involved in this issue.  Mr. Odom restated the motion to refer the information entitled “Assisted Housing Location Policy” to staff to look at ways to involve the Southeast Raleigh Assembly in this issue.  The restated motion was put to a vote which passed unanimously (Shanahan excused from meeting).

REZONING Z-106-00 – MELLO FIELD DRIVE CONDITIONAL USE – DENIED

Chairperson Odom reported during the Comprehensive Planning Committee Attorney Tom Worth representing the applicant in Z-106-00 requested that the case be denied.  He stated this was discussed in Committee but was left off of the agenda.  Mr. Odom moved that Z-106-00 be denied.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Kirkman and put to a vote which passed unanimously (Shanahan excused from meeting).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION

OF THE PUBLIC WORKS COMMITTEE

PUBLIC NUISANCE APPEAL – 4824 YADKIN DRIVE – VARIOUS ACTIONS TAKEN

Chairperson Kirkman reported the Public Works Committee recommends that the Council hold in abeyance the public nuisance action against North Hills Club while a formal agreement between David W. and Susan M. Dubach, North Hills Club and the City of Raleigh that includes a financial commitment from North Hills Club in the amount of $4,000 and a financial commitment from the Dubachs in the amount of $2,000 be developed.  Once that agreement is signed, authorize the Administration to proceed with drainageway repairs with the understanding that the City of Raleigh will obtain necessary permits from the State of North Carolina for the repairs as well as provide contract administration and construction oversight for the project.  Any funding requirements over and above the $6,000 will be paid by the City; the source of funding would be Council Contingency.  On behalf of the Committee, Mr. Kirkman moved the recommendation be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Congleton.

Mr. Odom questioned why the additional money would not come out of our stormwater funds rather than contingency with it being pointed out the problem does not exactly fit the City’s stormwater program.  In addition there is no money left in that account.  Assistant City Manager Carter indicated some believe that the $6,000 would cover the total project.  Attorney Steve Brown stated he has an agreement which has been signed by the parties involved.  The motion as stated was put to a roll call vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative (Shanahan excused from meeting).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

SPEED TABLES – PILOT PROJECT – REQUEST FOR PROPOSAL FOR CONSULTANT APPROVED

Chairperson Kirkman reported the Public Works Committee recommends that the Council authorize the Administration to prepare a request for proposal for a consultant to review, study and analyze programs and experiences of traffic calming efforts of other governmental guidelines throughout the country and to provide information and recommendations on various solutions.  On behalf of the Committee, Mr. Kirkman moved the recommendation be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Mayor Coble.  Mr. Odom stated he thought we had a pretty comprehensive study brought to the City by the Brentwood community and we did a pilot project; therefore, he would question why we need to do an additional study.  Mayor Coble stated we would be looking at other cities and comparing our findings to their findings and see how they match up.  Other cities have already plowed this ground and maybe we could gain knowledge from their experience.  Mr. Odom suggested going back and looking at the Brentwood study.  Mr. Congleton pointed out the Committee spent a lot of time on this issue.  He stated while some people may like what was done in Brentwood he does not particularly like it.  He stated his neighborhood is one who has requested to take part in a speed calming project such as in Brentwood but he would hate to think that they would end up looking like Brentwood as he feels the speed tables are unsightly and there is a better way to address this issue.  He pointed out the study would let us learn from what other cities have done and while it may take a little more money, he feels it would be worth while.  Mr. West echoed Mr. Congleton’s comments as he feels there maybe a more comprehensive approach to traffic calming than speed humps.  The motion as stated was put to a roll call vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative (Shanahan excused from meeting).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

REPORT OF MAYOR AND COUNCIL MEMBERS

RECYCLING – INFORMATION FOR RIDGEWOOD SHOPPING CENTER AREA – COMMENTS RECEIVED

Mr. Kirkman pointed out Council had received a letter requesting assistance with recycling in the Ridgewood Shopping Center area.  He questioned if the City can help by giving them information on our recycling programs options and opportunities.  He pointed out if there is a way we can educate and provide information it would be good.  The comments were referred to Administration.

