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COUNCIL MINUTES

The City Council of the City of Raleigh met in regular session on Monday, December 3, 2001 at 1:00 p.m. in the City Council Chamber, Raleigh Municipal Building, Avery C. Upchurch Government Complex, 222 West Hargett Street, Raleigh, North Carolina, for the organizational meeting of the 2001-2003 City Council.  Councillors Elect Cowell, Hunt, Isley, Kirkman, Shanahan, West and Mayor elect Meeker were present (Councillor Elect Odom was absent.)

Mayor Paul Coble called the meeting to order and invocation was rendered by Father Mark Reamer, Saint Francis of Assisi.  The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Boy Scouts from Troop 208.

SPECIAL AWARDS

FIRST NIGHT OF RALEIGH – COMMENTS RECEIVED

Mayor Coble introduced Michael Lowder and Ann-Cabell Baum, Artsplosure, who talked about First Night of Raleigh activities planned for December 31, 2001.  Ms. Baum pointed out it’s the largest New Year’s Eve celebration in North Carolina and truly a community celebration in Raleigh.  She stated participants range in the 50,000 category and told of the various activities that will be taking place including the early count down, people’s procession, inviting Council members to participate as marshals, type and location of events.  She expressed appreciation to all of the volunteers, honorary chairperson, Artsplosure Board and City departments involved and expressed appreciation to Council Member Shanahan who is the liaison.  

Michael Lowder presented Mayor Coble with a framed poster and presented the council elect with goody bags including posters, t-shirts, buttons, etc.  He stated this is the 23rd year of the event and it is a $650,000 production.  The City of Raleigh provides $8,000 in direct support.  He expressed appreciation to the loyal corporate sponsors and supporters of the event.

Mayor Meeker took the chair and welcomed new and returning Council members, explaining he would like to make a couple of comments about how the Council governs itself over the next few years.  He stated when someone is addressing the City Council that is a big day to that person and he would hope all Council members would pay attention and be polite, let the people addressing the Council feel as if they are coming to see or visit a friend.  He stated hopefully Council members when speaking at the Council table will get to the point and stay on the issue before Council.  He stated as the Council gets to work he will develop a procedure of how he will call on individuals to speak.  He stated he has attended many meetings and some of the most productive were meetings were those that took place in this Council Chamber.  He talked about team work, reasoning through items, and efforts to try to avoid split votes.  He stated hopefully most of the votes taken by this Council will be unanimous.  He called on the Council to stick to the policy issues and let the City Manager take care of the details of running the City and ask that Council not to try to micro-manage.  

Mayor Meeker presented the following Committee assignments:

Deputy Mayors – John Odom and Benson Kirkman

Mayor Meeker stated the Council needs to pick a Mayor Pro Tem.  He pointed out there are two very qualified candidates who each say they have four votes to become Mayor Pro Tem, but neither have five.  He pointed out he had talked to Council Members Odom and Kirkman about being Mayor Pro Tem for 1 year terms and after those discussions he would move that Benson Kirkman be named Mayor Pro Tem December 2001 to December 2002 with John Odom being Mayor Pro Tem December 2002 through December 2003 and so moved.  His motion was seconded by Mr. West and put to a vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative except Mr. Shanahan who voted in the negative.  (Odom absent)  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

CONSENT AGENDA

CONSENT AGENDA – APPROVED AS PRESENTED

Mayor Meeker presented the Consent Agenda indicating all items are considered to be routine and may be enacted by one motion which would be a roll call vote.  If a Councillor request discussion on an item, the item would be removed from the Consent Agenda and considered separately.  Mayor Meeker stated he had received no requests to withdraw items from the Consent Agenda.  Mr. Kirkman moved Administration’s recommendation as outlined on the Consent Agenda be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Mr. West and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  (Odom absent)  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

The items on the Consent Agenda were as follows.

BROWNFIELD CLEANUP REVOLVING LOAN FUND PROGRAM - APPROVED

Effective October 1, 2001, EPA approved a Brownfield Cleanup grant of $1,000,000 to the City of Raleigh.  These funds are to be used by the City to make low interest loans for cleaning up contaminated Brownfield sites in Raleigh, with a priority on sites within the Development Zone. Working with EPA, staff has developed a work plan for the use of this money.  This work plan includes recommendations on contracting with the Corps of Engineers for cleanup site management and with Self Help for fund management.  A detailed memo outlining the budget and operations of the revolving loan program, including the EPA-required Work Plan, is included in the agenda packet.  Additional information on Self Help, including a draft contractual agreement, is also included for information.

Recommendation:  That the Council approve the draft work-plan for formal submittal to EPA and Self-Help's underwriting process for the management of the BCRLF, authorize staff to proceed in setting up appropriate financial accounts, execute a contract with Self-Help for fund management responsibilities, execute a contract with the Army Corps of Engineers for Site Management responsibilities, and other continuing actions as necessary to implement the program, including the following budget amendment:

FIRST NIGHT RALEIGH 2002 – FEE WAIVERS AND SPECIAL EVENTS DESIGNATIONS - APPROVED

Council approval was given for various street closures at the November 20, 2001 meeting.  Fee waivers and special event designations as previously authorized for First Night Raleigh are requested.  A report was in the agenda packet.

The report outlined special events designations relating to the Fayetteville Street Mall and waiver of permit and special event fees, authorization to sell food and nonalcoholic beverages on the mall and vendor move waiver.

Recommendation:  Approval.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Kirkman/West – 7 ayes.  (Odom absent)

SEWER MAIN EXTENSION – DUKE/WEEKS REALTY JOINT VENTURE AGREEMENT - APPROVED

A request has been received from Duke/Weeks Realty to enter into a standard Joint Venture Agreement with the City to extend approximately 2,000 linear feet of 8-inch sanitary sewer main from the existing main at Atlantic Avenue to the property at the intersection of Wake Forest Road and Millbrook Road.

Recommendation:  That the Council authorize the City Manager to enter into a Joint Venture Agreement subject to the receipt of letter of credit and contract.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Kirkman/West – 7 ayes.  (Odom absent)

BIDS – MUNICIPAL BUILDING CHILLED WATER PLANT RENOVATIONS – BID AWARDED TO ACORN INDUSTRIAL

Pursuant to advertisement as required by law, bids were received and publicly opened  by Brad Felts, Consultant for Atlantec Engineers, on October 4, 2001 in Room 609 of the Raleigh Municipal Building.  Council members received a complete bid tabulation in their agenda packet.  The low bid was from Acorn Industrial for $454,500 with a 35.9 percent MWBE participation plan.

BID REQUEST 2001-12 – TELEPHONE PBX SWITCH REPLACEMENT – BID AWARDED TO CAROLINA TELEPHONE AND TELEGRAPH COMPANY

Pursuant to advertisement as required by law, bids were received on October 25, 2001 for the purchase of one each telephone PBX switch to replace a damaged Siemens Hicon 300H MD #80EP switch.  Carolina Telephone and telegraph doing business as Sprint submitted a bid of $324,749.66.

Recommendation:  That the bid be received.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Kirkman/West – 7 ayes.  (Odom absent)

PU 2001-10, 11 AND 12 – VARIOUS LOCATIONS – RESOLUTION OF INTENT ADOPTED

The agenda presented the following recommended public utility projects:

PU-2001-10 calls for the installation of approximately 400 linear feet of 8-inch sanitary sewer main from the existing 8-inch main in Bellaire Avenue to the end of the street.  This project has an estimated cots of $20,000 and would be assessed on a per lot/front footage basis.

