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COUNCIL MINUTES

The City Council of the City of Raleigh met in regular session on Tuesday, September 17, 2002, at 1:00 p.m. in the City Council Chamber, Raleigh Municipal Building, 222 West Hargett Street, Avery C. Upchurch Government Complex, Raleigh, North Carolina, with the following present.

Mayor Meeker called the meeting to order and invocation was rendered by Reverend Tom Vestal, Mount Olivet Baptist Church.  The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Deputy Mayor Kirkman.  The following items were discussed with action taken as shown.

RECOGNITION OF SPECIAL AWARDS

PERSONNEL – MASTER OFFICER CHARLES PAUL - REMEMBERED
Mayor Meeker spoke about the untimely death of Police Master Officer Charles Paul pointing out it was a terrible tragedy for the City, the family and his many friends.  He indicated Chief Perlov expressed the City’s sediments during her tribute at the funeral.  Mayor Meeker stated the procession of cars and the police officers at the cemetery was probably one of the strongest and most moving scenes he has seen in a long time.  Mayor Meeker stated he had drafted a short letter extending the Council’s sympathy to the widow and would pass it around for Council members to sign if they so desire.  He stated he had talked briefly with the City Manager about the possibility of starting a scholarship fund for Master Officer Paul’s daughter so that she would be able to attend the college of her choice.  He stated he would provide additional information on that later.  He asked everyone to stand for a moment of silence to honor Officer Paul.
WATER CONSERVATION – REPORT RECEIVED

Mayor Meeker pointed out the City received some rain over the week-end so there is really no need for citizens of Raleigh to have to water their flowers and lawns. He pointed out the citizens have responded very nicely to the water conservation efforts usage is approximately 46 million gallons per day explaining at one point of peak use we were utilizing 70 million gallons per day.  He stated he does not see the need yet to go to Stage 2 water restrictions.  He pointed out while the rain over the weekend was good the lake levels were not affected.  He stated we have a 129 day supply of water left and pointed out the drought is not over.  He stated if and when conditions become dry or usage goes up there will be discussions on going to Stage 2 water conservation but at this point it seems that the State 1 conservation efforts are working.  The comments were received.
HABITAT FOR HUMANITY – KICKOFF OF CITY EMPLOYEES HOUSE – ANNOUNCED
City Manager Allen introduced David Thompson who is an experienced employee with the City of Raleigh Engineering Department.  He stated Mr. Thompson came to him and asked to chair an effort to get City employees involved in building a Habitat for Humanity House.
David Thompson stated over the past 19 years he has been involved with the City of Raleigh and he has seen City employees become involved in many volunteer projects.  He stated however it seems that each department comes up with their own effort and he always wondered why the City employees couldn’t get together and as a family do a volunteer project.  He told about how the idea came about and his approaching the City Manager in an informal setting asking permission to move forward with such a project.  Mr. Thompson explained Biltmore Trace is a 28 lot subdivision which was approved about a year ago and the City of Raleigh employees will be working and constructing a house on Lot 12.  He introduced Pete representatives of Habitat for Humanity and Alltel Pavilion which will be the financial partner in this endeavor.  Mr. Thompson introduced Michelle Powell along with her 13 year old daughter who will be the recipient of the City employees’ house.  He asked that this day be designated as the official City of Raleigh Employee Habitat for Humanity Kickoff Program pointing out the target completion date will be the week-end after Thanksgiving.
Gregg Kirkpatrick expressed appreciation to Mr. Thompson for coming up with this idea and chairing the effort.  He stated he is very appreciative to the City and the City staff pointing out the subdivision is being built with the help of a $418,000 loan to help construct the 28 homes.  He stated without partners such as Alltel Pavilion and the City of Raleigh employees they would not be able to accomplish their mission.  He stated by the end of the year Habitat for Humanity will have completed 200 houses in Raleigh.

Mayor Meeker expressed appreciation to the City Employees and Habitat for the joint effort.

PROCLAMATION – RALEIGH CITY MUSEUM YEAR – PROCLAIMED

Mayor Meeker read a proclamation proclaiming June 2002-2003 as the Raleigh City Museum Year.  The proclamation was accepted by Chair John Cook and Mary Cates and a number of Museum Board members and staff.

John Cook, Chair of the Board, Raleigh City Museum Board expressed appreciation to the Board and the other long time volunteers who have made the Raleigh City Museum a reality.  They have worked long hard hours.  He explained the location of the museum and pointed out it is a great investment in the City and downtown.  He pointed out the museum is a property owner and is the sole place to preserve artifacts of the City of Raleigh.  He told of their efforts to develop a full time first class core exhibit containing information about the City.  He expressed appreciation to the Council for their support in the past and pointed out he looks forward to a great continued working relationship.
Mary Cates pointed out the Raleigh City Museum started in the Municipal Building in the City Council conference room.  A very prestigious place and it was not hard to get people involved.  She told of how discussions about the Museum got started with the help of former City Manager Dempsey Benton who allowed Brenda Culbreth to work with the group.  She stated Gail Smith was a wonderful resource person.  She talked about a public hearing in the Council Chamber to see the interest in having a City Museum.  She expressed appreciation to the Council for the help that has been given to the Museum and stated everyone if very proud of the Museum and expect to have the continued support of the City.
CONSENT AGENDA

CONSENT AGENDA – APROVED AS AMENDED

Mayor Meeker presented the Consent Agenda indicating all items are considered to be routine and may be enacted by one motion.  If a Councillor requests discussion on an item, the item will be removed from the Consent Agenda and considered separately.  Mayor Meeker stated the vote on the Consent Agenda will be a roll call vote and explained he had received a request from Mr. Hunt to withdraw the item relating to the Community Development one-year action plan.  Without objection that item was withdrawn from the Consent Agenda.  Mr. Odom moved Administration’s recommendation on the remaining items on the consent agenda be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Mayor Meeker and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.  The items on the consent agenda were as follows:  
BOARD OF ADJUSTMENT APPLICATION – 3301 WINDBERRY STREET – CITY MANAGER AUTHORIZED TO SIGN

The City owns surplus real property at 3301Windberry Street.  The City Council passed Resolution (2002) 392 on May 7, 2002 granting the City authority to sell this surplus real property to Akbar B. Ostadi for $21,500.  This lot is located on the corner of Millbrook Road, Ponderosa Road, and Windberry Street.  When Millbrook Road was widened it took a significant portion of the lot, which along with the easements on the lot, has narrowed the building envelope considerably.  Mr. Ostadi is seeking a variance from the City due to the lot having an insufficient building envelope for his plan.  He has submitted an application for a variance with the Board of Adjustment that needs to be signed by the City Manager, since the property is still owned by the City.

Recommendation:  Allow the City Manager to sign the application for a variance with the Board of Adjustment for the City so Mr. Ostadi can submit this variance application to the Board of Adjustment.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Odom/Meeker – 8 ayes.
BENSON DRIVE IMPROVEMENTS – REMOVED FROM CIP

The Capital Improvements Program contains a project to construct Benson Drive as a 41-foot street with sidewalk on one side from St. Albans Drive to Dresser Court.  This project was conditionally approved provided the property owners dedicated the appropriate rights of way and easements with assessments to apply for curb and gutter, sidewalk, water, and sewer. The owners have declined to participate in the project.

Recommendation:  That this project be removed from the Capital Improvements Program and that the available funding be used to fund design of improvements to the Falls of Neuse Road/Millbrook intersection currently in the adopted Capital Improvements Program.  This project is currently on the contingency plan for dealing with the withholding of City revenues by the State of North Carolina.  This change in the Capital Improvements Program would allow this important transportation improvement to stay on schedule.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Odom/Meeker – 8 ayes.