MWBE PROGRAM – INFORMATION REQUESTED

Mr. West pointed out Council had received information on the City’s MWBE program from the City Manager and he was pleased with the details.  He stated he had asked the City Manager for information related to the program and he felt good about the progress we are making.  He stated, however, he would like to ask staff to provide additional information such as how many minority owned businesses there are in the City compared to the general minority population in the City.  He would like to see information on the number of minority companies compared to women owned businesses and women owned businesses compared to the general population that is just some statistics on MWBE’s compared to the general population.  He indicated he would also like to look at what other cities are doing as it relates to this particular initiative.  He asked that staff provide that information as he feels it would be helpful.  The comments were referred to staff.

RECYCLING – ST. RAPHAEL’S CHURCH – INFORMATION REQUESTED

Ms. Graw indicated recently she had asked Administration to look at an alternative location for recycling as the recycling location had to be removed from the St. Raphael’s Church at the intersection of Falls of Neuse and Spring Forest Roads.  She asked Administration to pursue another location in that vicinity.

WALNUT 2000 GROUP – NEED FOR SIGNS – REFERRED TO ADMINISTRATION

Mr. Congleton indicated recently he met with the Walnut 2000 Group and there was an indication that we need signage placed along the road in the area because of dumping problems.  He questioned if we could erect “no dumping signs” in that general vicinity pointing out he knew that had to be done in cooperation with the State but he feels there is a need for signs in the study area.  The item was referred to Administration.

RODENT PROBLEM – TUPPER CHURCH AREA – REFERRED TO ADMINISTRATION

Mr. Congleton indicated he had recently spoken about a rodent problem in the vicinity of Tupper Church.  He stated it seems to be a continuing problem.   He pointed out Council had received some information on the City’s program but he does not feel this particular area has been addressed.  City Manager Allen pointed out he had sent a report on the City’s program but we could look at a specific area to see what could be done.

HARRINGTON GROVE/NORTH EXETER WAY – WATER AND SEWER EXTENSION – REFERRED TO THE PUBLIC WORKS COMMITTEE

Mr. Scruggs pointed out he, Mr. Congleton and Mr. Kirkman went out and looked at the Eastman development area in the Harrington Grove\North Exeter Way area and pointed out this is a very complicated problem.  He stated the neighbors would like to have additional input and they are not necessarily opposed to the solution but they just want an opportunity to look at alternatives.  He pointed out Mr. Eastman’s immediate problem is getting water to his development.  Mr. Scruggs asked that the Public Works Committee look at the issue and so moved.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Kirkman.  Mayor Coble stated without objection the item could be referred to Public Works Committee.  Mr. Kirkman pointed out the Committee will schedule a late afternoon session to discuss this item.  Mayor Coble pointed out the City Manager, City Attorney, Mr. Odom and he as well as a number of staff members spent over 2 ½ hours working on this problem and he thought it had been worked out but he understands there are still some problems.  Mr. Odom questioned exactly what is being sent to Public Works Committee questioning if getting water and sewer to the Eastman development on the other side of the creek is the issue he would have no problem but he feels the next City Council should address these concerns as there are some complicated issues involved.  He stated he would prefer to hold this and let the next City Council discuss the various issues but we could move forward in trying to get water and sewer to the area.  Mr. Kirkman pointed out when the Committee deals with it they will try to stick to the water and sewer issue but he does not feel they can avoid talking about the total problems.  He stated everyone is interested in seeing some solutions.  Without objection the item was referred to the Public Works Committee.