PU-2001-11 calls for the installation of approximately 4,500 linear feet of 12-inch water main in the northwest annexation area along J. Richard Drive, part of ACC Boulevard and Midway West Road.  The estimated cost is $330,000, project is inside the City and is to be assessed on an acreage, per lot and front footage basis.

PU-2001-12 calls for the installation of 7,500 linear feet of 8-inch sanitary sewer main in the northwest annexation area, Midway West Road, J. Richard Drive, Stannary Place and other locations.  The estimated cost is $610,000.  The project lies all within the City limits and would be assessed on an acreage, per lot and front footage basis.

Recommendation:  That the Council adopt a resolution of intent to schedule public hearings on Wednesday, January 2, 2002.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Kirkman/West – 7 ayes.  (Odom absent)  See Resolution 212.

TRAFFIC – ANNEXATION AREAS – ORDINANCE ADOPTED

The agenda presented a list of all intersections and road segments for which City traffic controls will be necessary when the areas are annexed on December 31, 2001.  It is recommended the entries be made in the City Code to accommodate currently existing traffic controls.  The agenda outlined the recommendations for stop signs at various locations.

Recommendation:  Approval of the changes in the traffic code as outlined.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Kirkman/West – 7 ayes.  (Odom absent)  See Ordinance 125.

END OF CONSENT AGENDA

SOUTHEAST RALEIGH ASSEMBLY – REQUEST FOR FUNDING FOR STRATEGIC PLAN DEVELOPMENT - APPROVED

Bill Mullins and Charles Haywood, Co-Chairs of the Southeast Raleigh Assembly, were at the meeting and presented a written summary of the work of the Southeast Raleigh Assembly including the relationship of the assembly to the City, issue teams the group has developed and the status of their work.  The material included a list of members pointing out they have had approximately 90 percent attendance at the various meetings.  Mr. Mullins stated they have received a lot of good participation of the membership and cooperation from the North Carolina Extension Service which has served as a facilitator.  He pointed out they want to develop a written strategic plan and he is before the Council to ask permission to hire a third party to write a comprehensive and impartial strategic plan.  The cost will be approximately $5,000 and the source of funds could be the economic development reserve.  City Manager Allen pointed out there is money in that line item.  Mr. West moved approval of the request for the $5,000 to secure a third party writer to develop the plan.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Shanahan and put to a roll call vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  (Odom absent)  See Ordinance 124TF60.

POLICE – SHOOTING INCIDENT - COMMENTS RECEIVED

City Manager Allen explained according to City policy whenever there is a shooting involving a police officer, there is an investigation done by Internal Affairs and the FBI.  Within 5 days, Administration will provide a written report to the Law and Public Safety Committee.  He explained there was a shooting over the weekend, the City’s officers are fine but there was a suspect that was injured.  He briefly explained the incident pointing out a written report will be provided according to policy.

MEEKER’S AGENDA ITEMS – VARIOUS ITEMS REFERRED TO ADMINISTRATION AND VARIOUS COUNCIL COMMITTEES

The agenda included a list provided by Mayor Meeker entitled “Agenda for a New Era of Cooperation”.  Mayor Meeker stated he asked that the items be placed before Council for discussion and direction and all Council members are invited to put forth proposals for discussion and possible referral to Committee.  He suggested taking the items one by one and action was taken as follows:

Better Growth
Adopt restrictions on clear-cutting of trees with a goal of interim-rules by January 15, 2002 and permanent rules by May 31, 2002.  Mayor Meeker suggested the item be referred to Comprehensive Planning Committee.  His motion was seconded by Ms. Cowell.  Mr. Kirkman stated possibly we should use a better term than “clear cutting” as that has a connotation of cutting the trees and replanting.  He pointed out in this case he does not think we are talking about clearing and replacing with Mr. Meeker suggesting the item be referred to as “restrictions on clearing of trees.”  With that amendment the motion to refer the item to Comprehensive Planning Committee was put to a vote which passed unanimously.  (Odom absent)  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

Enhance citizen participation (a) Reconsider TC-1-01; (b) Planning Commission review of more site plans and subdivisions.  Brief discussion took place as to the appropriate Committee after which Mayor Meeker moved the items be referred to Comprehensive Planning Committee.  His motion was seconded by Ms. Cowell.  Mr. Shanahan suggested we avoid using the term “reconsider” as that makes it seems something was wrong with the way it was considered initially.  Mayor Meeker suggested deleting the word reconsider from his motion which was agreed to by Ms. Cowell.  The motion as amended was put to a vote which passed unanimously.  (Odom absent)  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

Approve Urban Design Guidelines.  Mayor Meeker stated he understands no action is needed on this item as the Planning Commission currently has the urban design guidelines under study.

Improve stream quality and require sedimentation law compliance.  Mayor Meeker pointed out he understands Administration would like to put together some options.  He stated here he is talking about increased enforcement, how, what would be implemented, regulations, etc.  Mr. Kirkman talked briefly about the floodplain protection ordinance and the next item on the Mayor’s list concerning a stormwater utility.  He stated they are related.  Mr. Meeker moved the item improving stream quality and require sedimentation law compliance go to Public Works Committee.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Kirkman and put to a vote which passed unanimously.  (Odom absent)  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

Consider implementing a stormwater utility.  Mayor Meeker stated he would be glad for this item to go Public Works to be discussed with the previous item and maybe it could be looked at in the upcoming retreat.  Mr. West asked for a definition of a stormwater utility.  City Manager Allen explained many cities deal with stormwater problems existing new ones and maintenance, in different ways.  Some create a specific utility to deal with the situations just like water and sewer that is on a fee basis.  Mayor Meeker pointed out this would have a budget impact; therefore, he would suggest the item be referred to Budget and Economic Development Committee, Public Works Committee and retreat.  Without objection the item was referred as suggested.

Amend water and sewer policies to encourage infill.  Mayor Meeker moved the item be referred Public Works Committee.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Kirkman.  Mr. Shanahan asked for clarification, pointing out he hopes we are talking about a policy to encourage infill development, questioning where there are areas that we would likely have infill development that doesn’t have water and sewer.  He stated he does not support cutting off extension of water and sewer in an area to prohibit sprawl and encourage infill development.  He stated he does not want the City trying to put some limit on out parcel development.  Mayor Meeker stated this is not meant to affect anything outside the City.  Mr. Kirkman pointed out he understands it as incentive based program rather than a penalty program.  The motion to refer the item to Public Works Committee was put to a vote which passed unanimously. (Odom absent)  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

Implement substantial street tree program.  Mr. Meeker indicated this would have a budget impact as he would like to see an expansion of the program and he understands funding has been decreased in past years.  Mr. Meeker moved the item be referred to Budget and Economic Development Committee.  His motion was seconded by Mr. West and put to a vote which passed unanimously.  (Odom absent)

Renew planning initiative with revised master plan on Wade/Oberlin project.  Mayor Meeker pointed out he understands Mr. Coker and the neighborhood are conferring on possible new plans; therefore he does not feel there is any action needed at this point.  Mr. Kirkman pointed out the neighborhood has asked for a study or work on a larger scope plan.  He stated there are several other proposals in this area on the table or about to come in.  He asked about getting the portion of the plan that relates to the larger area and get the issues defined.  Mayor Meeker suggested holding this item in abeyance at this point.