CITY MARKET PRODUCE VENDORS – RENT INCREASE – AUTHORIZED – BUDGET AMENDMENT APPROVED
A rent increase is proposed for the City Market Produce Vendors located at 333 Blake Street.  The City Community Development Department has been responsible for all utility costs at this property and the utility costs have increased over the years exceeding the amount of rent received.  There are two vendors who currently pay $209/month and $169/month, respectively, depending on the number of produce tables and appliances they use.  The rents have never been increased.  The vendors are agreeable to the increase.  A 22% rent increase to cover the utilities and property maintenance is proposed.

Recommendation:  Approval to renew the City Market Produce Vendor’s lease with the rent increase effective October 1, 2002 on a month-to-month basis and the following budget amendment:

SOLID WASTE SERVICES – ORDINANCE CHANGE – APPROVED

Since it is more cost effective to provide solid waste collection to multi-family developments of six (6) or more units by a common collection facility (dumpster(s) rather than residential collection crews, an amendment is proposed to change the City Code, Section 7-2204 (a) (1) and Section 7-2004 (a) (2) that would reduce the existing number of units from ten (10) to six (6).  A copy of the proposed ordinance was in the agenda packet.
Recommendation:  That the Council approve the proposed ordinance change to become effective October 1, 2002.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Odom/Meeker – 8 ayes.  See Ordinance 290.

Recommendation:  That these annexation petitions be acknowledged and that the Council request the City Clerk to check their sufficiency pursuant to State Statutes, except as noted below, and if found sufficient advertise for public hearings on Wednesday, November 6, 2002.
Because the existing residence at 7616 Ray Road is connecting to City water only and the other utility is not presently available, it is recommended that annexation of this property be deferred at this time.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Odom/Meeker – 8 ayes.

MUNCIPAL AGREEMENT – U.S. 64 BYPASS – APPROVED

The North Carolina Department of Transportation (NCDOT) has developed agreements for construction of the US 64 Bypass from I-440 (Beltline) to the future Eastern Wake Expressway. Copies of the agreements are included in the agenda package. Key points of the agreements and the design are:
Access to Anderson Point Park and pump station will be maintained at all times, unless otherwise approved by the City.
NCDOT will construct a bridge, with sidewalk, over the railroad connecting Rogers Lane to the park at no cost to the City.
Water, electrical, and telephone service will be maintained at all times, unless otherwise approved by the City.
A brick privacy wall will be constructed at no cost to the City on the park side to screen vehicles on the roadway from the park.
The Neuse River Bridge will be designed to accommodate the greenway system.
The construction will be contained within the 200-foot right of way, to the maximum extent possible, and will approximate the grade of the railroad through the park.
The project requires two parcels of land managed by the Parks and Recreation Department (9.25 acres), six parcels (12.59 acres) managed by the Public Utilities Department for right of way purposes, and an additional 4.21 acres of Parks and/or Public Utility property for drainage and temporary construction easements. An offer of $298,915 for the Parks right of way and $153,450 for the Public Utilities right-of-way (total $452,365) has been proposed by NCDOT as a settlement.

Recommendation:  Approval of the municipal agreements and right of way settlement with NCDOT for a total of $452,365.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Odom/Meeker – 8 ayes.  See Resolutions 554 and 555.

STREET CLOSINGS – VARIOUS LOCATIONS – APPROVED CONDITIONALLY

The agenda presented the following requests for temporary street closings.
Alan Gray requests permission to close the 300 block of Linden Avenue between East Lane Street and Oakwood Avenue on Saturday, September 28, 2002, from 1:00 p.m. to 2:30 p.m. to hold a neighborhood block party.
John Cassidy requests permission to close the 1800 block of Wills Avenue between Whitaker Mill Road and Duncan Street on Sunday, October 13, 2002, from 2:00 p.m. to 7:00 p.m. to hold a neighborhood block party.

Candy Boykin, representing Jillian’s Billiard Café, requests permission to close the 100 block of South West Street, between Morgan Street and Hargett Street, adjacent to Jillian’s on Saturday, October 26, 2002, from 12:00 p.m. to 1:00 a.m. to hold an Outdoor Festival.

Recommendation:  Approval subject to conditions noted on the report in the agenda packet.  -Upheld on Consent Agenda Odom/Meeker – 8 ayes.
STREET IMPROVEMENTS – LAKE BOONE TRAIL EXTENSION – RESOLUTION SETTING PUBLIC HEARING ADOPTED

A public meeting was held on April 25, 2002, for the Lake Boone Trail extension project.  This project will extend Lake Boone Trail westward from west of Blue Ridge Road to the Edwards Mill Road extension.  The extension will consist of a four-lane divided roadway with sidewalk on both sides. These improvements will improve the connectivity of the road system in west Raleigh and will help alleviate traffic congestion along Blue Ridge Road in the vicinity of the project.  A public hearing is being requested to consider the improvements.
Recommendation:  Adopt a resolution-of-intent to schedule a public hearing for October 15, 2002, to consider the improvements.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Odom/Meeker – 8 ayes.  See Resolution 556.

LANDSCAPING IMPROVEMENTS – VARIOUS STREETS – PUBLIC HEARING AUTHORIZED

It is proposed to schedule a public hearing to consider landscaping improvements along the following eight streets.  Assessments do not apply.
Durant Road from Capital Blvd. to Falls of Neuse Road

Lead Mine Road from Glenwood Ave. to Town & Country Road

Falls of Neuse Road (South) from Strickland Road to north of Rainwood Drive

Falls of Neuse Road (Middle Section) from north of Rainwood Drive to Litchford Road

Falls of Neuse Road (North) from Litchford Road to Raven Ridge Road

Skycrest Drive Extension from Trawick Road to New Hope Road

Garner Road from Tryon Road to Walnut Creek

Strickland Road (East) from Falls of Neuse Road to Six Forks Road

Recommendation:  Authorize a public hearing on Tuesday, October 1, 2002, to consider the landscaping improvements.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Odom/Meeker – 8 ayes.

EASEMENT EXCHANGE – BRIER CREEK PARCEL H – RESOLUTION OF INTENT ADOPTED

A request has been received from Paul L. Herndon, Vice President of Brierdale, LP, to exchange an existing 40-foot City of Raleigh sanitary sewer easement for a new 40-foot sanitary sewer easement located in the southeast quadrant of Brier Creek Parkway and Lumley Road.  The property owner is responsible for all costs of the easement exchange.
Recommendation:  Approval to schedule the two public hearings.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Odom/Meeker – 8 ayes.  See Resolution 557.

CONSULTANT SERVICES – ROADS PROGRAM – ADMINISTRATION AUTHORIZED TO NEGOTIATE CONTRACT

The consultant selection process has been initiated to provide design services for four road projects.  Proposals have been reviewed and the following firms have been selected for contract negotiations on projects as shown:
Withers & Ravenel, Inc. – Highwoods Boulevard @ Capital Boulevard

Wilbur Smith Associates – Jones Sausage Road Widening & Realignment

Kimley-Horn and Associates, Inc. – Leesville Road Widening, Part B

TranSite Consulting Engineers, Inc. – Newton Road Widening
Recommendation:  Authorization for the Administration to negotiate contracts with the firms as indicated.  It is also recommended that HDR Engineering, Inc. of the Carolinas and Post, Buckley, Schuh & Jernigan, Inc. be approved as alternates for these or upcoming design contracts as approved by the Council.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Odom/Meeker – 8 ayes.

ENCROACHMENT – SAINTS AVENUE – APPROVED CONDITIONALLY

A request has been received from Ashland, Inc. to encroach on City right-of-way for the purpose of installing air vapor lines.  A report was included in the agenda packet.
Recommendation:  Approval of the encroachment subject conditions outlined in Resolution 1996 – 153 and the following:
1. The Owner shall obtain a “Right-of-Way” permit from the Inspections Department prior to installation.