TRAFFIC CAMERAS – ORDINANCE ADOPTED

Mr. Scruggs moved that the Council adopt a traffic camera ordinance as drafted by the City Attorney and approved by the Law and Public Safety Committee.  His motion was seconded by Ms. Graw.  Mayor Coble stated he feels we should resolve the issues with the School Board prior to moving ahead.  In response to questioning, City Manager Allen pointed out he had two meetings with Superintendent McNeil and he feels it is going to be a hard sale getting the excess revenue to cover the expenses that the City is already incurring.  He stated he is to write a letter documenting those costs.  He stated progress is being made but the issue has not been resolved.  Ms. Graw stated she did not want to see the two issues intertwined with Ms. Graw and Mrs. Scruggs indicating their commitment for the traffic cameras was directed towards public safety.  Ms. Graw stated she feels that Mr. Allen and Mr. McNeil can work out the issues of what the excess revenue will cover.  Mayor Coble stated if the City Council adopts the ordinance it is getting ahead of itself.  He stated it is not a good negotiating tactic to give everything up front.  He stated the Council should wait and let Mr. Allen and Mr. McNeil work out the details as he fears if that is not done the money will be spent elsewhere.  Mr. Odom stated as he understands the bill passed by the General Assembly as it relates to traffic cameras is different than for any other location in the State.  City Attorney McCormick replied that is correct that none of the other locations which have been authorized to have traffic cameras have to give the money collected to the school system.  The motion as stated was put to a vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative except Mayor Coble and Mr. Odom who voted in the negative (Shanahan excused from meeting).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.  See Ordinance 108.

CHRISTMAS PARADE – ANNOUNCED

Mayor Odom announced that the City of Raleigh Christmas Parade is scheduled for November 17, 2001 and invited all to attend.  He told about the plans for the parade which will be sponsored by Crabtree Valley Mall and will have over 122 units.  The comments were received.

FIRE DEPARTMENT – LETTER OF APPRECIATION READ

Mayor Coble read a letter from former Council Member Brad Thompson.  Mr. Thompson’s letter indicated there was a fire at his home and he wanted to express appreciation for the professional manner and courtesy of the Fire Department in responding to the situation.  He commended all involved and expressed appreciation to the Fire personnel particularly Station #3 for the professional-efficient manner demonstrated.

APPOINTMENTS

APPOINTMENTS – VARIOUS ACTIONS TAKEN

The City Clerk read the following results of a ballot vote.

Civil Service Commission – Industry/Management Representative – One Vacancy – No nominees.

Downtown Housing Improvement Corporation – Board of Directors – One Vacancy – No nominees.

Housing Appeals Board – Two Vacancies – No nominees.

Planning Commission – One Vacancy – Scott Cutler – 4 (Coble, Odom, Scruggs and Congleton); Thomas Crowder – 3 (Graw, Kirkman and West).

Telecommunications Commission – Two Vacancies – Mr. Scruggs and Mr. Kirkman nominated Drew Lorenzini.

All items will be carried over until the next meeting.

NOMINATIONS

ELECTRICAL EXAMINING BOARD – VACANCY ANNOUNCED

The term of Kenneth Wyley Kepler (Contractor) on the Electrical Examining Board is expiring.  Administration recommends the appointment of Stanley Yates.  Mayor Coble nominated Mr. Yates.

HUMAN RESOURCES AND HUMAN RELATIONS ADVISORY COMMISSION – VACANCIES ANNOUNCED

The terms of Carrie Harris and Karen Polk are expiring.  Both are eligible for reappointment, have good attendance records and wish to be considered for reappointment.  Mayor Coble nominated both for reappointment.

TELECOMMUNICATIONS COMMISSION – VACANCY ANNOUNCED

A letter of resignation has been received from Barbara A. Jackson.  Ms. Jackson has accepted a new position and does not have the time necessary to commit to the position; therefore, there is an additional vacancy for consideration.  No nominations were made.

REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION OF THE CITY ATTORNEY

PERSONNEL STANDARD PROCEDURES – APPROVED

City Attorney McCormick indicated at the last meeting he provided information to the Council concerning the settling of the Fair Labor Standard’s suit.  He had provided Council members with the following personnel standard operating procedures.