Central and Southeast Raleigh Items
Undertake additional policing for street crime in selected neighborhoods.  Mayor Meeker stated perhaps the Law and Public Safety Committee could look at this to see if there are new ideas that could be developed.  Mr. West suggested having some linkage of this item with the Public Safety Committee of the Southeast Raleigh Assembly.  Mayor Meeker suggested the item be referred to Law and Public Safety Committee and have linkages with the Southeast Raleigh Assembly.  His motion was seconded by Mr. West and put to a vote which passed unanimously.  (Odom absent)  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

Implement vigorous program to restore or remove abandoned housing.  Mayor Meeker stated he understands there is already a good deal of work ongoing; therefore he would suggest referring this item to Administration and the City Manager could provide a report of what has been done, what we are doing, various options and get that report as a base before moving further or assigning it to a Committee; therefore he would move this item be referred to Administration for a report back to Council.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Kirkman and put to a vote which passed unanimously.  (Odom absent) The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

Undertake road and park projects in 2002-03 Capital Improvement Program.  Mayor Meeker suggested this item be referred to Budget and Economic Development Committee.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Kirkman and put to a vote which passed unanimously.  (Odom absent)

Start Phase One of Pullen Park renovations (July 1, 2002).  Mayor Meeker suggested the item be referred to Budget and Economic Development Committee.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Kirkman.  Mr. Meeker stated without objection, the item would be so referred.

Enhance utilization of Chavis Park.  In response to questioning by the Mayor, City Manager Allen stated maybe this item could be referred to Committee to help develop ideas, pointing out this too could be coordinated with the work of the Southeast Raleigh Assembly.  Mayor Meeker moved the item be referred to Public Works Committee.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Kirkman and put to a vote which passed unanimously.  (Odom absent)

Reduce litter and dumping on vacant lots.  City Manager Allen indicated Administration would be interested in Council members’ suggestions or ideas as to how to move forward.  Mayor Meeker moved the item be referred to Law and Public Safety Committee.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Kirkman and put to a vote which passed unanimously.  (Odom absent)

Allow no tolerance for substandard housing.  City Manager Allen stated this item could be included in the staff report.  Administration has been asked to provide relative to removal of abandoned housing.  Mr. Meeker moved this item be referred to Administration for a report back to Council.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Kirkman and put to a vote which passed unanimously.  (Odom absent)

Support Southeast Raleigh Assembly.  It was pointed out this is a standing item in Budget and Economic Development Committee; therefore, no action is needed.

Downtown Items
Extend Business Improvement District for five years.  City Attorney McCormick indicated the BID was established last year and has a one year sunset.  He pointed out prior to establishing or extending a BID, there are certain requirements such as public hearings, reports, etc.  He stated he understands work is already underway and a report will be coming to City Council soon.  He stated a BID could be established for 1 year, 5 years or have an unlimited term.  Earrol Frailey indicated the Downtown Alliance has provided information to staff which is working on the report and recommendation.  He stated it should be ready in a matter of a week or a few days.  By general consensus, it was agreed that this item would be placed on the January 2, 2002 agenda for further consideration.

Consider reopening parts of Fayetteville Street Mall with 60-day visioning process.  Mayor Meeker stated this is an item that has been talked about for sometime, there are cost involved and what he sees is a visioning process similar in scope to what occurred for Hillsborough Street.  He suggested referring the item to the Downtown Alliance to confer with all parties involved about structure, who would pay etc.  He stated he understands maybe the City could pay for part, the County could pay as well as the major stake holders.  He would hope to get this back fairly quickly, that is have a plan and a consensus and it could be talked about in next year’s budget.  Mr. Kirkman talked about the Downtown forum which has been scheduled and he is not sure which should come first.  He stated we may want to have some conversations with the Downtown Alliance and the Chamber as to how this process could fit in.  He stated Mr. Shanahan’s office is in this area and he is sure he has extreme interest.  Mayor Meeker suggested the item be referred to the Downtown Alliance to work with the Planning Department on a visioning process.  His motion was seconded by Mr. West.  Mr. Shanahan stated we need to come to a quick consensus and make a decision on whether to open the mall to traffic or not.  He stated he knows it would be costly and it may be an appropriate use of the hotel, motel tax.  He pointed out there is a time line question related to applying for future funds from the hotel, motel tax.  He stated a decision should be made one way or the other and then move forward.  He suggested conferring with Administration to see what has been done before, working studies that have been developed and not repeat all of that work.  The motion to refer the item to the Downtown Alliance was put to a vote and passed unanimously.  (Odom absent)

Consider return of two-way streets.  Mayor Meeker stated he is talking about particular streets that are not a part of the two-way pairs downtown.  He suggested referring the item to the Downtown Alliance to report back to Council and then a decision could be made as to if and what streets could be returned to two-way traffic.  His motion was seconded by Ms. Cowell and put to a vote which passed unanimously.

Review management of current parking resources (on-street and off-street).  Mayor Meeker stated he had a number of questions and concerns expressed about downtown parking and enforcement not being very friendly.  He stated Administration is doing some work on this item.  City Manager Allen suggested the item go to Committee and staff could make a report on the current status.  Mayor Meeker moved the item be referred to Law and Public Safety Committee.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Kirkman and put to a vote which passed unanimously. (Odom absent)

Sell underutilized public property for private redevelopment.  Mayor Meeker suggested this item be referred to Budget and Economic Development Committee.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Kirkman and put to a vote which passed unanimously.  (Odom absent)

Consider activating street-front spaces in parking decks.  Mayor Meeker pointed out two or three of the parking decks which have been constructed in the downtown area have bays for retail and/or commercial type use.  He feels it would be good if we could get these in utilization.  City Manager Allen stated this may be a good item to involve the Downtown Alliance in and talked about folding it in with other issues about downtown.  Mayor Meeker suggested the item be referred to Administration and the Downtown Alliance to bring a report back to Council.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Kirkman and put to a vote which passed unanimously.  (Odom absent) 

City Employees
Review salaries and incentives for City employees and review policy on overtime/compensatory time off for City employees.  In response to questioning from Mayor Meeker, City Manager Allen stated this item should be discussed in context of next year’s budget.  He pointed out the staff has been talking about some of these ideals and concepts and clarifications.  Mayor Meeker moved the items be referred to Administration to bring back for discussion during Budget Work Session.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Kirkman and put to a vote which passed unanimously. (Odom absent)

The Arts and Human Services
Fund City share of Contemporary Art Museum project.  Mayor Meeker stated this item is already pending in the Budget and Economic Development Committee; therefore, no action is needed.

Contract with Healing Place for services.  Mayor Meeker stated this item is pending in Budget and Economic Development Committee; therefore, no action is needed.

Homeless shelter.  Mr. West asked to be provided an update on the status of the homeless emergency shelter, its operations, etc.  Mayor Meeker suggested Administration could provide a report in an informational memo or on the next agenda whichever is best.

General
Support strategic technology plan.  City Manager Allen pointed out a consultant has been hired and staff is hard at work on the strategic technology plan and will keep the Council informed.  Mayor Meeker stated no action is needed on this item.

Review staffing of Inspections and Planning Departments.  In response to questioning City Manager Allen indicated he thought the concerns related to zoning enforcement and he feels that could be handled and/or discussed during budget discussions.  Mayor Meeker pointed out there have been concerns about rooming houses and maybe the Law and Public Safety Committee could look at those issues.  Mr. Kirkman stated maybe Council members could individually give feedback to City Manager Allen concerning the staffing questions and or concerns relating to zoning inspections and/or Planning Department and all these could be addressed during budget deliberations.