2. The Owner shall contact “NC One Call Center” 48 hours prior to excavation and shall remain 10’ from existing utilities.

3. The Owner shall restore the roadway to meet City of Raleigh Engineering Department standards and specifications.

4. The Owner shall contact the City of Raleigh Transportation Department to obtain approval of any lane closures.

5. The Owner shall mitigate their intrusion on new land uses and development, modify or move the wells, as stated, should the City’s new development require and/or occur while the wells are still active at their expense.

Upheld on Consent Agenda Odom/Meeker – 8 ayes.

ENCROACHMENT – 300 AND 400 BLOCKS WEST PEACE STREET – APPROVED CONDITIONALLY

A request has been received from Naegele (Fairway) Outdoor Advertising, Inc. to encroach on City right-of-way for the purpose of installing two monitoring wells.  A report is included in the agenda packet.

Recommendation:  Approval subject to conditions outlined in Resolution 1996-153 and the following:
1. The Owner shall obtain a “Right-of-Way” permit from the Inspections Department prior to installation.

2. The Owner shall contact “NC One Call Center” 48 hours prior to excavation and shall remain 10’ from existing utilities.

3. The Owner shall remove the two monitoring wells from the right-of-way after completion, which is estimated to be 5 to 6 years at his expense.

Upheld on Consent Agenda Odom/Meeker – 8 ayes.

ENCROACHMENT – 2412 AND 2416 HILLSBOROUGH STREET – APPROVED CONDITIONALLY

A request has been received from SKS Properties to encroach on City right-of-way for the purpose of installing canopies and lighting bars.  A report was included in the agenda packet.

Recommendation:  Approval of the encroachments subject to conditions outlined in Resolution 1996-153 and the following conditions:
1. The Owner shall obtain a Building and Right-of-Way permits from the Inspections Department prior to installation.

2. The Owner shall not prune any existing City trees for the installation of canopies.

Upheld on Consent Agenda Odom/Meeker – 8 ayes.
BUDGET AMENDMENT – VARIOUS – ORDINANCE ADOPTED

The agenda presented the following recommended budget amendments:

Parks and Recreation - $55,000 to increase revenues and expenditures to accommodate all aquatic instruction programs that were formerly budgeted in Fund 120.
Planning - $26,450 – to receive revenues from proceeds and provide for program expenditures associated with the Downtown West Gateway Plan project.  The agenda also presented a transfer in the amount of $4,375 relating to the same purpose.  The agenda outlined the code accounts involved in the various budget amendments and transfer.

Recommendation:  Approval of the budget amendments and transfer as outlined.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Odom/Meeker – 8 ayes.  See Ordinance 291 TF 77.

CONDEMNATION – STRICKLAND ROAD WIDENING – RESOLUTION ADOPTED

Efforts have been unsuccessful to obtain a needed easement in the Strickland Road widen West from Creedmoor to Six Forks Road and Leadmine Extension as it relates to Richard and Susan Roccesano, 8809 Barleymoor Drive.

Recommendation:  Adoption of resolution of condemnation.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Odom/Meeker – 8 ayes.  See Resolution 558.

END OF CONSENT AGENDA
COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT ONE-YEAR ACTION PLAN 2002-03 – PUBLIC HEARINGS – AUTHORIZED

The Community Development Department is required by the U. S. Department of Housing and Urban Development to provide two public hearings as part of the process for citizen participation in an approved One-Year Action Plan. The first public hearing is requested for Thursday, November 7, 2002 to obtain views on community development, housing needs, and identify priorities for future funding. The second public hearing is requested for Tuesday, April 1, 2003 after staff has drafted a proposed plan, proposed budget, summary of proposed activities, and other planned activities. When the public hearing requirement is met, Community Development will continue to receive Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) and HOME funds from HUD.

Mr. Hunt stated he had withdrawn this item from the Consent Agenda pointing out as we develop this program he would ask that we look at the very low income as it relates to housing and put the moderate income on the back burner.  At this time the City has an abundance of moderate income housing available.  With those comments Mr. Hunt moved approval of the public hearings as outlined.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Odom and put to a vote which passed unanimously.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION OF PLANNING COMMISSION

PLANNING COMMISSION CONSENT AGENDA – APPROVED AS AMENDED

Mayor Meeker presented the Planning Commission Consent Agenda indicating it would be handled in the same manner as the regular consent agenda.  He stated he had received the following requests to withdraw items from the Planning Commission consent agenda:  SP-58-02 (Meeker); Rezoning Z-38-02 (Meeker); Rezoning Z-43-02 (Hunt).  Without objection those items were withdrawn from the Planning Commission consent agenda.  Mr. Odom moved the Planning Commission’s recommendations on the remaining items on the consent agenda be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Kirkman and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.  The items on the Planning Commission consent agenda were as follows.
TC-10-02 – BUILDING HEIGHT IN FOCUS AREAS AND REGIONAL CENTERS – EXTENSION GRANTED

This text change proposes to permit the City Council to issue a special use permit for increasing building height within certain parts of the City when the building incorporates specific design criteria.
CR-10444 from the Planning Commission recommends that the City Council extend the Planning Commission’s review period of this text change by 120 days.  Planning Commission recommendation upheld on Consent Agenda Odom/Kirkman – 8 ayes.
REZONING Z-1-02 – GARNER ROAD – APPROVED

This request is to rezone approximately 1.44 acres, currently zoned Residential-10 (0.45 acre) and Shopping Center (0.99 acres).  The proposal is to rezone the property to Shopping Center (0.45 acre) and Residential-10 (0.99 acres).
CR-10446 from the Planning Commission recommends that this request be approved.  Planning Commission recommendation upheld on Consent Agenda Odom/Kirkman – 8 ayes.  See Ordinance 292 ZC 523.
REZONING Z-41-02 – GORMAN STREET – DENIED

This request is to rezone approximately 5.1 acres, currently zoned Residential-10 Conditional Use and Office and Institution-2 Conditional Use with Special Highway Overlay District-1.  The proposal is to rezone the property to Neighborhood Business Conditional Use with Special Highway Overlay District-1 to remain.
CP-25-02 Approval of this zoning case would necessitate a change to the Trailwood/Lineberry small area plan designating this tract for retail uses.
CR-10448 – from the Planning Commission recommends that this request be denied.  Planning 

Commission recommendation upheld on Consent Agenda Odom/Kirkman – 8 ayes.

REZONING Z-27-02 – MP-1-02 – COLONIAL TOWN PARK – EXTENSION GRANTED
This request is to rezone approximately 168 acres, currently zoned Agricultural Productive (152.74 acres) and Office and Institution-1 (15.26 acres).  The proposal is to rezone the property to Thoroughfare Conditional Use with Planned Development Conditional Use Overlay District.
CR-10450 From the Planning Commission recommends that the City Council extend the Planning Commission’s review period of this zoning case by 90 days.  Planning Commission recommendation upheld on Consent Agenda Odom/Kirkman – 8 ayes.

END 0F PLANNING COMMISSION CONSENT AGENDA

SP-58-02 – POYNER PLACE SHOPPING CENTER – APPROVED WITH CONDITIONS
This is a request to approve a 640,475 square foot shopping center (with 120,000 square feet in a hotel) on a 51.74 acre site, zoned Shopping Center CUD (Z-5-01).  This shopping center is to be completed in 3 phases:  Phase 1 - the Power Center/Anchor Store (337,225 square feet); Phase 2 – the Northeast Corner (28,000 square feet); and Phase 3 – the Village Center (275,250 square /////////////////////////////feet).  2,449 parking spaces are proposed.