Standard Operating Procedures 300-26 (Award for Service Program), 300-5 (Overtime Pay), 300-14 (Disciplinary Action, Suspension and Dismissal), 101-25 (Accident Review), 300-10 (Vacation Leave), 300-11 (Sick Leave), 300-9 (Holidays), and 300-23 (Probationary Status).

City Attorney McCormick pointed out the Civil Service Commission met earlier this week and had reviewed the proposals and recommended approval without change; therefore, he would suggest that the City Council affirm the preliminary approval of the standard operating procedures as presented.  Mr. Kirkman moved the Attorney’s recommendation be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Mayor Coble and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative (Shanahan excused from meeting).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

CELL TOWER – GRAND MANOR COURT – DIRECTION GIVEN

City Attorney McCormick pointed out the Council had been studying issues relative to the location of a cell tower on Grand Manor Court.  He pointed out Nextel is working hard to find an alternate location.  He indicated in order to put a time frame on this issue he would suggest that the Council authorize him to direct Nextel to come into compliance as it relates to the cell tower located at Grand Manor Court no later than 60 days.  Mr. Odom moved the Attorney’s recommendation be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Kirkman and put to a vote which passed unanimously (Shanahan excused from the meeting).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

The City Council of the City of Raleigh met in regular reconvened meeting on Wednesday, November 7, 2001 at 7:00 p.m. in the City Council Chamber, Raleigh Municipal Building, Avery C. Upchurch Government Complex, 222 W. Hargett Street, Raleigh, North Carolina with all Council members present.  Mayor Coble called the meeting to order and the following items were discussed with action taken as shown.

RECOGNITION OF SPECIAL AWARDS

COMMUNITY SERVICES – GROUPS RECOGNIZED

Mayor Coble recognized Hardy Watkins, Community Services Director, who recognized and introduced the Robinwood Neighborhood Association and the organization High Schoolers Helping Others.  Mr. Watkins told of the works of the group with the Council commending them for a job well done.

BOY SCOUTS – RECOGNIZED

Mayor Coble recognized Justin Greenwood, Boy Scout Troop #208 and Kevin Register, Boy Scout Troop #374 who were at the meeting to observe.  Justin’s dad, Scott Greenwood is a City employee in the Inspections Department.

REQUEST AND PETITIONS OF CITIZENS

TRAFFIC – SPEEDING ON RAINWATER ROAD – REFERRED TO PUBLIC WORKS COMMITTEE

Steve Paladino, Rainwood Civic Group, stated he lives on Rainwater Road and that area has a major problem with excessive speeding.  He pointed out he spoke with representatives of the Department of Transportation and they have a traffic count of about 3,000 cars per day with 85 or 86 percentile going over 45 mph.  He talked about the number of children in the neighborhood and pointed out he and others do not let their children near the sidewalk because of the problems.  He talked about emergency vehicles and the problems they have with speed humps but pointed out they need some help someway.  He explained their street is a cut through located near Millbrook High School.  He questioned what can be done about it pointing out he is at the meeting asking for the Council’s help.  He stated they are very concerned about the children in the neighborhood.

Mr. Shanahan pointed out Mr. Paladino had called him several times and he had suggested that Mr. Paladino come to the meeting through Requests and Petitions of Citizens and he would ask that the item be referred to Committee as the Public Works Committee has been discussing speed calming devices.  He stated he would want to keep it as a separate item.  Mr. Kirkman pointed out the Committee could consider the request to put this street on the list for traffic calming devices.  Mr. Paladino pointed out he had a petition with over 60 signatures requesting help.  Mayor Coble asked that Administration and the Police Department look at getting some enforcement action and may be utilize the police motorcycle unit.  Discussion took place as to the speed limit on Rainwater Road with Mr. Kirkman pointing out property owners could get a petition requesting the speed limit to be reduced to 25 mph.  Mr. Paladino was directed to talk with the Transportation Director relative to getting his road on the list for traffic calming consideration and a petition to reduce the speed limit.  Mr. Shanahan pointed out Mr. Paladino would be notified when this item is discussed through the Committee.