Mr. Shanahan pointed out many times people come before the City Council and they have been in the process for an unfit or an unsafe housing situation for 150 days or more.  They request the Council to give more time and many times the Council complies.  He stated many times these situations are brought forward because of neighbors concerns and it might be useful for the Council to revisit the processes.  Mr. West pointed out the issues and the problems associated with rooming houses seem to be a great concern and he feels there maybe serious problems.  Mayor Meeker suggested letting Administration report back on zoning enforcement issues, need for personnel, etc.  Mr. Kirkman pointed out the Council had received a report about tightening up on enforcement as it relates to public nuisances.  He talked about the Gastonia ordinance which has speeded up the process and at the same time helps protect the people.  He stated Chapel Hill, Ashville and some cities in Pennsylvania have expedited processes and maybe we should look at those.  He stated Administration is working on a report.  Inspections Director Ellis pointed a report could be given within the next few weeks.  Mr. Kirkman stated maybe we could lump all of these questions together.  Mr. Hunt stated another question relates to utilities going through natural protected areas.  After brief discussion it was agreed the timing and process issue go to the City Attorney for a report back, the staffing issues and report on expedited processes to Administration and utilities going through naturally protected areas be referred to the Comprehensive Planning Committee.

Start construction on first phase of Hillsborough Street Plan (July 1, 2002) and review parking resources.  Mayor Meeker suggested this item go to Budget and Economic Development Committee.  Without objection the item was so referred.

Create nine-member Neighborhood and Environmental Quality Advisory Board.  Mayor Meeker suggested reserving discussion on this item for Work Session.  He stated Work Sessions have not been established but he would hope we could have them on the Thursday after the second Council meeting of each month, that could be determined later.  It was agreed to refer the item to Work Session.

Review parks and rights-of-way maintenance.  Mayor Meeker suggested the item be referred to Parks, Recreation and Greenway Advisory Board.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Kirkman.  Mayor Meeker stated we may want to get a report from the Board and then consider referring it to one of the Committees, possibly Public Works Committee.  Without objection the item was referred to Parks, Recreation and Greenway Advisory Board.

Review English as second language capabilities of emergency and protective services.  Mayor Meeker suggested this item go to HRHRAC.  City Manager Allen stated the Council may wish for Administration to provide a report or update on what the City is doing in that area.  Mayor Meeker suggested referring the item to Administration for a report back to Council.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Kirkman and put to a vote which passed unanimously.  (Odom absent)

Enhance synchronization of traffic lights.  City Manager Allen pointed out Administration does have some things in the works on this issue and maybe the Council would want to wait and receive a report from Administration.  Mayor Meeker suggested referring the item to Administration for staff report back to Council.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Kirkman.  Brief discussion took place as to when the report would be available and whether money had been approved for a consultant to help with the work.  Mayor Meeker suggested referring the item to Administration for a report back to Council.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Kirkman and put to a vote which passed unanimously. (Odom absent)  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

Improve intersections with Level E and Level F service.  City Manager Allen pointed out Administration probably needs to have some direction on this item, questioning if Mayor Meeker is talking about certain intersections, all intersections or what.  Mayor Meeker stated he is referring to those intersections that have Level E and F service and what we can do to improve that service.  He stated as to which intersections he feels we should identify all of those in the City and come up with a plan to improve all.  City Manager Allen pointed out this would require a lot of staff or consultant time.  Mayor Meeker suggested the item be referred to Public Works Committee to get the direction and charge further defined.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Kirkman and put to a vote which passed unanimously.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

SHANAHAN’S RESOLUTIONS – VARIOUS – TO BE PLACED ON JANUARY 2, 2002 AGENDA FOR CONSIDERATION

Mr. Shanahan presented Council members with the following packet of resolutions for consideration.

A resolution to establish standards of conduct and decorum for City Council meetings and other public meetings in which City Council members participate.

A resolution to establish new fiscal control requirements for the submission of proposals requiring budget amendments.

A resolution to grant a blanket excusal to Charles Meeker on certain matters relating to the Triangle Transit Authority and to clarify the procedure to use in requesting and securing excuses for voting based on conflicts of interest.  Mr. Shanahan pointed out the City Attorney had provided Council members with a memorandum regarding conflict of interest.  He stated in the situation of a lawyer it is a little more complicated and given the fact Mr. Meeker’s law firm did represent the TTA that rather than every time something come up and Mr. Meeker have to request excusal he feels it would be good to have the blanket excusal.  He stated this would create a vehicle other Council members may want to use if there is an item that comes before the Council with any regularity.

A resolution to establish priorities for guiding the Raleigh City Council in its 2002-2003 budget process.  Mr. Shanahan pointed out the Council may want to reserve discussion on this proposed resolution at a work session.  He stated it is important that the Council follow budget mandates and he feels the Council should commit itself to no increase in the tax rate.  He read from the proposed resolution.

A resolution to modify the position of the Raleigh City Council relating to the location of stations on the route of the proposed Phase I of the Triangle Transit Authority rail system.  Mr. Shanhan pointed out he was surprised when reading a recent newspaper article that there is no intent of putting a rail station in North Raleigh in Phase I.  He stated the previous Council had been asked and had voted on the proposal but now we have a proposal on the table that is different than what City Council is on record of voting on.  He stated we are talking about a $1 million rail system that doesn’t go to the airport or Southeast Raleigh and now it is not proposed to go to North Raleigh.  He stated the Council should consider withdrawing its previous statement.  He stated he is very concerned that Raleigh is on record of being committed to one proposal and he fears that could be construed to Raleigh being committed to the proposal on the table.  He stated he would like to revisit that item.

Mayor Meeker suggested the five resolutions be placed on the January 2, 2002 agenda for further discussion.

ADVISORY COMMITTEES – CARRYING OUT FUNCTIONS – REFERRED TO BUDGET AND ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT COMMITTEE

Mr. West pointed out the City Council adopted Resolution 1996-170 which is a resolution to reiterate the responsibilities of City boards and commissions in carrying out their assigned functions under the various enabling laws and resolutions under which they were created.  He indicated there is concern on the part of some that the wording of this resolution is a little restrictive and prohibits the various boards from carrying out some of their responsibilities and he would like to review this resolution.  He moved that the item be referred to Budget and Economic Development Committee.  His motion was seconded by Ms. Cowell and put to a vote which passed unanimously.  (Odom absent)

CAC’S UTILIZATION – REFERRED TO WORK SESSION

Mr. West talked about the organization of the CAC’s explaining we have a great vehicle in place but he feels it is probably under utilized.  He talked about the Houston Texas neighborhood program pointing out he has heard about the success of that program.  He suggested the possibility of looking at the utilization of the CAC’s to see if there is someway to expand or amend the program.  He suggested this could be reserved for a future work session possibly in January.  Without further discussion the item was referred to Work Session.

ADVISORY BOARDS – CHARGES – ADMINISTRATION TO PROVIDE REPORT ON HRHRAC

Mr. West stated he had been asked to serve as a City Council liaison to HRHRAC.  He pointed out he knew some changes have been made in terms of responsibilities of that group and he would suggest the Council be provided with a report which provides information on the charges to the various boards and commissions.  He stated he talked to representatives of several boards and commissions and they seem to be unsure of their charge and unsure of their responsibilities.  He asked that Administration provide information on the charge to each board and commission.  Mayor Meeker suggested rather than going into a full scale report he would suggest Administration provide information on the charge of HRHRAC and that could be done either in an informational memo or at the Council table and the Council could take other action at that point.

DECEMBER 18 COUNCIL MEETING – NO ACTION TAKEN TO SCHEDULE MEETING

Mayor Meeker pointed out the Council normally meets 2 times per month but the December 18 Council meeting had been cancelled by the previous Council.  He stated with all the work before the Council he would move that the Council establish a second meeting in December to be held on Tuesday, December 18, 2001 at 1:00 p.m.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Kirkman.

Mr. Shanahan pointed out the last City Council has adopted a schedule of meetings for 2001 and that did not include a December 18, 2001 meeting.  He pointed out generally staff uses that time to close out the year, take vacation, complete unfinished business, etc.  He pointed out in addition the Mayor had suggested scheduling work sessions for the next year and that will call for an increased demand on staff.  He stated if there is a good reason to have a meeting he would support it, but he does not know of a good reason at this point.  The Committees could start their work and make their recommendations to the first meeting in January.  Ms. Hunt pointed out there are plenty of assignments the Committees could start work on.