CR-10445 from the Planning Commission recommends approval with conditions.

Mayor Meeker stated he had withdrawn this item from the Consent Agenda pointing out the Charlotte Office of his law firm has done some work with an affiliate of the Company doing this project.  Some years ago he represented as a client an affiliate of this developer.  He stated however he does not think that would affect his vote and he would vote on the issue.  Mr. Odom moved the Planning Commission’s recommendation be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Isley and put to a roll call vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

REZONING Z-38-02 – OLD MILBURNIE ROAD – REFERRED TO THE COMPRHENSIVE PLANNING COMMISSION
This request is to rezone approximately 24.76 acres, currently zoned Residential-4.  The proposal is to rezone the property to Rural Residential Conditional Use District.
CR-10447 from the Planning Commission recommends that this request be approved in accordance with conditions dated September 4, 2002.
Mayor Meeker stated he had withdrawn this item from the Planning Commission consent agenda pointing out there were a lot of comments at the public hearing concerning the potential noise.  Planning Commission Chairman Thompson explained the case.  He pointed out this is a very rural setting and the proposal is for a dog kennel.  He stated there are conditions relating to time of operation, number of dogs that could be outside at the same time and tree preservation.  Mayor Meeker stated the neighbors were concerned about potential noise.  Mr. Odom suggested the item be referred to the Comprehensive Planning Committee.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Shanahan.  Mayor Meeker stated without objection the item would be referred to Comprehensive Planning Committee.
REZONING Z-43-02 – CREEDMOOR ROAD CONDITIONAL USE – REFERRED TO THE COMPREHENSIVE PLANNING COMMITTEE

This request is to rezone approximately 42.55 acres, currently zoned Conservation Management (20.36 acres) and Residential–10 (22.19 acres).  The proposal is to rezone the property to Conservation Management (15.09 acres) and Residential–15 Conditional Use (27.46 acres).

CR-10449 from the Planning Commission recommends that this request be approved in accordance with conditions dated September 10, 2002.

Planning Director Chapman explained the case the Planning Commission’s recommendation.  He explained this case seems to shift the boundary to include part of the conservation management area which was zoned as a buffer.  He explained this case establishes limits to the number of dwelling units and the case in general.  Mr. Hunt asked that the item be referred to the Comprehensive Planning Committee.  Mayor Meeker stated without objection the item would be referred to the Comprehensive Planning Committee.
CP-21-02 – FOXCROFT  NEIGHBORHOOD PLAN – APPROVED

This request is to approve the Foxcroft Neighborhood Plan as an amendment to the Northeast Planning District of the Comprehensive Plan to protect the existing rural character of the neighborhood.
CR-10451 from the Planning Commission recommends that this request be approved as recommended.  Planning Commission Chairperson Thompson pointed out this relates to the Foxcroft Community whose restrictive covenants had expired.  The Neighborhood has banned together and are trying to keep the character of the neighborhood in tact and to prohibit subdivision of the properties into smaller lots.  Planning Director Chapman pointed out, if approved this would be accompanied by a proposal to apply the Neighborhood Conservation Overlay which is scheduled of hearing tonight.  Mr. Odom stated he supports this effort.  He stated there is a lot of R-10 and R-6 in this area and it makes a lot of difference to keep this area rural.  He stated however we do need to have connections with other neighborhoods.  He moved approval of the request.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Kirkman.  Mayor Meeker pointed out the neighborhood had worked very hard to preserve the beauty of the area.  Mr. Kirkman stated he would support this case as he does feel it will help preserve the neighborhood.  He stated he agreed with Mr. Odom’s comments about connectivity but agrees we need to have some green space.  Mr. Hunt stated as he understands the motion does not include the comments about interconnectivity.  The motion to approve the Planning Commission’s recommendation was put to a vote which passed unanimously.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.  See Resolution 559.

SP-68-02 – HOLMES OIL COMPANY – REFERRED TO THE COMPREHENSIVE PLANNING COMMITTEE

This request is to approve a 3,300 square foot convenience store with 8 gas islands, vacuum facility, a 5,530 square foot gas canopy, and a 952 square foot single bay car wash (4,252 square foot building total) on a 1.24 acre site, zoned Shopping Center.  This site is located within 400 feet of a residential use or zone and is currently occupied by a vacant building previously used as a hardware store. This proposal includes demolition of the existing building and a reduction in impervious surface area from 1.09 acres to 0.96 acres.
CR-10452 from the Planning Commission recommends denial.  Planning Commission Chairperson Thompson explained the Planning Commission recommendation upheld.  He pointed out they did hear from a lot of neighbors and the concerns with it being pointed out the concerns related to traffic, noise and crime.  He stated this is plan which involves a 24-hour carwash and the applicant did not want to limit the hours of operation.
Mr. Odom asked that the item be referred to the Comprehensive Planning Committee.  He stated he does not think the location of the oil company here would create a lot of crime.  He stated however he would like to hold the item open and give the applicants a chance to revise the plan if they so desire.  Mayor Meeker stated he has no objections to the item going to Committee but he has heard a lot of objections to this plan.  Without further discussion the item was referred to the Comprehensive Planning Committee.
SPECIAL ITEMS

STC-9-02 – ALLEYWAY OFF CRESTON ROAD AND WOODLAND AVENUE – ISSUE REFERRED TO THE PUBLIC WORKS COMMITTEE

During the September 3, 2002 Council meeting, the City Council, following a public hearing, denied the request for the permanent closing of the unnamed alley off of Creston Road and Woodland Avenue.  It was directed that the Administration mark the exact right-of-way of the unopened alley, hold any permits to work on the right-of-way and place the item on this agenda for further discussion.  The right-of-way has been surveyed.

In response to questions, City Manager Allen pointed out the right-of-way has been marked.  He stated the City had a registered surveyor to locate the right-of-way.  Mr. Isley stated he would like to get a copy of the survey and place this item in committee to give the people an opportunity to further discuss the issue.  Mayor Meeker stated without objection, he would refer the item to the Public Works Committee and ask them to take up the issue at their next meeting and report back to Council at the October 1, meeting.

ABC BOARD – CONCERNS – REFERRED TO LAW AND PUBLIC SAFETY COMMITTEE

During the June 18, 2002, Council meeting, the Administration was directed to contact the ABC Commission and to invite a representative to explain the procedures used in granting ABC permits and how the City’s input is taken into consideration.  At the July 2, Council meeting, the City Clerk reported a representative of the Commission was contacted on several occasions but no one made a commitment to appear.  The Mayor stated he would contact the Governor requesting that someone from the Commission be directed to attend this meeting.

During the August 6, 2002, Council meeting, it was reported that a representative of the Attorney General’s office would be at the next meeting.
During the September 3, 2002, Council meeting, the City Clerk reported that a working group between the Commission and the City would be developed and the Commission thought that addressed the concerns voiced by Council and did not have anyone prepared to be at the meeting but hopefully someone would be at the September 17 meeting.  Mayor Meeker pointed out the City has tried to get a representative of the Board to come and talk to the Council that has not occurred.  He stated Council had received a letter from the Commission which he had supplied to each Council member.  He stated he would report to the Governor’s office that their request to have someone at the City Council meeting has not been honored.  He stated there are some discussions scheduled between representatives of the Commission and the Police Department with the City Manager pointing out the meeting is scheduled within the next few weeks.  Mayor Meeker suggested the issue be referred to the Law and Public Safety Committee to see if there are some legislative remedies or issues that need to be discussed to address the Council’s concerns.  Without objection the item was referred to the Law and Public Safety Committee.

SIR WALTER RALEIGH AWARD – JURY RECOMMENDATIONS – TO BE HANDLED AT THE END OF THE MEETING

The Sir Walter Raleigh Awards presentation is scheduled for Thursday, October 10, 2002.  The Jury has met and will present recommendations for the awards.