HOUSING DEMOLITION PROGRAM – COMMENTS RECEIVED

Cecil Holcomb, representing Demolition Contractors, had requested permission to present opposition to the Volunteer Housing Demolition Program.  Mayor Coble pointed out he and other Council members had met with Mr. Holcomb and Mr. Holcomb had chosen to send a letter in lieu of appearing.  Mayor Coble read the following letter.

I write this letter in lieu of appearing before the Council this evening as scheduled on Page 27 of the today’s agenda.  First, I want to thank you, Mayor Coble, City Manage Allen, Inspections Director Ellis and Robert Spruill for taking time from your busy schedules to meet with me and other representatives of the demolition industry to discuss the City’s Volunteer Demolition Policy.  I also thank you for the serious consideration given to the issues raised, and the productive dialogue which took place.

I look forward to working with the in evaluating this pilot program, and I feel confident that, with industry participation, the City can make this program very successful.
The comments were received.

VALLEY STREAM SUBDIVISION – VARIOUS ACTIONS TAKEN

Attorney Clyde Holt, representing Andrew and Arthur Sandman, was at the meeting to discuss the City’s acceptance of a fee-in-lieu of obligation and allow release the lots in Phase 14 of Valley Stream Subdivision to be recorded.  He presented Council members with a letter dated November 6, 2001 to the City Manager which included an attachment of the Northeast Raleigh Thoroughfare Plan as well as the Valley Stream Recorded Maps.  He explained the interpretation of the Thoroughfare Plan, the location of Beaver Dam Creek and the fact that the Sandmans are of the opinion that their property should not be impacted by Fox Road and construction of Fox Road would not be their responsibility.  He talked about the interconnectivity between Fox Road and other areas and the environmental impact of crossing the creek.  He pointed out his clients questioned whether Fox Road should be built in this area and they definitely feel that it should not be their obligation to build it.  The letter pointed out they were requesting that the staff immediately release Phase 14 of Valley Stream for a recording.  This phase contains 20 lots in another portion of the subdivision not abutting the future Fox Road Connection.  After recording the map there will still be 4 phases left to develop containing a total 121 lots.  The City’s control over the recording of the remaining lots along with the payment of a fee-in-lieu of for Fox Road would more then adequately protect the City’s interest in the matter.  He pointed out they are questioning whether Fox Road should be extended.  He stated they have given the City Manager a check that would more than adequately cover the fee-in-lieu of.  The check is in the amount of $47,637.48.  He pointed out they have asked the City Manager to cash the check and let them record the 20 lots.  He explained everyone has been very cooperative and pointed out questions have arisen about how to calculate the fee and several conditions were attached to this request for a recording including calculating the fee, the top 1/3 of the subdivision not being recorded until staff is satisfied with the amount of the assessment and their agreement that the City cashing the check is with the full reservation of the City’s right to claim further payment due on account of the fee-in-lieu issue if their engineers calculations prove incorrect or incomplete.  Attorney Holt again pointed out he is at the meeting to ask that the Council direct the City Manager to cash the check, let his clients record the next 20 lots with the understanding if they had omitted something or the calculations are different they will pay additional funds and then look at the issue of whether Fox Road should be built.  He pointed out everyone has been very cooperative.  He explained they are in the process of going over this issue with City staff and it is very possible that the issues can be resolved but he was not able to do it prior to the meeting.

Mr. Odom pointed out this issue was in Comprehensive Planning Committee and it was a very complicated issue.  He suggested letting the City Manager continue to work with Attorney Holt and may be in the next two weeks they can come up with a solution and at the same time ask staff to give the Council a recommendation on the necessity of Fox Road being built.  After discussion on the best way to proceed, Mr. Odom moved that the item be referred to staff for continued work on the connection and fee-in-lieu amount, accept the revised conditions if both parties agree and allow release of the lots.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Shanahan and put to a vote which passed unanimously.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

UNFIT BUILDING – 115 SEAWELL AVENUE – REQUEST FOR EXTENSION – NO ACTION TAKEN

Matthew C. Taylor was at the meeting to request a 30-day extension in order to make repairs at 115 Seawell Avenue.  It was pointed out this property was declared unsafe in 1998.  The owner secured the building and nothing had been done until October 2, 2001.  The City Council passed an ordinance for demolition.  It was pointed out the procedure followed included legal publication and posting of the property.  The City has taken bids for the demolition.  It was pointed out there have been four public nuisance abatements at this location over the past few years and there is some $2,000 in fines owed by the property owner.