Mr. Kirkman pointed out Mr. Shanahan had brought up one of the issues he had planned to discussed during Council concern and that relates to the Triangle Transit Authority’s latest report on station location.  He stated he understands they are going to try to make their final decisions by the end of the year and he does not feel the City of Raleigh has a clear stance on the proposals.  He pointed out it would be good if that item could be taken in Committee and then the City Council take a strong stance on the issue.  He stated the item could be discussed in the Committee and the Council could let the Committee report to the TTA.  He stated what the press is reporting about a North Raleigh station location is not totally accurate.  Mayor Meeker stated there is a real estate matter that the Council may need to act on by December 31.  Mr. Kirkman questioned if the Mayor is thinking of having a full agenda for the December 18 meeting with Mayor Meeker stating he was thinking of having a normal meeting.  Mr. Isley stated the precedent seems to have been set.  Staff has developed their schedule and probably has plans in place.  He stated he would rather go with what has already been approved, explaining we can have a special meeting if necessary to discuss the items mentioned by Mr. Kirkman and the Mayor.  Ms. Cowell stated if we do have a meeting she would lean toward a small agenda.

After brief discussion, Mayor Meeker suggested no action be taken to schedule a December 18 Council meeting but if items came up such as the TTA or the real estate matter that needs to be acted upon prior to the next regular schedule meeting a special meeting could be set.

REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION OF THE CITY MANAGER

SUBDIVISION S-130-2000 – SULGRAVE – REQUEST FOR STORMWATER VARIANCE - APPROVED

City Manager Allen pointed out this is a 5 lot subdivision on 2.05 acres of land located on Runnymede Road at Lake Boone Trail.  The property is zoned R-4.  The subdivision was approved in July of 2001 with a condition that the plans comply with a new stormwater ordinance.  It was pointed out a the Neuse River buffers are on either side of the stream and the inside 30 foot portion of the buffer is conditioned to be undisturbed.  This makes it difficult to install a collective stormwater device.  Because of the difficulty it is requested the City Council grant a variance for stormwater compliance.  Mr. Kirkman pointed out he had reviewed the plan and he does not feel there is any other way to meet the requirements.  He stated he believes what is being proposed is a win-win situation.  Mr. Hunt stated he had not had an opportunity to review this item and he would like to see the plans.  Without objection it was agreed to hold the item until later in the meeting.

Later in the meeting, Mr. Hunt stated he had an opportunity to look at the plans and he has no problems; therefore, he would move approval of the variance as it relates to S-130-2000 – Sulgrave Manor.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Kirkman and put to a vote which passed unanimously.  (Odom absent)  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

JOINT HEARING BEFORE CITY COUNCIL/PLANNING COMMISSION

ZONING, TEXT CHANGES, COMPREHENSIVE PLAN AND FLOODPLAIN AMENDMENTS – CONTINUED HEARINGS – HELD – ITEMS REFERRED TO THE PLANNING COMMISSION

The City Council and Planning Commission held a joint hearing on Tuesday, November 20, 2001, to consider zoning cases, text changes as well as comprehensive plan and floodplain amendments.  Due to an error by the City’s newspaper advertising agent, the notice of the hearing did not meet State statute requirements; therefore, the hearings on November 20, 2001 were held open and it was directed that they be placed on this agenda for further input.  A quorum of the Planning Commission was present.
The Mayor opened the hearing on the following cases:

Z-70-2001 – East Edenton Street – No one asked to be heard.

Z-71-2001 – Lead Mine Road – No one asked to be heard.

Z-72-2001 – North Hills Drive – No one asked to be heard.

Z-73-2001 – Edwards Mill Road – No one asked to be heard.

Z-74-2001 – Edwards Mill Road – Craig Ralph explained the location, the history of the property and the hope that if the rezoning is approved the land can be combined with the adjacent property being developed by Bentley Homes.  A woman indicated she grew up on this property.  She stated the Mangums sold 1 acre of land to her father and that was the only property the Mangum’s sold to outsiders.  She stated about 11 years ago they put the property on the market and got an offer for $300,000 for the 1 acre, but at that point they found out a proposed road comes through the middle of the property.  She stated that was totally new to everybody involved.  They had no idea there was a road proposed to go through the property.  She stated once that road right-of-way is taken there will be less than a ½ acre that will be usable.  She stated they have been paying tax on 1 acre for over 45 years.  She stated there is nothing they can do with that small amount of land unless they can get it rezoned and combined with the Bentley Ridge Development.  She requested the Council to consider their rezoning.  No one else asked to be heard.

Z-75-2001 – Old Poole Road – No one asked to be heard.

Z-76-2001 – Rock Quarry Road – Phillip Carver, 5104 Rock Quarry Road, presented a copy of a notice of adverse possession.  He pointed out he has fenced in the property, the owner had allowed them to take it so they are going to.  He spoke of errors in the petition and talked about the proposal before the Council and what the petitioner plans to do.  He talked about inaccuracies or left out information on the petition, expressed concern about the advertisement and questioned why the City of Raleigh is involved in extending the water line and given free water.

Z-77-2001 – Jefferson Lane – No one asked to be heard.

Z-78-2001 – Falls of Neuse/Litchford Road – No one asked to be heard.

Z-79-2001 – Tryon Road – No one asked to be heard.  The City Clerk indicated she had been advised by Bruce Mamel, West CAC, that that group voted 34-0 for denial of the case.

Z-80-2001 – Avent Ferry Road/Gorman Street – No one asked to be heard.  The City Clerk reported she had received a report from Bruce Mamel, West CAC, which indicated that group voted 37-1 for denial of this case.

Z-82-2001 – North Boylan Avenue/West Johnson Street – No one asked to be heard.

CP-35-01 – Falls of Neuse/Spring Forest Community Focus Area – No one asked to be heard.

CP-36-01 – Ashton/Terrymore Community Focus Designation – No one asked to be heard.

CP-40-01 – Wake Crossroads – No one asked to be heard.

CP-42-01 – Update of System Plans – No one asked to be heard.

CP-44-01 – Annual Update of Comprehensive Plan – No one asked to be heard.

CP-45-01 – Pine Knoll Drive Collector Street Revisions – No one asked to be heard.

TC-12-01 – Excessive Tree Trimming – Christine M. Baermann, 501 East Whitaker Mill Road, presented a prepared statement in support of TC-12-01.  She stated this would encourage commercial landowners to maintain trees in their natural form and it is only fitting that Raleigh respect the standard practices endorsed by the American National Standards Institute.  She stated the health of our citizenry depends heavily on the City’s tree canopy to clear the polluted air caused by our high population of SUV’s and the like.  She stated the City’s attractiveness also depends on the tree canopy to soften the urban landscape.  The comforting visual friendliness of the normal trees encourages our diverse population to reject violence or good will or public harmony.  She stated the present, minuscule $100 fine means nothing to owners who wish to butcher their trees.  It only encourages their ignorance or selfish intent.  They can gain visibility by lawfully trimming lower branches.

Ms. Baermann also spoke in support of TC-3-01 which will control outdoor lighting and nearby excessive glare.

TC-13-2001 – Two Attached Townhomes on Private Streets – No one asked to be heard.

TC-14-01 – Infill Projects – No one asked to be heard.

FP-3-01 – Beaver Dam Creek – No one asked to be heard.

FP-4-01 – Neuse River Tributary – No one asked to be heard.