Recommendation:  That the Council review these recommendations in closed session.  Mayor Meeker suggested that the Council go into closed session at the end of the meeting to consider this issue.  Mr. Shanahan stated he needs to recuse himself from participation as a building which he has part ownership of may be involved.  Mayor Meeker stated Mr. Shanahan would be excused from the meeting.
See minutes at the end of the afternoon session.

OFFICE SPACE STUDY – CITY GOVERNMENT – REFERRED TO WORK SESSION

The City Council in January 2002 reviewed and concurred in undertaking a comprehensive study of the City’s existing facilities located downtown in order to determine current needs and to project facility needs for a twenty-year period.  The Administration has been working with the study consultant, O’Brien/Atkins, in doing this study working closely with all City departments.

The study breaks the twenty-year period into three phases:  present - five years, six years - ten years and eleven years - twenty years.  Options have been developed for each of these time frames.

Recommendation:  That the City Council refer this study to the Public Works Committee for further review.
Assistant City Manager Carter explained an interdepartmental steering committee consisting of Planning Director Chapter, Administrative Services Director Prosser.  Parks and Recreation Director Duncan, Wayne Baker, Diane Cherry and David Scarborough worked with the consultant on this report.  Every department was involved.  Ms. Carter introduced Jay Smith of O’Brien Atkins.
Jay Smith, O’Brien Atkins, introduced other members of the team, who would be able to answer specific questions.  Mr. Smith did a PowerPoint presentation outlining the project study area which includes 222 W. Hargett Street, 110 S. McDowell Street, 301 Hillsborough Street, 310 West Martin Street and 211 West Martin Street.  He presented information on how the study was done, roles of the study, the existing situation including staff, parking and, existing work spaces.  He provided an analysis of the existing space, information on the forecasted or projected city population/staff needs and current deficits.  He explained they developed three short-range scenarios pointing out short range is one to five years as well as mid-range and long-range plans or proposals.  He highlighted the short-range scenarios as well as the mid-range and long range.  He talked about the reasons for addressing the present need such as improving security, updating building code and life safety concerns, improving customer services, enhancing technology, avoiding wasted expenditure on short-term solutions and improving employee productivity and providing a framework for decisions.  He briefly went over the cost analysis and implementation steps and recommendations.
City Manager Allen pointed out this was a very brief report and Administration needs to explore the findings with the City Council.  He stated there are some immediate space needs and it is recommended the item be referred to the public works committee so that staff could go in details and begin taking short term steps.  
Mayor Meeker questioned the status of the police study pointing out the report received today seems to assume the police going to the district system.  Mayor Meeker suggested that this be a work session item, that is, let the whole City Council take a look at it before a committee dives into the report. He asked everybody to keep the materials and study the materials and if Council Members have questions to contact Russell Allen or Mr. Smith and this item would be scheduled for a work session sometime in October.

Mr. Kirkman suggested it may be a good idea for Council Members take a tour of the pedestrian and see for themselves the workplace and conditions Mr. West questioned that process on making a decision on this study as well as the police study and if the two studies will provide guidance on how to make those decisions.  It was agreed that a work session would be scheduled for all Council members to receive further information.

NATIONAL LEAGUE OF CITIES AND NORTH CAROLINA LEAGUE OF MUNICIPALITIES, VOTING AND ALTERNATE VOTING DELEGATES DESIGNATED

The National League of Cities’ Annual Business Meeting will be held on Saturday, December 7, 2002, at the Congress of Cities in Salt Lake City, Utah and the NCLM meeting will be held October 20-21, 2002.  Bylaws require the designation of a delegate and alternate.
Recommendation:  That the Council designate a delegate and an alternate for both of these meetings.
Brief discussion took place as to who plans to attend the various meetings.  By general consensus it was agreed that Mr. Kirkman would be the voting delegate for the National League of Cities meeting in Salt Lake City and Ms. Cowell would be the voting delegate and Mr. Kirkman the alternate voting delegate for the North Carolina League of Municipalities meeting scheduled for October in Durham.

Brief discussion took place as to whether Council members will be attending the North Carolina League Meeting in Durham and the City policy on attendance.  Mr. Kirkman pointed out if any Council member is interested in serving on a National League committee to please let him know as he may be in a position to influence that appointment.

WASTEWATER TREATMENT PLANT – BIOSOLIDS LAND APPLICATION COMPREHENSIVE SITE ASSESSMENT – CITY MANAGER AUTHORIZED TO NEGOITATE AND ENTER INTO AN AGREMENT WITH ENSR CONSULTANT AND ENGINEERING
A Request for Proposal for Professional Consultant Engineer Services has been issued to qualified firms in order to provide a comprehensive site assessment (CSA) of groundwater conditions on the biosolids land application fields at the City’s Neuse River Wastewater Treatment Plant.  This assessment will cover the approximate 1,000 acres of farmland which is owned or leased by the City for land application of biosolids.  The City has agreed to perform the CSA as requested by the North Carolina Division of Water Quality, Groundwater Quality Section. 
A significant amount of field-testing and analysis will be required in order to determine the horizontal and vertical extent of nitrate-nitrogen (NO3) contamination of the soils and groundwater on the land application fields.  City Manager Allen pointed out the proposals were received on Friday, September 13 and the City received five proposals.  The proposals have been reviewed and it is recommended that the City Manager be authorized to negotiate and enter into an agreement with ENSR Consulting and Engineer (NC) Incorporated for a scope of work and cost not to exceed $250,000 and to appropriate the needed funds.  It is recommended that the source of funds be sewer capacity sales.  Mayor Meeker questioned when the work would be completed with City Manager Allen pointing out hopefully by the end of the calendar year.  Mayor Meeker stated we do not have a whole lot of choice but to move forward with this work.  Mr. Odom stated he thought we were keeping up with this assessment all along and it will be interesting to see the results.  Mr. Odom moved the recommendation be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Mayor Meeker and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.  See Ordinance 291 TF 77.
REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION OF THE CONVENTION CENTER COMMISSION

BTI CENTER – ARTWORK – PROPOSAL APPROVED

Gilliam Nicholson, Convention Center Commission, pointed out he had been before the Council in several occasions relative to purchasing pieces of art work for the BTI center.  He stated in those situations money from the Arts Commission budget was being utilized to purchase the art works and the $60,000 budgeted has been exhausted.  He stated they have been contacted my numerous organizations who would like to purchase pieces of art to be displayed in the BTI Center.  He stated the Convention Center along with the Arts Commission have developed a portfolio of pieces that they consider appropriate.  He is before the Council to ask the Council for approval of the portfolio so they can move forward, solicit pieces of art or accept pieces of art.  He stated they would go back to the individuals who have expressed an interest in purchasing art and let them make a selection from the approved portfolio.  He pointed out on Thursday there will be an opening night gala honoring the Contemporary Art Museum.  At that time they could have individuals from the Arts Commission present with the portfolio available and people could see the opportunities.  The art works purchased would become City of Raleigh property.  In response to questioning, it was pointed out that the art work would be specifically purchased for the BTI Center but would become City of Raleigh property.  Mr. Meeker moved approval of the portfolio as presented.  His motion was seconded by Ms. Cowell.
Mr. Kirkman stated he thought the intent is to have enough art work to that rotating exhibits.  The motion as stated was put to vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

REQUEST AND PETITIONS OF CITIZENS

COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT - 908 AND 908 ½ EAST HARGETT STREET – REFERRED TO THE CITY ATTORNEY; CHERETTE PROCESS – CITY MANAGER TO CONTACT HOUSING AUTHORITY.