Mayor Coble questioned if Mr. Taylor has a plan to get the problems resolved or improve the situation within the 30 days.  Mr. Taylor explained he lived in this location over 20 years and had moved away.  He stated he periodically comes and checks on the property.  He pointed out people had been breaking into the property and now his plans are to fix up the property and let his 20-year old son take charge.  He stated he would like to rent the property once it is improved.  Mr. Taylor pointed out he is a licensed contractor and he can do the work.  He pointed out it would take some $10,000 to do the repairs.  Mr. Kirkman questioned if any of the repairs have been made with Mr. Taylor pointing out the electrical and plumbing work has been done.  He stated he was in the process of cleaning up and pointed out not a whole lot of work needs to be done other than cleaning.  Discussion took place on the history of this property and Mr. Taylor’s responsiveness to the City requests.  Mr. Odom pointed out this has been a problem since 1998.  The gentleman owes the City money and admits that he knew of some of the problems.  He stated he would vote to demolish the property.  Mayor Coble pointed out unless the City Council takes action to rescind the previous action the house will be demolished.  Mr. Taylor pointed out he had boarded up the property and he thought it was okay.  No action was taken to change the previous action; therefore, the house will be demolished.

MATTERS SCHEDULED FOR PUBLIC HEARING

TRANSPORTATION IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM – 2004-2010 – CITY’S REQUEST AUTHORIZED

Traffic Engineer Ed Johnson went over the City’s proposal which includes roadway project requests (I-440 widening, Falls of Neuse widening realignment and US 70 70 widening) City wide signal system upgrade, NC 54 widening, Eastern Wake Expressway, Tryon Road realignment, US 401 improvements, advanced planning project requests, bicycle, pedestrian and enhancement projects, greenway pedestrian and Rail/Amtrak block improvements.  Mr. Johnson explained staff had developed this list of candidate projects which are fairly balanced needs throughout the City both geographically and modes of transportation.  Discussion took place on the priorities with Mr. Johnson pointing out the staff sequences the project the way they like them but when the list is submitted the State is told they are in no particular priority.  Discussion took place on the earliest we could see anything happening on Falls of Neuse with Mr. Johnson pointing out this list would go to NCDOT next year.  He pointed out we are really two years away from the TIP that these projects would go in.  Mr. Odom moved approval of the listing.  His motion was seconded by Mayor Coble and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

SEWER EASEMENT EXCHANGE – HIGHLAND PARK AT WAKEFIELD – RESOLUTION ADOPTED

This was a  hearing to consider exchanging City of Raleigh sanitary sewer easement relating to Highland Park at Wakefield.  If following the hearing the Council wishes to proceed, it is recommended the Council adopt a resolution authorizing the exchange.  The Mayor opened the hearing.  No one asked to be heard, thus the hearing was closed.  Mr. Coble moved adoption of the resolution authorizing the exchange.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Odom and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.  See Resolution 188.

STREET CLOSING 4-00 – DAWN PLACE – HEARING – RESOLUTION DIRECTING CLOSING ADOPTED

This was a hearing to consider the permanent closing of right-of-way known as Dawn Place.  The hearing is pursuant to petition, resolution of intent, advertisement and notification as required by law (STC-4-00).  The Mayor opened the hearing.