The Mayor closed the hearings on each items and referred all the zoning cases, text changes, comprehensive plan and floodplain amendments to the Planning Commission.

CEMETERY RELOCATION – BRANDYWINE LLC - APPROVED

Richard Moore, representing Brandywine LLC, requested permission for removal of approximately 75 graves in an area east of Falls of Neuse Road, north of Dunn Road and approximately 1,000 feet southwest of the Neuse River.  He stated originally they had proposed to reinter the graves approximately 200 yards from the original site.  He stated however after meeting with representatives of the Dunn Family, the reinterments would be approximately a mile away.  Mr. Moore explained a surveyor identified the potential cemetery and explained General Statute 65 outlines what must occur to relocate a cemetery.  He talked about identifying 9 living defendants, having written approval from 3 of the 9 and oral approval of all known living heirs, advertisements that are taking place and explaining the last notice will be on December 27.  He stated they hoped to relocate the graves sometime in January.  He pointed out there will be a plaque identifying the Dunn Cemetery.

City Attorney McCormick explained the procedure pointing out it is the Council’s obligation to ensure that all of the requirements of the General Statutes have been complied with.  He pointed out the Statute doesn’t require the heirs to consent to the relocation, just sets out the process by which the graves can be relocated.  City Attorney McCormick stated it is his opinion the requirements have been met.  Mr. Hunt moved approval of the request.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Kirkman and put to a vote which passed unanimously.  (Odom absent)  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

MARTIN LUTHER KING, JR. GARDENS – INSTALLATION OF MEMORIAL BELL – APPROVED CONDITIONALLY

Bruce Lightner was at the meeting to request permission to install a memorial bell dedicated to the September 11th tragedy and to reinforce symbolically the noble principles of freedom and equality for all.  He stated this does not require any capital or budgetary consideration on the part of the City.  He pointed out they would like to proceed with unveiling the bell at the public ceremony during the annual wreath laying on January 19, 2002 and would request that the City Parks and Recreation Department oversee the installation.  Mr. West moved approval of the installation of the bell with the understanding the Parks and Recreation staff will oversee the installation and concur in the location.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Hunt and put to a vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative. (Odom absent)  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

POLLOCK PARK PLACE – REQUEST FOR PLAN AND BUDGET – REFERRED TO PUBLIC WORKS COMMITTEE AND BUDGET AND ECONOMICAL DEVELOPMENT COMMITTEE

Amy Baker, 3015 Ruffin Court, pointed out she lives in a very young neighborhood and they have been working on issues and have established the need for a neighborhood park that could be accessed by bike, walking, etc.  She indicated the area is bounded by Meredith College, Dix and Wade Avenue.  She stated now they have to drive to a park and neighborhood representatives started discussing the need for a small park in their area.  She explained they have been working with people at the Parks and Recreation Department and have developed some plans for the neighbors who have expertise to help with building swings, sand boxes, sculptures, landscaping, etc.  She pointed out they have developed a plan and have worked with the neighborhoods to make sure they are in agreement.  They have had fund raising activities and have raised $2,000 to try to jump-start this effort.  She stated the plan they have developed will cost some $65,000 and that includes fencing, art gardens, swings, etc. to help them develop a community gathering place.  She stated she had started looking into public private partnerships and the University Park Homeowners Association has pledged some $750 and a couple of the stores and restaurants in the neighborhood have pledged some $500 each.  She stated the neighbors are interested in helping purchase and maintain equipment and have expressed interest in naming donated equipment in honor or memory of certain people.  She pointed out she is looking into matching grants and told of the various groups she has or is going to be making contact with.  She stated she is before the City to ask the City for a commitment of $25,000 and to allow moving forward with this park.  

Mr. Isley pointed out Ms. Baker’s research and work is very impressive.  Mr. Kirkman suggested sending the item to Public Works Committee for a quick review.  Mr. Shanahan pointed out once the Public Works Committee had worked with developing a plan the City will need to determine if it wants to fund the request; therefore he would suggest that the item also go to the Budget and Economic Development Committee.  Without objection the item was referred to Public Works and Budget and Economic Development Committee.

TEXT CHANGE – IMPERVIOUS SURFACE AVERAGING – REQUEST FOR PUBLIC HEARING - AUTHORIZE

Richard Cottingham, representing North Raleigh United Methodist Church, to requested the Council to authorize a public hearing to evaluate and consider a text change to allow impervious surface averaging or density averaging as it relates to the reservoir watershed protection areas.  Mr. Cottingham pointed out he is an engineer and also a member of the church.  

Mayor Meeker pointed out his firm has done some work with Mr. Cottingham’s firm but had noting to do with this issue or the church; therefore, he does not feel he has a conflict.

Mr. Cottingham pointed out he had been working with the Planning staff and Deputy City Attorney Botvinick on this issue but no final draft has been developed.  Mr. Hunt stated no one wants to do anything to hurt our water supply and he just wants to make sure there is nothing in Mr. Cottingham’s proposal that would have a negative impact.  Mr. Cottingham indicated nothing would be developed that would exceed what would have been allowed on each parcel that it could not be any worst or have anymore impact then if it were individual parcels.  He stated basically he feels it would help improve the situation that is allow things to be group together or for instance have a single retention pond rather than multi-retention pond.  She stated they are grandfathered do not have water and sewer and the alternative to this would be to replace impervious surface with impervious surface.  Mr. Shanahan spoke briefly pointing out a public hearing would give everyone and opportunity to be heard.  By general consensus, the Council agreed to recommend a public hearing be advertised for January.

MATTERS SCHEDULED FOR PUBLIC HEARING

SIDEWALK ASSESSMENT ROLL 311 – NEW BERN AVENUE – HEARING – TO BE PLACED ON JANUARY 2, 2002 AGENDA

This was a hearing to consider adoption of a resolution confirming charges outlined in Sidewalk Assessment Roll 311, New Bern Avenue, according to charges outlined by Resolution 2001-180 adopted on November 2, 2001.  The Mayor opened the hearing.  Henry Hall spoke about problems at 509 and 507 New Bern Avenue.  He pointed out about a year ago the city installed the sidewalk.  He explained the surroundings which includes a median in New Bern Avenue at this location, speed limits and the number of accidents that have occurred in this area.  He talked an accident which damaged a cinder block wall at this location.  He explained he was told he had no purchase the cinder blocks to make the repairs and wondered why he had to do that since he had to pay for the sidewalk installation.  He told about purchasing the cinder blocks, calling the City, showing a City employee where the blocks were stacked and the fact that the blocks had disappeared.  He stated when the sidewalk was built it was higher than the yard and told of problems he has had.  He talked about the assessment, his taxes, senior citizen, discounts, etc.

Ms. Hall, 1507 New Bern Avenue, pointed out her house is lower than the sidewalk ad when it rains it floods her yard and water runs under the house.  After brief discussion it  was agreed to hold confirmation of the charges and get a report from Administration and place the item on the January 2, 2002 agenda for further consideration.

PAVING ASSESSMENT ROLL 846 – SCOTLAND STREET – HEARING – TO BE PLACED ON JANUARY 2, 2002 AGENDA

This was a hearing to consider adoption of a resolution confirming charges outlined in Paving Assessment Roll 846, Scotland Street resurfacing, according to charges outlined in Resolution 2001-181 adopted on November 7, 2001.  The Mayor opened the hearing.  No one asked to be heard.  The City Clerk pointed out just prior to the meeting she had received a letter from Ross L. Gordon, 500 Scotland Street, outlining concerns about having to pay for the resurfacing as he has already paid for resurfacing on an adjacent street.  The letter indicates Mr. Gordon lives on a corner lot.  Mr. Isley asked to have an opportunity to read the letter before further action.  The Mayor closed the hearing and directed the item be placed on the January 2, 2002 agenda for further consideration.