Daniel Colemen presented the following prepared statement.

Before I start I would like for each of you to look at the notice for the Hillsborough CAC and the “Pullen Park Neighborhood Charette” scheduled for September 29, 2002, which I think is a great idea.  I would like to encourage you to encourage the Raleigh Housing Authority to do something similar and on a day and at such a time that is most convenient for the demographics of the impacted area as this Pullen “Charette,” I suspect, is similarly targeted for the highest participation of residents in its impacted area.
I know this council perceives these two districts, C & D as being equal and so the processes for major public outlay should be equal.  This would address the issues that were brought out in the News & Observer article dated September 13, 2002 (presented copy).
Now on to the matter at hand.  I have issues with 2 items and would like them to be clarified so that I can understand the process a little better (presented copies of letters).
The first issue is the first paragraph itself, and I quote “the lead-based paint interim control for 908 and 908 ½ East Hargett Street cleared on August 30, 2001. . .” end of quote.  Now compare that to the language in another letter from the same consultant dated October 5, 2001 and I quote “. . . .today to discuss work safe practices for areas containing lead based paint. . .approximately 20 lf of baseboard trim and to remove a wall at the end of the tub. . .” end of quote.  Now either the lead based issues had been completed by September 18th or not.

The second issue is the third paragraph of the September 18th letter, and I quote, “this certificate must list 908 and 908 ½ East Hargett Street as the project address. . .”  Now compare that to the manner this issue is addressed in the signed contract, and I quote, “. . . .this certificate must list the City of Raleigh as the certificate holder AND as “additional insured as their interests may apply,” or it will not be acceptable. . . .”  end of quote.  Now either the contract contains all the elements, terms and conditions of the contract or not.

Thank you very much your listening to my concerns.  I hope you are able to influence the Raleigh Housing Authority to hold meetings more in line with the Pullen “Charette” and scheduled in the same manner.  And you are able to insure that the processes engaged by the Community Development are consistent with both their own contract and any published documents that they are privy to.

Mayer Meeker stated the comments about the “Charette” should be forwarded to the Raleigh Housing Authority.  The comments about lead-base paint have some legal issues involved and the City Attorney should look at those.  City Attorney McCormick stated he has part of the file and can give a report at the next meeting.  Mr. West talked about the Hope VI project and stated he would like the “Charette” idea pursued by the Raleigh Housing Authority.  He stated the Southeast Raleigh Assembly will be having a discussion on the grant and they could add those ideas.  Mayor Meeker stated what the Raleigh Housing Authority is doing at Halifax Court is remarkable.  Mr. Kirkman stated he would like to see the minutes of the meeting or the discussions that Southeast Raleigh Assembly has about this issue.  Without further discussion, Mayor Meeker asked the City Manager to forward the comments about the “Charette” to the Raleigh Housing Authority and the City Attorney could provide a report on the lead-base paint issues at the next meeting.
TEXT CHANGE – GROUND SIGNS FOR SHOPPING CENTERS – REFERRED TO THE COMPREHENSIVE PLANNING COMMITTEE

Attorney Lacy H. Reaves, representing Richard E. Jacobs, Inc., stated that group is the developer, owner and the operator of Triangle Towne Center.  He explained presently the Raleigh sign ordinance generally allows for ground signs and a certain amount of wall signs.  He told of a Board of Adjustment decision relative to multi-tenants where the maximum amount of wall signage has been utilized that no ground sign is allowed.  He pointed out in shopping centers major stores normally request as much wall signage as possible.  Therefore the mall does not have any allowance left for a ground sign.  He pointed out they have limited frontage on Capital Boulevard and the buildings are located quite a district from the roadway.  He stated landscaping is intense and will grow and they are fearful there will be a visual problem for the mall.  He asked the Council to consider a text change which will allow shopping centers which exceed 1 million square feet in size which has utilized the maximum wall signage allowed by code to also have a ground sign.  He suggested the possibility of the item being referred to a committee for further discussion.  Brief comments followed concerning the desire to not open up the City’s Sign Ordinance or amendments.  Without objection the item was referred to the Comprehensive Planning Committee.

SUBDIVISION S-60-02 – NEW HOPE ROAD SUBDIVISION – NO ACTION TAKEN; SITE PLAN AND SUBDIVISION REVIEW PROCESS – REFERRED TO THE COMPREHENSIVE PLANNING COMMITTEE
Cheryl Civitate and approximately 12 people from the Dove Lane/Wester Street area were at the meeting to express their concerns about the New Hope Subdivision.  Ms. Civitate explained the number of homes on Dove Lane and Wester Road indicating she had presented a petition signed by 100% of the residents who are concerned that this plan was not presented to them before being approved.  She gave a detail presentation of the notification of only 11 property owners pointing out they received notification of a proposed subdivision.  The letters were dated July 25 but post marked August 8.  She told of conversations with Cindy Szwarckop and Mack McIntye in which she learned that the subdivision had already been approved administratively and how she was discouraged from pursuing the matter.  She stated they were told the only thing being considered by the Planning Commission related to a variance on New Hope Road.  She told of the group’s attendance at the Planning Commission meeting where they were told to make their objections in writing.  She stated they do not object to the subdivision being built but they object to the connection to Wester Road as they are concerned about cut-through traffic.  She pointed out they are small country roads with no street lights and not up to City standards.  She indicated the proposed subdivision will add 115 homes and they are concerned about the increased traffic and the cut-through traffic.  They are concerned about safety issues pointing out there are no sidewalks on Wester or Dove both of which have ditches on each side and bad visibility.  She stated the streets are not in the City limits therefore they do not have police, fire or rescue service and she was at the meeting to ask the Council to consider other alternatives to the street connection.  She requested the Council to consider keeping the Wester Road a cul-de-sac and allow another exit for this proposed subdivision such as Phil Street which is a very short street.  She requested Council to amend the current plan to eliminate the Wester Road connection.
City Manager Allen explained the subdivision has been approved as it meets all of the requirements and there was no appeal letter so it became effective on August 22.  Planning Director Chapman explained the preliminary subdivision has been approved.
Ms. Cowell stated it does seem incredible that 115 homes could be added into an area which has access onto a county road and the property owners did not have a chance to comment.  Planning Director Chapman pointed out access is from New Hope Road.  He talked about interconnectivity requirements.  Ms. Cowell questioned the Administrative approval process.

Phil Layton representing the developer of the subdivision pointed out based on the approval they have moved ahead and started the development process.  He explained work that has been done based on the assumption that their plan had been approved.

In response to questioning, Planning Director Chapman explained the subdivision was presented to the Planning Commission because it was impacted by TC-8 which relates to trees in residential subdivisions.  He stated this was a standard subdivision approval and there was a three day period of appeal but no appeal was received.

Mr. Hunt pointed out the developer had an approved plan, which went through all of the normal processes and pointed out interconnectivity is something the Council requires and wants therefore he would move that the subdivision approval be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Kirkman.  Mr. Isley spoke in support of the motion and talked about the dangerous precedent the Council would set if it continues to allow discussions about projects that have already been approved and the developers are moving ahead.  He stated he understands what the neighbors are saying but we have a process in place and he feels we should uphold that process.  Ms. Cowell agreed that we need to uphold the approval of the subdivision but what she would like to look at further is the approval process in general to see if something needs to be changed.  Mayor Meeker indicated he understands the developer’s position.  He stated however here we have a major subdivision that has been approved without public discussion at this table and he feels there need to be a change in the process.  He stated this needs to be considered on a case-by-case basis.  He feels approval of the motion would be denying a request from the citizens to be heard.  Discussion took place on the process, the notification that took place and the opportunities for the neighbors’ to voice their objection or file an appeal.  Mr. Shanahan stated he understands the neighbors’ concerns but pointed out we cannot change the rules in the middle of the game.  He stated he is sympathetic with the neighborhood but we have a process in place and he feels it would be unwise to change the process in mid-stream.  He talked about the process and the work the Council had done in the past to improve the process.  In response to questioning, City Attorney McCormick indicated the Council does not have the authority to change the approved subdivision.  Mr. Hunt restated his motion to uphold the City Attorney’s opinion that the City Council has no authority to change the administrative approval of this subdivision and refer to the Comprehensive Planning Committee subdivision and site plan approval process.  His motion was seconded by Ms. Cowell and put to a vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative except Mayor Meeker who voted in the negative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.
Ms. Civitate pointed out when the group went to the Planning Commission they were told they could object but they were not given the information that they only had three days to voice an objection.  They turned in their appeal on the 4th day.  She stated no one explained the process to them.