Harry Mitchell pointed out the right-of-way was dedicated several years ago.  No improvements have been made and an apartment project has been constructed and this street is no longer needed.  Everyone involved has agreed to the street closing.  No one else asked to be heard, thus the hearing was closed. RESURFACING ASSESSMENT ROLL 845 – BARNHILL ROAD – HEARING – CONFIRMING RESOLUTION ADOPTED

This was a hearing to consider adoption of a resolution confirming Resurfacing Assessment Roll 845 – Barnhill Road according to charges outlined in Resolution 2001-149 adopted on October 2, 2001.  The Mayor opened the hearing to the public.

Joel Barber, 2227 Barnhill Drive, indicated this area was taken into the City six or seven years ago.  He stated they did not have curb and gutter when they were taken into the City so he does not understand why their streets are called substandard and they have to pay for resurfacing.  He pointed out he has lived in this area some 25-30 years and they have done fine, the State came out and fixed their road.  He stated in his opinion an assessment is an increase in tax.  He pointed out there is only a few houses on the street and traffic from those houses would never wear the street out.  The problem is the automobile; therefore, he feels some kind of tax on an automobile should be levied to pay for street improvements.  He stated they ought to be a way to pay for the street improvements rather than require the adjacent property owners to pay.

Mayor Coble indicated he understands but if we wait for the General Assembly to make changes we would have dirt roads everywhere.  He explained the City’s street improvement policy.  Mr. Shanahan agreed with Mr. Barber that this is a real problem.  He stated there are a number of streets in the City that the City decided are not up to speed and those property owners are treated differently.  He pointed out to him if the City brings an area into the City we should take the roads the way they are.  He stated there have been a number of neighborhoods that have been brought in and somehow the City decided their streets were not standard.  He stated he totally agrees with Mr. Barber’s concern.  Mayor Coble explained the concept of everyone paying for their own street and the fact that people pay whether it is through their house payment or a street assessment.  No one else asked to be heard, thus the hearing was closed.  Mayor Coble moved adoption of the confirming resolution.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Kirkman and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative except Mr. Shanahan who voted in the negative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.  See Resolution 199.

PAVING ASSESSMENT ROLL 840 – BEECHRIDGE ROAD – HEARING TO CONSIDER CORRECTION – RESOLUTION ADOPTED

This was a hearing to consider correcting Paving Assessment Roll 840, Beechridge Road, to the extent that the assessment against Lot 12, according to the assessment roll map, will be confirmed in the name of David L., III and Valerie P. Cozart in the amount of $387.  It has been determined that the Cozarts were the owners of the property at the time of confirmation.  The Mayor opened the hearing. UNFIT BUILDING – VACANT AND CLOSED – 314 BRAGG STREET – RESOLUTION ADOPTED GRANTING EXTENSION

This was a hearing to consider adoption of an ordinance authorizing the demolition of the vacant and closed building at 314 Bragg Street pursuant to provisions of Section 10-6127(d) of the City Code if the repairs necessary to render the dwellings unfit for human habitation are not completed within 90 days.  The property belongs to Catherine Lillian Sanders, c/o Lillian Catherine Sanders.  The property was vacated and closed on August 15, 2000.  The Mayor opened the hearing.

Lindsay Highsmith pointed out the building was boarded up a little over a year ago.  He stated they elected to try to make the improvements inside prior to doing the outside work.  He stated they have new windows, cabinets, floors, the bathrooms and plaster walls have been redone and he is in the process of calling Inspections Department to let them see what has been done.  He stated he would like an extension of 90 days in order to complete the repairs.  He pointed out they recently learned there is a low interest loan program and they may be eligible.  Inspections Director Ellis pointed out if the ordinance is passed tonight they would have 90 days before demolition.  Mr. Highsmith pointed out money is not available to work as rapidly as they would like to do.  He stated they have done quite a bit of work and the house is boarded up.  The doors and windows are nailed shut.  He stated they need three months in addition to the 90 days.  Mr. Odom pointed out this gentleman has a plan on what is to be done; therefore, he would move approval of the extension that is adopt an ordinance providing three months additional time.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Shanahan and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.  See Ordinance 118.