PAVING ASSESSMENT ROLL 847 – LAMBSHIRE DRIVE – HEARING – RESOLUTION CONFIRMING CHARGES ADOPTED

This was a hearing to consider adoption of a resolution confirming charges as outlined in Paving Assessment Roll 847, Lambshire Drive resurfacing, according to charges outlined in Resolution 2001-182 adopted on November 7, 2001.  The Mayor opened the hearing.  Barbara Page Bullock expressed appreciation for the work done and the work done by staff in this and other matters coming before the City.  She expressed appreciation for the resurfacing.  No one else asked to be heard, thus the hearing was closed.  Mayor Meeker moved adoption of a resolution confirming charges as outlined.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Kirkman and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  (Odom absent)  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.  See Resolution 213.

PAVING ASSESSMENT ROLL 848 – GARLAND DRIVE RESURFACING – HEARING – RESOLUTION CONFIRMING CHARGES ADOPTED

This was a hearing to consider adoption of a resolution of confirming charges outlined in Paving Assessment Roll 848, Garland Drive resurfacing, according to charges outlined in Resolution 2001-183 adopted on November 7, 2001.  The Mayor opened the hearing.  No one asked to be heard, thus the hearing was closed.  Mr. Hunt moved adoption of the confirming resolution as outlined.  His motion was seconded by Ms. Cowell and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  (Odom absent) The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.  See Resolution 214.

WATER ASSESSMENT ROLL 1249 AS AMENDED – BUFFALOE ROAD – HEARING – RESOLUTION CONFIRMING CHARGES ADOPTED

This was a hearing to consider adoption of a resolution confirming charges outlined in Water Assessment Roll 1249A as amended, Buffaloe Road, according to charges outlined in Resolution 2001-184 adopted on November 7, 2001.  The Mayor opened the hearing.  No one asked to be heard, thus the hearing was closed.  Mr. West moved adoption of a confirming resolution as outlined.  His motion was seconded by Ms. Cowell and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  (Odom absent) The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.  See Resolution 215.

STREET IMPROVEMENTS – LAKE BOONE TRAIL – HEARING – REFERRED TO ADMINISTRATION FOR REPORT BACK TO COUNCIL

This was a hearing to receive public input on the proposal to widen Lake Boone Trail between I-440 and Wycliff Road from the existing 4/5 lane facility to a 5/6 lane facility with landscaped median sections and sidewalks on both sides of the road.  Assessments will apply for sidewalks.

Engineer Sykes explained the project, history, accident rate, the design and the fact that assessment would apply for sidewalks only in location where sidewalks do not presently exist.  The Mayor opened the hearing.  Mr. Kirkman pointed out some of the trees will be taken and questioned if the Appearance Commission has looked at the design and made comments.  Mr. Sykes stated he did not believe they have.  Mr. Kirkman pointed out when we have road projects such as this, particularly some of the widenings, he feels it would be a good idea to get comments from the Appearance Commission.  Mayor Meeker agreed and opened the hearing to the public.

Joe L. Jernigan, P. O. Box 52328, Durham, North Carolina, representing the developer of the southwest corner of Lake Boone Trail and 440, explained they demolished the buildings that were there and are constructing new 3-story buildings.  He explained in the summer of ’98 when they came to the City to discuss the concept they were given all of the regulations and restraints.  They were told they would have to provide 5 feet of right-of-way for Lake Boone Trail widening.  They submitted the plans, went through all of the processes, etc. and then were told they needed to give another 12 ½ feet of right-of-way.  He pointed out the site was confined to start with and is really confined now.  They went back to the drawing board and redesigned in order to provide the additional right-of-way.  They have lost parking spaces but they were ready to move forward with the project.  They got their permit and started construction and they were then told the City needed to have improvements to the stormwater design and they needed to install a 48 inch pipe etc., then comes the sidewalk construction and cost.  He explained they are very much interested in being a good citizen and working with the community and the City; however, they have gone through extreme hardship of giving up right-of-way, working with new drainage easement, etc.  They are just concerned.  After brief discussion it was agreed to refer the item to Administration to get a comment from the Appearance Commission and a report from Administration and place the item on the January 2, 2002 agenda for further actions.

The Mayor opened the hearing.  No one asked to be heard, thus the hearing was closed.  Mr. Shanahan moved adoption of ordinances annexing the properties effective December 31, 2001 and adoption of a resolution placing the property in the appropriate electoral districts.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Kirkman and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  (Odom absent)  The Mayor ruled the motion adopt.  See Ordinances 132, 133, 134, 135, 136, 137 and Resolution 216.

SEWER EASEMENT EXCHANGE – THISTLEDOWN APARTMENTS – HEARING – RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING EXCHANGE ADOPTED

This was a hearing to receive public comment on the proposal to exchange City of Raleigh sanitary sewer easement relating to Thistledown Apartments.  If following the hearing the council wishes to proceed, it would be appropriate to adopt a resolution authorizing the exchange.  The Mayor opened the hearing.  No one asked to be heard, thus the hearing was closed.

Mr. Kirkman questioned if this proposed exchanged would infringe on the conservation easement with it being pointed out it would not.  Public Utilities Director Crisp explained the location and the proposed exchange.  Mayor Meeker moved approval of the exchange as advertised.  His motion was seconded by Ms. Cowell and put to a vote which passed unanimously.  (Odom absent)  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.  See Resolution 217.

HARRINGTON GROVE/NORTH EXETER WAY – VARIOUS ACTIONS TAKEN

Mayor Meeker pointed out there has been discussion between the neighborhood, developer and staff as well as various Council members concerning the Harrington Grove/North Exeter Way matter.

He invited all those present at the Council meeting to come forward to discuss this item.

Attorney Tom Worth, representing the developer, went over the seven points that were under discussion.  He talked about agreement with the fee-in-lieu of, various approvals and issues that are not under the purview of his client.  He asked to put the City on notice that based on his meetings with Chief Engineer Sykes that the estimated expense of removing the 72 inch pipe will exceed the fee-in-lieu of and his client will expect to be reimbursed for the amount over the fee-in-lieu of amount.  Attorney Worth pointed out he had provided the Council members with a letter which he feels brings into focus the various issues and he would employ the Council to take action one way or another so they can move forward with their project.

Brenda Measamer representing the Homeowners Association pointed out their goal is and has been to get the creek restored, the pipes removed, the creek and the banks restored, have those inspected by a reliable source and when they are satisfied the Homeowners Association would grant the developer utility easements for water, sewer and gas.  She stated their attorney would hold the easement documents as his office until the restoration efforts are completed and accepted.  She talked about the standards to make sure the creek bed and bank restoration is done properly.