Mr. Odom pointed out this property is in the ETJ.  He pointed out one of the major problems in this situation as it relates to interconnectivity is that the new subdivision has to meet City standards as it relates to street widths, etc. but when the road leaves the subdivision, it connects with a very small road which does not meet the standards.  No further action was taken.
HEARING DEADLINE – REQUEST FOR WAIVER – DENIED

Roger Honbarrier representing the Methodist Church Conference which owns property on Highway 401 between Mitchell Mill Road and Forestville Road explained the church has a need to sell property in order to move forward on development plans for Edenton Street and property they own in Southeast Raleigh.  The property was previously listed in the Highway District when it was in the County.  It was recently brought into the City’s jurisdiction and placed in R-4 zoning.  Since the Church missed the August 16 filing deadline to have the property rezoned back to commercial use, he is at the meeting to request waiver of the deadline in order for him to submit a rezoning petition to be heard at the November 19 public hearing.  He stated he had talked with staff and realized they will need to adhere to the ordinance requiring them to meet with the surrounding neighbors six weeks prior to the hearing and have certified letters out, etc.  He stated they have already made contact with the coordinators for the Northeast CAC and they will work with City staff and the CAC and the neighbors to make sure they have the input necessary at the November 19 public hearing.
Planning Director Chapman indicated there is time to do legal advertisement in the newspaper but it will cut short the time for advance notice to the neighbors and the CAC.  He stated the deadline has passed 2 to 3 weeks ago.  Discussion took place as to why they are requesting to move forward for the November hearing with Mr. Honbarrier pointing out the Church was not aware when the City took them into their jurisdiction that the property would be zoned residential.  He stated the church has a vested interest in Downtown Raleigh and the Southeast part of town and they wish to sell this property so they can enhance their holdings in Downtown Raleigh and Southeast Raleigh.  Brief discussion took place about the need to hold everyone to the rules and regulations.  Mr. Odom moved that the request be denied.  His motion was seconded by Ms. Cowell and put to a vote which passed unanimously.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.
BTI CENTER – REQUEST FOR WAIVER OF RENTAL FEES – DENIED

William K. Brent, Jr. representing the Alliance of Aids Services – Carolina requested the Council to waive the Fletcher Theatre rental fee for the 12th Annual Works of Heart – An Art Auction against Aids which is scheduled for Saturday, October 19, 2002.  Mr. Brent explained the event which is charity auction in which they hope to raise some $100,000.  He told about the cost involved pointing out they would be spending some $6,000 plus rent.  He explained the portions of the theatre they plan to use.  Mayor Meeker questioned if they had been quoted the charitable rate.  City Manager Allen pointed out he assumes they were given the charitable rate but they are requesting waiver of that rental fee.  Brief discussion took place with various Council members indicating they were big supporters of the group but have concerns about waiving fees.  Mr. Odom moved denial of the request.  His motion was seconded by Ms. Cowell.  Mayor Meeker suggested that the City Manager work with the group to see if there is some way they could save some dollars on the rate.  The motion to deny the request for waiver was put to a vote and passed unanimously.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

AGENDA DEVIATION

AGENDA AMENDMENT – APPROVED
Mayor Meeker pointed out Mr. Hunt has to leave the meeting early therefore without objection he will deviate from the agenda and take up the Report and Recommendation of the Comprehensive Planning Committee.  Without objection it was agreed to follow that course of action.

REZONING Z-37-02 – FALLS OF NEUSE ROAD – APPROVED – ORDINANCE ADOPTED

Chairperson Hunt reported the Comprehensive Planning Committee recommends upholding the Planning Commission’s recommendation for approval of Z-37-02 as outlined in CR-10442 with amended conditions dated September 11, 2002.  On behalf of the Committee, Mr. Hunt moved the recommendation be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Kirkman and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.  See Ordinance 292 ZC 523.

REZONING Z-36-02 – FALLS OF NEUSE ROAD/HONEYCUT ROAD – APPROVED WITH AMENDED CONDITIONS

Chairperson Hunt reported the Comprehensive Planning Committee recommends upholding the Planning Commission’s recommendation for approval of Z-36-02 as outlined in CR-10443 with amended conditions dated September 11, 2002.  On behalf of the Committee, Mr. Hunt moved the recommendation be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Shanahan and put to a vote which passed unanimously.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.  See Ordinance 292 ZC 523.

UMSTEAD PARK – ADJACENT DEVELOPMENT CONCERN – REMOVED FROM THE AGENDA; ADMINISTRATION TO DEVELOP PROPOSED TEXT CHANGE

Chairperson Hunt reported the Comprehensive Planning Committee recommends that this item be removed from the Committee agenda and that staff be authorized to proceed with review of a revised site plan.  It is also recommended that Administration be authorized to develop a proposed text change relating to the approval of projects within the Metro-Park Protection Overlay District.  On behalf of the Committee, Mr. Hunt moved the recommendation be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Odom and put to a vote which passed unanimously.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

AVENT WEST – STUDENT ORIENTED HOUSING – REMOVED FROM THE AGENDA

REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION OF THE LAW AND PUBLIC SAFETY COMMITTEE

STATE WITHHELD REVENUE – LAWSUIT – DIRECTION GIVEN TO THE CITY ATTORNEY; ITEM TO BE PLACED ON OCTOBER 1 AGENDA

Chairman Shanahan reported the Law and Public Safety Committee recommends that the Council authorize the City Attorney, on behalf of the City of Raleigh, to prepare a complaint against the State of North Carolina to recover withheld revenue; and, for the City Attorney to canvas other municipalities who may want to join with the City of Raleigh in this effort for a report to be made at the next Council meeting.  City Attorney McCormick pointed out the Committee has considered this twice and has made a preliminary decision that the matter seems to have merit.  He stated we did receive this quarter’s utility reimbursement which is slightly more than last year.  The amount at issue from last year is now $6.1 million.  The inventory and intangible taxes totaling another couple million.  City Attorney McCormick indicated the motion is to authorize him to prepare a complaint to sue the Secretary of Revenue to get back the $6 million and to poll Charlotte, Winston-Salem and other large municipalities to see what their position would be in joining in with the City of Raleigh with this issue and to bring back a report at the next meeting.  City Attorney McCormick pointed out he had advised Mr. Isley the City still could not enter into a contract with his firm and he thinks he is compelled to vote on the issue.  Mayor Meeker pointed out there was some discussion at the Wake County Mayors Association meeting and there may be other towns in the County which want to join in with the City on this issue.  Mr. West pointed out this item relates to the General Assembly adopting a budget and by the next meeting, very likely we would know what their position is as it relates to the withheld revenue.  City Attorney McCormick stated he would hope that the State would adopt a budget and there would be something in the budget to mute this question.  Mr. Shanahan moved the recommendation of the Committee be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Kirkman and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative (Hunt excused from meeting).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.
REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION OF THE PUBLIC WORKS COMMITTEE

STREET IMPROVEMENTS – MILLS STREET – RESOLUTION DIRECTING PROJECT ADOPTED

Chairperson Kirkman reported the Public Works Committee recommends that the Council adopt a resolution directing improvements to Mill Street consisting of the construction of a 26-foot back-to-back street with curb, gutter and sidewalk subject to normal assessment rates being applied to both sides.  On behalf of the Committee, Mr. Kirkman moved the recommendation be 

upheld.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Odom and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative (Hunt excused from meeting).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.  See Resolution 563.
SUBDIVISION S-62-00 – GROVE BARTON SUBDIVISION/DOIE COPE ROAD – PLANNING COMMISSION’S APPROVAL UPHELD
Chairperson Kirkman reported the Public Works Committee recommends that the Council uphold the Planning Commission’s conditions of approval of S-62-00 – Grove Barton Subdivision, according to AA-481 dated 10/5/00.  On behalf of the Committee, Mr. Kirkman moved the recommendation be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Odom and put to a vote which passed unanimously (Hunt excused from meeting).  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.