Mayor Meeker questioned the comments made by Mr. Worth relative to his client being reimbursed for any expenses over the fee-in-lieu of amount.  He stated he was not aware of work that would have to be done in which the city would provide reimbursement.  City manager Allen pointed out the city was requiring the developer to put the road in and now we would be requiring them to take the road out and that is where the pipe and creek disruption comes in.  He stated it doesn’t seem reasonable for the City to have to reimburse the developer.  He pointed out that had not been discussed.  Attorney Worth stated he believes when the banks and creek bed are restored the cost will exceed the fee-in-lieu calculation.  He explained how the fee works and pointed out it is his understanding the total cost is about $108,000.  The pipes are in place and explained the expense in taking those out.  Mayor Meeker stated he is uncomfortable with moving forward with something that would require the City to reimburse the developer with various Council members agreeing.  The timing and who would provide what when was discussed.  Also discussed was the standard or who would decide the stream restoration and bank restoration is done in an acceptable manner.  The possibility of having Tom Slater give his recommendations was discussed by the neighborhood representatives.  Other discussion related to the road right-of-way with the homeowners representatives suggesting that 6 or 9 months after Leesville Road is opened and operational they could make a recommendation as to whether the extension of North Exeter Way is needed.  It was suggested that North Exeter Way have a “T” turn around.  Who would make that decision or how that decision would be made was talked about with it being agreed the homeowners association could make recommendations but it would be the Council’s decision as to whether the road extension is needed, and if it was decided the road extension is needed then the City could begin negotiations or discussions as to how to obtain the right-of-way.  After discussion on which elements could be agreed upon and various motions it was unanimously agreed the homeowners association will grant water, sewer and gas rights-of-way immediately, will agree to accept restorations of the stream bed and banks made by the developer as approved by the Corps of Engineers and DWQ, developer will post a $50,000 bond or letter of credit prior to utility construction to ensure the restoration is done.  Administration will continue to negotiate the fee-in-lieu with the developer and consider making a “T” at the end of the street to make it easier to turn around.  Approximately 9 to 12 months after Leesville Road is completed, the City will make a determination as to the need to extend North Exeter Way and if it is determined it should be extended, the City will negotiate for road right-of-way with the homeowners association.

REPORT OF MAYOR AND COUNCIL MEMBERS

RALEIGH MARATHON – PROBLEMS – COUNCIL MEMBERS TO WORK WITH ADMINISTRATION

Councillor Isley pointed out he is a member of Christ Church and he has learned that every church in the downtown was dismayed when they realized many of their parishioners could not get to church on time last Sunday because of the marathon being run in Downtown Raleigh.  He stated marathons are wonderful and he does not want to keep them from happening; however, he would like for us to look at how marathons, parades or other such events disrupts church services, museums and other downtown locations.  He stated we need to take a look at how we issue these permits.

Mayor Meeker pointed out we do hear from people every time there is a race.  He stated maybe we could have a review, look at the policies, how things are approved, etc.  City Manager Allen questioned if this is an ongoing problem or just a marathon with it being pointed out it basically relates to the marathon.  Mr. West stated there had been some serious problems and he had set up a meeting with some of the ministers and other organizations and thought they had come up with some solutions.  He pointed out Police Officers Capucille and Ford were working and made efforts to get some of the kinks worked out.  He stated we need to see if we can work this one out.  He stated maybe the police department could get together and do some post-mortem discussions.  After brief discussion it was agreed that Mr. West and Mr. Isley would get together with the police department and see if they could work out some of the kinks.

SOUTHEAST RALEIGH CELEBRATION – DECEMBER 5 – COMMENTS RECEIVED

Mr. West stated he thought each Council member received an invitation to the Southeast Raleigh Celebration on December 5.  He stated he hoped all could attend.  The comments were received.

TRIANGLE TRANSIT AUTHORITY – STATION LOCATIONS – REFERRED TO COMPREHENSIVE PLANNING COMMITTEE

Mr. Kirkman asked that an item relating to Triangle Transit Authority station location be referred to the Comprehensive Planning Committee.  Without objection the item was so referred.

TRAFFIC – NAZARETH STREET – VARIOUS ACTIONS TAKEN

Mr. Kirkman indicated there is a petition to reduce the speed limit on Nazareth Street to 25mph and to take parking off Nazareth Street.  He stated George Wiggins has those petitions and will be making a recommendation.  He stated in addition to that he would suggest that Nazareth Street be added to the traffic calming list.  He stated even if the parking is removed he feels there will be problems.  Comments were received.

SIDEWALK IMPROVEMENTS – NOTIFICATION PROCESS – REFERRED TO PUBLIC WORKS COMMITTEE

Mr. Kirkman pointed out when we have a hearing on sidewalk improvements, he understand that only the people who are directly affected or who will be paying for the sidewalk are the ones who get notification.  He stated maybe we could get a better indication of whether sidewalks are needed if we could expand that notification list.  He asked that the item be referred to Public Works Committee.  Without objection the item was so referred.

STORMWATER POLICIES – INTERPRETATION – REFERRED TO PUBLIC WORKS COMMITTEE

Mr. Kirkman asked that the stormwater policy and how the staff would interpret the stormwater policies that were just recently adopted was in a statement form not an ordinance or resolution.  He suggested the item be referred to Public Works Committee as maybe we should look at it in text change form.  Without objection the item was referred to Public Works Committee.

PLANNING COMMISSION – THOMAS CROWDER APPOINTED

Mr. Hunt pointed out Dickey Thompson is the new chairperson of Raleigh Planning Commission.  Mr. Hunt stated due to his election to Council there is one vacancy on the Planning Commission.  Mr. Hunt stated he had a petition signed by 5 Council members for the nomination and appointment of Thomas Crowder to the Planning Commission.  In response to questioning, City Attorney McCormick indicated in order to appoint Mr. Crowder at this meeting the Council would have to suspend the rules relating to appointments.  Mr. Shanahan suggested the Council follow its on rules and let Mr. Crowder be nominated at this meeting for further consideration at the next meeting.  He stated he did not feel it was a good ideal to start suspending the rules.  Mr. Hunt moved the Council’s rules on appointments be suspended.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Kirkman and put to a vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative except Mr. Isley and Mr. Shanahan who voted in the negative. (Odom absent) The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

Mr. Kirkman moved that Thomas Crowder be appointed to the Planning Commission effective immediately.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Hunt and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative except Mr. Isley and Mr. Shanahan who voted in the negative. (Odom absent)  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

APPOINTMENTS

APPOINTMENTS – VARIOUS ACTIONS TAKEN

The City Clerk reported she had not received but two Council members ballots; therefore she has no report.  The following action took place.

Civil Service Commission – Industry/Management Representative - One Vacancy – No nominees.  Mayor Meeker suggested Mr. Hunt try to find someone to serve on the Civil Service Commission.

Electrical Examining Board – One Vacancy – Ron Ray has been nominated.  Mr. Meeker moved nominations be closed and Ron Ray appointed by acclamation.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Hunt and put to a vote which passed unanimously. (Odom absent).

Housing Appeals Board – Two Vacancies.  Mr. Isley nominated Will Pearce.

Telecommunications Commission – Two Vacancies – Ben Kuhn has been nominated.  Mr. Meeker moved that Mr. Kuhn be appointed to the Telecommunications Commission leaving one vacancy.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Hunt and put to a vote which passed unanimously.  (Odom absent)  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

PARKS, RECREATION, GREENWAY ADVISORY BOARD – NOMINATIONS MADE

The term of Jamie Ramsey is expiring in January.  She is eligible for reappointment and has a good attendance record.  Mr. Shanahan and Mr. Kirkman nominated Ms. Ramsey.  The item will be carried over to the next meeting.

ARTS COMMISSION – ONE VACANCY

A letter of resignation has been received from James E. Williams.  Mr. Williams cites personal health as his reason for resigning; therefore there is one vacancy for consideration.  Mayor Meeker asked Mr. West to try to find someone to serve on the Arts Commission.  The item will be carried over until the next meeting.
REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION OF THE CITY CLERK

TAX – REBATES AND/OR REFUNDS – RESOLUTION ADOPTED

Council members received in their agenda packet a proposed resolution relating to adjusting, rebating and/or refunding penalties, exceptions and relieving interest for listing of property for ad valorem tax.  Adoption of the resolution is recommended.  It is also recommended the Council approve the listing as submitted by the Wake County Tax Collector relative to clerical errors during the month of October 2001.  Mr. Shanahan moved approval.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Kirkman and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  (Odom absent) The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.  See Resolution 218.