REPORT OF MAYOR AND COUNCIL MEMBERS

TRANSIT – DRAFT STATEMENT CONCERNING MERGER OF TRIANGLE BUS SYSTEMS – TO BE PLACED ON 10/1/02 AGENDA 

Mayor Meeker presented Council Members with a draft policy statement concerning the merger of the bus systems in the Triangle including Raleigh, Durham, Cary, Chapel Hill, the Wolfline and the Duke University systems.  He pointed out a study being funded by NCDOT lays out how this might occur.  He pointed out the policy statement is proposed by the Mayors of the four cities and he would ask that the item be placed on the October 1 agenda for consideration and hopefully action at that time.  Mayor Meeker stated we should send this to the Transit Authorities for their comments pointing out there are a number of issues that would have to be resolved such as funding, level of service, etc.  He stated if there are any questions between now and the next meeting he would attempt to answer them.  Without objection, it was agreed to follow that course of action.

PERSONNEL – EVALUATION OF CITY CLERK AND CITY ATTORNEY – SET FOR WEDNESDAY, SEPTEMBER 25

Brief discussion took place on possible dates and by general consensus the Council agreed to tentatively schedule a meeting for Wednesday, September 25, 2002 at 5:00 p.m.

WASTEWATER TREATMENT PLANT – COMMENTS RECEIVED

Mayor Meeker expressed appreciation to the City Manager for the reports the Council has been receiving on the wastewater treatment plant situation.  He stated the reports were very helpful.
CONVENTION CENTER STEERING COMMITTEE – MR. ODOM APPOINTED AS LIAISON

Mayor Meeker noted the City Council needs to appoint a Liaison to the Convention Center Steering Committee.  He pointed out Mr. Odom has agreed to serve.  Without objection it was agreed that Mr. Odom would be the City Council’s Liaison to the Steering Committee.

COMPREHENSIVE PLAN – WADE AVENUE SMALL AREA PLAN – MEMBER ADDED

Mr. Odom asked to add Jean Kelling as a member to the Wade Avenue Small Area Plan.  Without objection it was agreed to add that member.

DEVELOPMENT PROJECTS – CITY REPONSIBILITY – REFERRED TO ADMINISTRATION

Mr. Odom pointed out we have several large developments being proposed in the City such as the Coker Project and the North Hills renovation.   He stated these large projects will have impact on the surrounding area and the City will have responsibilities and he feels it would be good if the staff would start a process of going into the areas and looking at the big picture.  He stated there will be impact on the surrounding area.  He spoke about the North Hills project and some issues that need to be addressed such as problems relating to streets adjacent to these large complexes relating to speed tables and four-way stops.  He pointed out maybe the City could go ahead and start the process and develop a price for what might occur and needs to be done, referring to the North Hills project.  He again spoke to speed tables, four-way stops, sewer backup problems in the area, etc.  He stated he had a booklet outlining the concerns and he would provide that to Administration.  Without objection the item was referred to Administration.
COMPREHENSIVE PLAN – PARKS AND RECREATION ELEMENT - TO BE PLACED ON OCTOBER 1 AGENDA; CONSULTANT TO BE INVITED

Mr. Kirkman stated he received a flyer in the mail relative to the Parks, Recreation and Greenway element of the Comprehensive Plan being updated.  He stated the Parks Department sent flyers out to a large number of people; however, when he read the flyer he had concerns.  He pointed out the flyer is dated August 30, was postmarked September 9 and he received it on Saturday.  He pointed out the flyer seems to state that the public has until the last part of September to provide input and that will be the end of the input.  He stated he does not feel we have received enough input.  He talked about the public input process being poorly advertised, poorly attended and now we are saying we are going to cut off the public input.  He just has problems with this process.  He stated unless he misinterprets the information, public input would not be allowed after the end of September and he does not feel that is right.  We need to have another well advertised meeting and get input as we have done a terrible job communicating to the public that we want their input.  Ms. Cowell stated she had heard from citizens who had the same issues.  She talked about Cary’s process pointing out she understand they are receiving a whole lot more public input.

Mr. Shanahan pointed out since he has been on Council if you add it up all of the complaints number one would be related to the Parks and Recreation Department.  He stated he had received complaints relative to management of the fields, interaction of the public, comments about the Parks and Recreation Committee being in an advisory position, difficulty in getting information from staff, etc.  He stated he feels it may be a growing problem and the Council would need to address the problem.  He pointed out Parks and Recreation is a vehicle for economic development in our city and the public process should be board.  He stated we may need to take a broad based look at how we can maintain the delivery of service and include the public.

Mr. Odom stated he thought Mr. Shanahan and Mr. Kirkman are talking about two different things.  What Mr. Kirkman brought up relates to the update of the Comprehensive Plan.  He stated if we are going to update the document there is a timeframe we have to cut off public input at some point so that the document can be prepared.  Mr. Odom stated he is very involved in the Parks and Recreation activities in our system.  He talked about the activities that take place at Green Road Park.  He stated we do a lot in the Parks and Recreation Department but it never seems to be enough.  Ms. Cowell pointed out she does not feel we have the public input needed for the update with Mr. Odom pointing out we receive input every day.
Mr. Kirkman suggested having the City Manager contact the consultant and ask the consultant face to face if the consultant feels we have had enough public input or if we need additional hearings or input.  Mr. Kirkman stated he feels that Cary got 10 times more responses to their survey than the City and he feels a lot is the way we went about seeking the information.  He talked about the input Charlotte received.  Mr. Kirkman stated the City needs more information before we do a draft plan and there is no indication that there will be an opportunity for further input.  He would like to keep the process open a couple more months.  Discussion took place about the public hearing and the process that was used with Mr. Kirkman pointing out he does not feel it was adequate.  Mr. Odom suggested giving 30 days notice and having another public hearing.  Ms. Cowell stated she too had some concerns and had thought about calling the consultant and may be it would be better for the Council to talk as a group with the consultant.  Mayor Meeker suggested placing an item on the October 1 agenda and inviting the consultant to come to that meeting and advise the Council of the process they used for public input and whether they feel we have had enough public input.  During that time Administration could contact representatives in the Cary, Greensboro and Charlotte and get information on their process and the amount of public input.  Mr. Odom stated he does not understand as the City developed the RFP and the consultant did what we asked him to do.  Mr. Kirkman stated he objected before we even started this process as he had concerns about how we were going about this process.  Mr. Kirkman again suggested that the City Manager contact the consultant, talk to the lead people, see how much input we had, how the input we had compared to input they have had in other cities and whether the consultant feels we have had enough input.  It was agreed to place the item on the October 1 agenda to proceed as outlined.
