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COUNCIL MINUTES

The City Council of the City of Raleigh met in regular session on Tuesday, September 20, 2005 at 1:00 p.m. in the City Council Chamber, Raleigh Municipal Building, Avery C. Upchurch Government Complex, 222 West Hargett Street, Raleigh, North Carolina, with the following present:

Mayor Meeker called the meeting to order and invocation was rendered by Ms. Gloria Nathan, First Church of Christian Scientists.  The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Council Member Craven.  The following items were discussed with action taken as shown.

RECOGNITION OF SPECIAL AWARDS
HURRICANE KATRINA – CONTRIBUTIONS FROM 2005 PACESETTERS - RECEIVED
Jeff McCullough, President/Owner of MHC Cleaning, representing the 2005 Pacesetters, explained that is a group of minority business owners working to improve their business skills, etc. through the Raleigh Business and Technology Center.  He stated the 2005 Pacesetters are donating $1,000 for the families and children of the Hurricane Katrina disaster.  He stated they want the City of Raleigh to utilize the money in this manner pointing out they have full confidence in the Mayor and the City that it will be used properly.

Mayor Meeker expressed appreciation pointing out the City will use it for families in Wake County.  He stated this is a great effort on behalf of the 2005 Pacesetters and pointed out he hopes it will be an example for other groups and individuals who want to help.
LUNCH WITH LAWYERS - RECOGNIZED
Mayor Meeker explained the Lunch with Lawyers Program pointing out this is the 10th year of the program and about 140 students participated.  He recognized Paul Suhr who started the program and plaques of appreciation were presented to several lawyers who participated in the program.
In accepting the plaques it was pointed out it has been an extremely rewarding program, explaining they have worked with a lot of great kids over the years and followed the progress of many and it is a great program.
PROCLAMATION – RALEIGH FINE ARTS SOCIETY DAY - PROCLAIMED
Mayor Meeker read a proclamation proclaiming September 20th at Raleigh Fine Arts Society Day in the City of Raleigh.  He pointed out the Society is celebrating their 40th birthday.  The proclamation was accepted by Barbara O’Herron, Sandy Hargrove and Scotty Steele.
Barbara O’Herron told of the genesis of the Raleigh Fine Arts Society and expressed appreciation and delight at receiving the proclamation.
MAYOR MEEKER – COMMENTS RECEIVED
Mayor Meeker expressed appreciation explaining he and everyone is very pleased with all of the hard work of City employees and the work done by citizens in helping with the Hurricane Katrina evacuees.  Mayor Meeker stated he had circulated a letter from Secretary Bryan Bealty expressing appreciation to the City and County for the extremely good example set.  He stated it has been a trying time for those coming here and again expressed appreciation to all who have helped.
Mayor Meeker expressed sympathy in the passing of Dr. Annie Louise Wilkerson.  He stated Dr. Wilkerson had delivered over 8,000 children during her tenure.  She was loved by all of her patients, staff, etc.  He stated she was a wonderful person and was recently one of the original inaugurates in the Raleigh Hall of Fame.  He expressed sympathy at her passing.
Mayor Meeker pointed out there was a story in the News and Observer recently about construction projects coming on line by Wake County and the News and Observer.  He stated it was a very small article but here we have $2+ million investment.  He stated it is wonderful to have new companies come in town but it is great to have the stake holders of our area prosper and enlarge their operations in Downtown Raleigh.
Mayor Meeker stated at the end of the meeting there would be a short closed session to review the recommendations relative to the Sir Walter Raleigh Appearance Award.
CONSENT AGENDA
CONSENT AGENDA – APPROVED AS AMENDED
Mayor Meeker presented the Consent Agenda indicating all items are considered to be routine and may be enacted by one motion.  He stated if a Council member requests discussion on an item, the time will be removed from the Consent Agenda and considered separately.  He stated the vote on the Consent Agenda will be a roll call vote.  Mayor Meeker stated he had received the following request to withdraw items from the Consent Agenda:  Satellite Reuse Study, Sewer System Capacity Study and Strickland/Lead Mine Road Widening Project (Craven); Bids – E.M. Johnson Plant (Taliaferro).  Without objection those items were withdrawn from the Consent Agenda.
Mayor Meeker pointed out there is an addition to the Consent Agenda relating to a street closure on E. Cabarrus Street.  He stated in addition Council received a revised recommendation relative to the lease agreement – Nextel South Corporation.
Ms. Taliaferro moved approval of the remaining items on the Consent Agenda including the two add on items.  Her motion was seconded by Mr. Crowder and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on an 8-0 vote.  The items on the Consent Agenda were as follows.
REGIONAL TRAVEL DEMAND MODEL SURVEYS - SUPPLEMENTAL AGREEMENT - APPROVED
On September 2, 2003, the City Council authorized the execution of a municipal agreement with the North Carolina Department of Transportation (NCDOT) for support of the development of the Triangle Regional Travel Demand Model.  The Triangle Regional Travel Demand Model (also known as the Triangle Regional Model or TRM) is a key tool in the preparation of the Capital Area Metropolitan Planning Organization’s (MPO’s) Long Range Transportation plan, and to establishing air quality conformity, a necessary element in accessing federal funds.  The TRM is a joint effort by four partner agencies:  the Capital Area MPO, the Durham-Chapel Hill-Carrboro Metropolitan Planning Organization (DCHC MPO); the Triangle Transit Authority (TTA); and the North Carolina Department of Transportation (NCDOT).  With the goal of improving the timeliness of model forecasts as well as quality of output, these partners agreed to centralize the technical work of model updates and enhancements at what is known as a Service Bureau.  This Service Bureau is housed at the Institute for Transportation Research and Education (ITRE) at NC State University.  The partners further agreed to fund this Service Bureau by equally sharing in the cost, specified in the current municipal agreement as not to exceed $100,000 per year for each of the four funding sponsors.  To simplify contracting issues, the Service Bureau was funded in a single agreement between ITRE and NCDOT, in September, 2003 the three other agencies, including the City of Raleigh entered into an agreement with NCDOT for their share of the total contract.
The Supplemental Agreement proposed between NCDOT and the City of Raleigh, as the host government for lead planning agency for the Capital Area MPO, is to provide funds for special travel surveys and related model update services planned to be conducted over the next three years and associated model updates as required by the US Department of Transportation. These travel surveys, last done in 1995, will provide current comprehensive travel behavior information and a consistent set of data on current travel patterns which will support improvements in model performance and ensure accurate future forecasts.  The Capital Area MPO’s share of  these regional travel  surveys and related model update services being administered through ITRE is not to exceed $500,000, of which 80% ($400,000) is to be paid using federal planning grant (Surface Transportation program Direct Allocation or STP-DA) funds.  The required 20% ($100,000) non-federal matching share will be funded jointly by all of the MPO’s member governments on a pro-rata by population basis as recently implemented by the MPO.  FY 2006 funding for these additional travel survey expenditures was approved as a part of the MPO’s Unified Planning Work Program (UPWP) whose grant funding budget was subsequently approved by the City of Raleigh Council on July 5, 2005. The funding is available for FY05-06 in the account 810-7402-70890-981.  Future year funding will be subject to approval in the MPO’s Unified Planning Work Program, after which the city’s budget will be incorporated to include the proposed budget item(s).

Recommendation:  Adopt the Resolution authorizing the City of Raleigh, acting on behalf of the Capital Area Metropolitan Planning Organization, to enter into a Supplemental Agreement with the North Carolina Department of Transportation.
Authorize the City Manager to make changes to the Supplemental Agreement prior to execution so long as the changes do not alter the intent of the original agreement.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Taliaferro/Crowder – 8 ayes.  See Resolution 672.
NEXTEL SOUTH CORPORATION - LEASE AGREEMENT – APPROVED AS AMENDED
A lease agreement has been received from Nextel South Corporation for the purpose of installing cellular antennas on the Westgate Elevated Water Tank and supporting equipment at the tank site.  The lease is for an initial rate of $32,000 per year with a 3% annual increase at the beginning of each year over the rent for the previous year during the five-year term with the option to extend the term for five successive five-year periods on the same terms and conditions.  The agreement is currently unsigned but expected to be before the Council meeting; if not, it will be pulled from the agenda at the meeting.
Recommendation:  Approve the lease agreement subject to administrative approval of site and construction plans and negotiated offer and upset bid.  Upheld on Consent Agenda Taliaferro/Crowder – 8 ayes.

PUBLIC UTILITIES - SATELLITE REUSE STUDY – ADMINISTRATION AUTHORIZED TO NEGOTIATE CONTRACT
Six proposals were received for the Satellite Reuse Study which was approved in the FY ’06 Capital Improvement Program.  Satellite reuse is a variation from the City’s traditional water reuse plan of taking effluent from the Neuse River Wastewater Treatment Plant and piping it back to reuse customers across the City.  Satellite reuse is an approach growing in use in the southwestern United States and Florida where remote, highly advanced, small wastewater treatment facilities produce high quality reuse water pumped from the sewer collection system.  The purpose of the Satellite Reuse Study is to determine if the use of satellite reuse facilities is feasible for the City.

He explained we have completed the similar studies in Garner and Rolesville and each time we add a service area a study is done and it was recommended that we get an evaluation of the overall sewer system and this covers our base system.  Mr. Craven moved approval as outlined.  His motion was seconded by Ms. Taliaferro and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on an 8-0 vote.
PW 2002-4 - STRICKLAND/LEAD MINE ROAD WIDENING PROJECT - CHANGE ORDER #1/THOMPSON CONTRACTING APPROVED – FUNDS TRANSFERRED
This change order is for an increase of $431,463.15 and time extension of 69 calendar days.

Mr. Craven stated he had withdrawn this from the Consent Agenda as the change order looks like it’s about 10 percent of the total contract.  He questioned what the extenuating circumstances were and pointed out the budget transfer includes transferring from two accounts named Strickland Road widening into an account named Strickland Road widening.  City Manager Allen pointed out this is a final close out change order.  Public Works Director Dawson pointed out the City did Strickland Road in several parts.  We are moving money around within general projects which have been completed.  He pointed out there were some leftover in the eastern end section and we are closing out that and transferring the money to close out here.
In response to questions from Mr. Craven, Mr. Dawson pointed out the additional cost related mainly to the concrete barriers and temporary crash cushions.  He pointed out we were working in the vicinity of high power telephone conduits thus the need for the temporary crash cushions and concrete barriers.  He talked about the work being at an intersection.  Mr. Craven moved approval of the change order and transfer as outlined.  His motion was seconded by Ms. Taliaferro and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on an 8-0 vote.  See Ordinance 894TF29.
E. M. JOHNSON WATER TREATMENT PLANT 50 MGD FINISHED WATER PUMP AND BACKWASH PUMP ADDITIONAL PROJECTS – ALL BIDS REJECTED
Pursuant to advertisement as required by law, bids were received and publicly opened on August 25, 2005, for the construction of the E.M. Johnson Water Treatment Plant 50 MGD Finished Water Pump and Backwash Pump Addition Project, with Dellinger, Inc., submitting the apparent low bid in the amount of $8,647,152.  This bid significantly exceeded the funds available for this project.

Recommendation:  Reject the bids received and authorize staff to proceed with further review of this project in order to secure more reasonable bids upon re-advertisement.

Ms. Taliaferro stated she supports the recommendation and wants to express appreciation to staff for their work on this item.  She stated the bids came in over budget and staff is recommending rejection of the bids and want to go back and review the project in hopes of making adjustments so it will come in within budget.  Ms. Taliaferro moved approval of the recommendation as outlined.  Her motion was seconded by Mayor Meeker and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on an 8-0 vote.
REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION OF THE PLANNING COMMISSION
PLANNING COMMISSION CONSENT AGENDA – APPROVED AS AMENDED
Mayor Meeker presented the Planning Commission Consent Agenda indicating it will be handled in the same manner as the regular Consent Agenda.  He stated he had received a request from Ms. Taliaferro to withdraw TC-12-05.  Without objection that item was withdrawn from the Planning Commission Consent Agenda.  Ms. Taliaferro moved approval of the remaining items on the Planning Commission Consent Agenda.  Her motion was seconded by Ms. Kekas and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on an 8-0 vote.  The items on the Consent Agenda were as follows:
REZONING Z-39-05 OBERLIN ROAD – APPROVED AS AMENDED; COMPREHENSIVE PLAN TO BE AMENDED
This request is to rezone approximately .27 acres, currently zoned Office&Institution-1 & Residential-4.  The proposal is to rezone the property to Buffer Commercial Conditional Use District.
CR-10872 from the Planning Commission recommends that this request be approved in accordance with conditions dated September 14, 2005; and that the Comprehensive Plan be amended to shift the policy boundary line to include all of the subject properties on the non-residential side.  Planning Commission recommendation upheld on Consent Agenda Taliaferro/Kekas – 8 ayes.  See Ordinance 896ZC575.

SP-24-05 – GREENWAY VILLAGE SHOPPING CENTER – APPROVED WITH CONDITIONS
This request is to approve a 37,263 square foot shopping center on 10.65 acres, zoned Shopping Center Conditional Use/SHOD 4 Overlay and Residential-4 Conditional Use.  This site is located within 400 feet of a residential use or zone. This plan proposes a mixture of office and retail uses that incorporate urban design guidelines.  This site was rezoned Shopping Center (SC) Conditional Use with SHOD 4 Overlay with conditions Z-58-04.

CR-10873 from the Planning Commission recommends approval with conditions.  Planning Commission recommendation upheld on Consent Agenda Taliaferro/Kekas – 8 ayes.
SP-51-05 – CARLTON PLACE – APPROVED WITH CONDITIONS
This is a request for a 14,772 square foot multifamily development consisting of 18 dwelling units on a .28 acre portion of a site zoned Business District and Downtown Residential Housing Overlay District.

CR-10874 from the Planning Commission recommends approval with conditions.  Planning Commission recommendation upheld on Consent Agenda Taliaferro/Kekas – 8 ayes.
END OF PLANNING COMMISSION CONSENT AGENDA
TC-12-05 – ATTORNEY CERTIFICATION PROGRAM – APPROVED – ORDINANCE ADOPTED
This request is to amend the Subdivision Regulations to require private attorneys, who prepare City Code required legal documents, like homeowner association documents, to file written certification with the Raleigh City Attorney that the legal documents contain language required by the City Code.  The certifications will be based on forms prepared by the City Attorney.

CR-10875 from the Planning Commission recommends that this text change be approved, as amended.

Planning Commission Chairman Everett explained the item and the benefits of the text change.  Ms. Taliaferro stated she did not want this to go by without the Council expressing appreciation to the staff and the Planning Commission for their work on this item.  She stated this is a text change which has been in the works for several years and it will free up staff to do other things.
Mayor Meeker pointed out this is one of the efforts the Council and Administration have been looking at to help expedite the development process.  All expressed appreciation to the Attorney, staff and Planning Commission for their work.  Ms. Taliaferro moved approval of TC-12-05 as recommended.  Her motion was seconded by Mr. Isley and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on an 8-0 vote.  See Ordinance 897-TC-272.
REZONING Z-20-05 – WESTERN BOULEVARD – REFERRED TO COMPREHENSIVE PLANNING COMMITTEE
This request is to rezone approximately 3.93 acres, currently zoned Residential -10 and Residential-10 Conditional Use.  The proposal is to rezone the property to Office and Institution -1 Conditional Use.

CR-10876 from the Planning Commission recommends that this request be approved, as revised, in accordance with conditions dated September 1, 2005; and, that the Arena Small Area Plan be amended to designate office uses as appropriate on these 3.93 acres.

Planning Commission Chairman Everett explained the case and the Planning Commission’s recommendation.  He explained the original case and the revisions pointing out a lot of the discussion related to the Arena Small Area Plan, diversity of residential commercial flex space, etc.  The Planning Commission felt the O&I would be a good use.  Mr. Crowder stated he would like to look at this a little further in Comprehensive Planning Committee.  Mayor Meeker pointed out some type offices that would improve the area such as professional offices, etc. he feels would be good but has concern about flex space or offices.  Mr. Crowder stated he feels the Comprehensive Plan has very clear guidelines for this area.  Without other discussion the item was referred to Comprehensive Planning Committee.
REZONING Z-23-05 – LEESVILLE ROAD – REFERRED TO COMPREHENSIVE PLANNING COMMITTEE
This request is to rezone approximately 0.49 acre, currently zoned Residential -4.  The proposal is to rezone the property to Office and Institution -1 Conditional Use.

CR-10877 from the Planning Commission recommends that this request be denied.

Planning Commission Chairman Everett explained the case.  He talked about discussions at the Planning Commission relating to traffic, the possibility of opening the door to stripping out Leesville Road and pointed out the motion was 7-4 to deny the case.
Planning Director Silver pointed out the applicant has presented revised conditions.  The revised conditions relate to Condition #5 which reduces the overall size of any building to 5,000 square feet and condition 13 which provides a cross access provisions are subject to Planning Commission approval.  Mr. Isley requested the item be referred to Comprehensive Planning Committee pointing out he has received a lot of emails, calls, etc. concerning this case.  Without discussion the item was referred to Comprehensive Planning Committee.
REZONING Z-21-05 TRENTON ROAD, REZONING Z-44-05 – WINDY WOODS ROAD – APPROVED; REZONING Z-43-05 – TRENTON ROAD REFERRED TO COMPREHENSIVE PLANNING COMMITTEE
Rezoning Z-21-05 is a request is to rezone approximately 21.32 acres, currently zoned Residential- 4.  The proposal is to rezone the property to Residential -4 Conditional Use.

CR-10878 from the Planning Commission recommends that this request be approved in accordance with conditions dated February 18, 2005.

Rezoning Z-43-05 – is a request is to rezone approximately 2.17 acres, currently zoned Residential-2 with Metro Park Overlay District.  The proposal is to rezone the property to Residential-4 Conditional Use District with Metro Park Overlay District.

CR-10879 from the Planning Commission recommends that this request be approved in accordance with conditions dated April 15, 2005.

Rezoning Z-44-05 is a request is to rezone approximately 9.50 acres, currently zoned Residential-4.  The proposal is to rezone the property to Residential-4 Conditional Use District.

CR-10880 from the Planning Commission recommends that this request be approved in accordance with conditions dated April 15, 2005.
Planning Commission Chairman Everett explained these three cases were discussed together as they are adjacent properties.  He stated Z-21 and Z-44 cover property presently zoned R-4 which would go to R-4 conditional use, Z-43 was R-2.  He talked about the environmental issues, historic structure, stubbing of a public street, etc.  He explained the Planning Commission’s vote and the discussion which took place.  Mr. Crowder pointed out he has concerns about formulating the agreement between the County and DENR pointing out those issues are interrelated and he would like to see these 3 items referred to Committee.  Ms. Taliaferro pointed out Z-21 and Z-44 would be more restrictive as R-4 Conditional Use and the conditions relate to prohibiting residential institution, not allowing cluster, etc.  She agrees that Rezoning Z-43 needs to be looked at further and moved that Z-21-05 and Z-44-05 be approved as recommended by the Planning Commission and Z-43 be referred to Comprehensive Planning Commission.  Her motion was seconded by Ms. Kekas and put to a vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on an 8-0 vote.  See Ordinance 896ZC575.
SPECIAL ITEMS
TRAFFIC – NO PARKING ZONE ON EVERETT DRIVE - APPROVED
The following item appeared on the September 6, 2005 agenda:

It is recommended that a no parking zone be established on the north side of Everett Drive beginning at a point 250 feet east of Dixie Trail continuing eastward 80 feet.

A request has been received from a citizen to install a no parking zone along their property.  This recommendation will remove residential permit parking along their property.

Recommendation:  Approve as recommended.
Delete from Traffic Schedule 21G

Everett Avenue, both sides, Dixie Trail to Brooks Avenue.
Add to Traffic Schedule 13

Everett Drive, north side, beginning at a point 250 feet east of Dixie Trail continuing eastward 80 feet.
Add to Traffic Schedule 21G

Everett Avenue, south side, Dixie Trail to Brooks Avenue.

Everett Avenue, north side, beginning at Dixie Trail and continuing 250 feet eastward.

Everett Avenue, north side, beginning at a point 330 feet east of Dixie Trail continuing to Brooks Avenue.

Mr. Crowder had asked that the item be held and Administration contact the University Park Homeowners’ Association to get their input on this request, pointing out there is a shortage of on street parking in the area, and placing the item on this agenda.

Sallie Ricks, President of the Homeowners’ Association, was contacted and indicated after her investigation with neighbors, they are supportive of the recommendation to install the no parking signs in front of the aforementioned property. 

Mr. Crowder pointed out he did speak with members of the community and expressed appreciation for staff comments.  He stated the community is opposed to taking away any parking spaces but this particular situation had to do with a person with disabilities so they have no problem.  He pointed out with the limited amount of parking in the area they want to look very carefully at removing any of the parking.  Mr. Crowder moved approval of the change in the traffic code as outlined.  His motion was seconded by Mayor Meeker and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on an 8-0 vote.  See Ordinance 895.
REZONING Z-15-05 - AUBURN CHURCH ROAD – DENIED – ADMINISTRATION ASKED TO PROVIDE INFORMATION
The Planning Commission presented the following recommendation during the September 6 Council meeting:
This request is to rezone approximately 328 acres, currently zoned Industrial-1 Conditional Use with Special Highway Overlay District-1.  The proposal is to rezone the property to Thoroughfare District Conditional Use with Special Highway Overlay District-1 to remain.
CR-10869 from the Planning Commission recommends that this request be denied.
At that meeting Ms. Taliaferro pointed out the Council had received a request from the petitioner who asked that the item be deferred to allow the petitioner an opportunity to continue work with the neighborhood.
Mayor Meeker pointed out the applicants are requesting denial and they will be going to the Planning Commission to request the waiver of the 2-year waiting period; therefore he would move approval of the denial and going to the Planning Commission for waiver of the waiting period.
Mr. West talked about dialogue, meetings, etc. that had been held.  He stated when you are looking at an area, we need to look at the structured balance.  He pointed out when you loose industrial zoning it is difficult to get it back.  He feels we need to look at the long term trends of our industrial zoning throughout the City and whether there is demand or a market for industrial zoning in this area.  He talked about the trends for industrial zoning and recommended that an item be referred to Administration to come back with a report, that is Administration examine or analyze the whole issue citywide as it relates to industrial zoning and whether there has been changes in use of industrial zoning, what changes are taking place in employment areas, whether any changes should be made, that is he would ask Administration to come back with a proposal of analyzing this situation with the understanding the cost of the project would come from City Council contingency.  He stated he feels as we analyze this process he feels we should involve the community through a facilitator process and so moved.  His motion was seconded by Mayor Meeker.  Mayor Meeker stated as he understands Mr. West’s motion is for Administration to come back with a scope of study and cost to do an analysis relative to the loss of industrial land to commerce, what is happening in our employment areas, etc.  That motion was put to a vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on 8-0 vote.
Mayor Meeker restated his motion to deny Rezoning Z-15-05.  His motion was seconded by Ms. Taliaferro.  The Clerk briefly explained the process for applying for a waiver of a 2-year waiting period once a case has been denied; that is the applicant must submit the request to the Planning Commission which makes the recommendation to the full Council.  The motion as stated was put to a vote which passed unanimously.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on 8-0 vote.
PCB TASK FORCE – RECOMMENDATIONS UPHELD – TASK FORCE TO CONTINUE WORK
During the September 6, 2005 Council meeting, the City Attorney provided a written and oral report on the PCB Task Force.  At the request of the Mayor it was directed that the item be placed on this agenda and asked that action be taken on the recommendations.
City Attorney McCormick indicated an agreement for clean up has been reached and it has been approved by the Justice Department.  Mayor Meeker moved the City Council approve the recommendations of the Task Force as outlined at the last meeting, keep the task force in existence and follow up on how to get the site inspected and get the ditch cleaned, etc.  Mr. Isley expressed appreciation pointing out he is amazed at how quickly the City Attorney got this together and an agreement has been reached.  A great deal of gratitude is owed to the City Attorney.  Mayor Meeker spoke briefly about the testing and how long that will take and pointed out if we keep the task force in existence and they can continue the work and he hopes the other participants agree.  Ms. Taliaferro agreed and expressed appreciation to the City Attorney for heading up this effort.  Mayor Meeker pointed out there will be issues and there is a lot of work to be done.  The motion to approve the Task Force’s recommendations and continue the Task Force in existence was put to a vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on 8-0 vote.
Mr. West pointed out the issue remains relative to people eating the fish pointing out it appears that the warnings do not appear as a high level warning so needed against eating the fish.  City Attorney McCormick pointed out the Task Force did have a lot of concern about the number and the content of the signs relative to fish advisories and whether people should or should not swim in the lake.  He pointed out one of the recommendations of the Task Force was to work with the Health and Human Resources Department and Wake County to come up with additional signage and language.  Mr. West talked about fish caught in the lake and pointed out he does have concerns that people are aware of the dangers.
PLANNED DEVELOPMENT DISTRICT - DESIGN STANDARDS PROPOSAL – TO BE PLACED ON NOVEMBER 15 AGENDA AS A SPECIAL ITEM
During the September 6, 2005 Council meeting, Bob Mulder, representing the Northeast CAC and other interested citizens, presented the Council with a proposal to consider adding design standards for the Planned Development District.  It was directed that the item be placed on this agenda and Administration was asked to provide a report on the number of times the Planned Development District has been used and the results.
Mayor Meeker pointed out Council members received a memo which indicated the PDD has not been used, as it was just recently adopted.  Mr. Crowder pointed out he has a pretty good informational package that the Planning staff put together.  He stated if you look at other cities which use the planned development district they use design guidelines.  He talked about the discussions that had taken place before about the need for design guidelines and the importance of design guidelines.  He read from the information and pointed out in his discussion with staff, he feels staff would like to have guidelines; therefore, he would suggest that this item go back in Committee to look at adding design guidelines, explaining that would not have any impact on the current text change but would give the Committee an opportunity to discuss adding design guidelines.  Ms. Taliaferro pointed out this was discussed at length in Committee recently and she doesn’t see anything that has changed as the new ordinance hasn’t been used as yet.  She stated she would be willing to discuss it after the first case comes in but at this point she sees no need for further discussion.
Mayor Meeker suggested holding the item and placing it on the agenda for first meeting in December and let the Council at that time make the decision.  It was pointed out by Mr. Crowder that the Planning Director could give some recommendations with Ms. Taliaferro pointing out they have already made the recommendation.  Mr. Isley questioned if this could be placed on the November 15th agenda to allow this Council an opportunity to make the decision.
Without further discussion it was agreed the item would be placed on the November 15 agenda as a special item.
SU-1-05 ST. MARY’S COPTIC ORTHODOX CHURCH – APPROVED AS AMENDED
During the September 6, 2005 Council meeting, an evidentiary hearing was held to consider a request from St. Mary’s Coptic Orthodox Church for a special use permit to allow an off site parking facility for a residential institution in a residential zoning district.  Following the hearing, the Council voted to approve the special use permit and directed the item be placed on this agenda to consider approval of the Findings of Fact and Conclusions of Law.

The following findings were included in the agenda packet:
FINDINGS OF FACT

1.
All parties necessary to the determination of this request were properly notified and were or had the opportunity to be represented at the hearing.

2.
Raleigh City Code §12-5003 requires the following conditions be satisfied before an amplified entertainment permit may be issued.

a.
The establishment’s proximity to residential areas, schools, churches, and health care facilities.

b.
The establishment’s history of compliance or noncompliance with noise and nuisance law.

c.
Access with respect to pedestrian and automotive safety, traffic flow and emergency service.

d.
Intensity including such considerations as size, location, hours and/or conditions or operation, and number of participants.

e.
Landscaping, screening, fencing with respect to protecting affected properties from anticipated noise, loss of privacy, and glare; preserving of important natural features; or harmonizing the request with affected properties.

f.
Control or elimination of noise, dust, vibration and lighting.

g.
The proposed use will not adversely impact public services and facilities such as parking, traffic, police, etc., and that the secondary effects of such uses will not adversely impact on adjacent properties.  The secondary effects would include but not be limited to noise, light, stormwater runoff, parking, pedestrian circulation and safety.

h.
The facility shall be owned, maintained and used by St. Mary’s Coptic Orthodox Church.

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

1.
The requirements of the Raleigh City Code have been met and the applicant is entitled to a Special Use Permit.

2.
Pursuant to the provisions of G.S. 160A of the North Carolina General Statutes, the City Council is empowered to place conditions upon a special use permit.

3.
The request made in SU-1-05 is hereby approved.
City Attorney McCormick pointed out the findings which were included in the agenda packet will be amended to the extent that the Council added a special condition that the parking lot or facility would be use only by the church.  Mr. Isley moved approval of the findings of fact and conclusions of law with the amendment as outlined by the Attorney.  His motion was seconded by Ms. Kekas and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on 8-0 vote.
REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION OF THE CITY MANAGER
PARKS AND GREENWAY BOND PROGRAM – 2003 – WORK PROGRAM APPROVED
The 2003 Park and Greenway Bond Program approved in October, 2003 was authorized for implementation of Phase One in July, 2005.  Significant increases in construction costs have been addressed by the City Council in adopting the Phase One funding program for the 2003 Park Bond.  Community interest and concern regarding completion of these projects remains high. Further construction cost increases can be expected due to the volatile market for petroleum products as well as other construction materials.  This may require future budget adjustments to be brought back to the City Council.  Therefore, a high priority should be placed on avoiding further delays in implementing Phase One of the Park Bond.
Recommended implementation plans for Phase One of the 2003 Park and Greenway Bond Program are provided.  The projects addressed are those projects funded in fiscal years 2005-06 and 2006-07.  The recommended Phase One 2003 Park Bond plan is dependent on the continued implementation of several current high priority projects such as the Horseshoe Farm, Forest Ridge and Leesville Road Master Plans and on-going CIP projects.  Additional Council initiatives will also impact the proposed implementation plans.
The summary, provides a description of the implementation tasks and addressing master planning requirements for the projects.  The project start and completion dates are projected in the report, along with the current budget allocation for each project.

2003 Park and Greenway Bond Implementation Report

Master Plan Process:

The Park Master Planning Process Resolution 2003 – 735 Revised January 6, 2004 was adopted subsequent to the approval of the 2003 Park and Greenway Bond.  The following is a summary of the master plan and master plan amendment guidelines and the proposed implementation process for the first phase projects of the 2003 Bond Program.

Excerpt from Master Plan Resolution to guide the City Council in determining the appropriateness of a new Master Plan, Master Plan Revision or Master Plan Amendment or public review:

Is a Master Plan needed?
1.  A new Master Plan is needed in the following situations: 

· Every park site should have a minimal baseline inventory showing property boundaries and riparian buffers and a Master Plan or General Management Plan 

· For acquired but undeveloped park property, a Master Plan derived 

through a public process is required before any development for public 

utilization. 

2.  A Revised Master Plan is needed in the following situations: 

· When a Master Plan has been in place more than 15 years, the park has not been fully developed and additional facilities or renovations are planned. This may be minimal review by the PRGAB and staff if the plans are consistent with an existing Master Plan, but must be publicly advertised for comment. 

· Proposed park improvements are not consistent with the existing adopted Master Plan. 

· The Revised Master Plan Process will be the same as for a new Master Plan.

3.  The following thresholds will be considered when evaluating whether to initiate a new Master Plan, revised Master Plan or Master Plan Amendment:

· An improvement with a monetary value greater than $350,000 or $500,000 over five years. 

4.  A Master Plan Amendment is needed when a new specific use not included in the adopted Master Plan is to be considered for the park or a specific change for the park is proposed that does not significantly alter other uses of the park. 

5.  A Master Plan is not needed when: 

· There is facility development or maintenance that is consistent with an existing Master Plan. 

· Greenway development. However, special segments with unique ecological features or larger nodes in the greenway system may require an SIP and/or a Master Plan. The Master Plan is these cases may equate to a General Management Plan as used by the NC Division of Parks and Recreation or adopted Park and Greenway Management Policies.  A Master Plan Amendment to the Greenway Element may also be appropriate. 

(Emphasis added for this report)

Recommendation:  Approve the implementation procedures for Phase One of the 2003 Park and Greenway Bond Program as submitted in the staff report 2003 Park and Greenway Bond Implementation Program - Phase One.

City Manager Allen briefly explained the issue pointing out this would be the work plan that covers the next two years as it relates to the 2003 Park and Greenway Bond Phase One.  Ms. Taliaferro moved approval.  Her motion was seconded by Mr. Isley and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on 8-0 vote.
DROUGHT – VOLUNTEER REDUCTION REQUESTED – CITY MANAGER GIVEN AUTHORITY TO MOVE TOWARDS MANDATORY PHASE 1 IF NEEDED
City Manager Allen pointed out we have are going through a very dry period of time.  He explained we have criteria in place which requires the City to look at lake levels, conditions, etc. and offer volunteer conservation and mandatory conservation if the criteria is met.  He stated it is suggested that we call for water customers to voluntarily reduce their water usage by 10 percent or more and grant authorization to issue mandatory water conservation measures if the criteria is met.
Public Utilities Director Crisp presented charts comparing the amount of rain in September of 2005 to September of 2004 pointing out for the month we are about 3½ inches behind and year to day a little over 11 inches behind.  He pointed out the City has been monitoring the lake levels very closely. He also presented a graft showing the lake levels for the last several years as well as information showing water supply days remaining.  He stated at present we have 104 days remaining and a 103 days left in 2005.  He stated the volunteer conservation measures should put in place and that will be monitored as well as rainfall, lake levels etc. and if necessary we could move to phase 1 of the mandatory requirements.  Mayor Meeker talked about the response of the citizens to the call for volunteer conservation and questioned how we would get the word to the citizens.  City Manager Allen pointed out Public Affairs will be ready to do news releases, we will use RTN and many of the media outlets are present at the meeting.  Ms. Taliaferro moved approval of the recommendation to request City water customers to immediately voluntarily reduce their water usage by 10 percent or more until we began receiving normal rainfall for this time of the year and that the Council grant the City Manager authorization to issue mandatory water conservation measures at a point the water supply days do not project to the end of 2005 per the Code.  Her motion was seconded by Ms. Kekas.  Ms. Taliaferro pointed out a year or so ago the City Council worked very hard to put these measures in place, that work was being done at a time it was not needed and she is really pleased we have a program in place.  The motion as stated was put to a vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on an 8-0 vote.

REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION OF THE BUDGET AND ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT COMMITTEE
PARKS AND RECREATION FEES – CHARGES TO PRIVATE GROUPS - AMENDED
Mayor Meeker reported the Budget and Economic Development Committee recommends deleting the 25% revenue sharing charge to for profit groups utilizing City facilities.  It is understood all other fees, charges, priorities, etc. would remain in place.  On behalf of the Committee, Mayor Meeker moved the recommendation be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Mr. West.  In response to questioning from Mr. Regan, Mayor Meeker explained the item pointing out at the time the Council updated the fee schedule a new charge was put in that required certain users to pay 25 percent of revenue they produced while utilizing the fields.  The motion was stated was put to a roll call vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on 8-0 vote.
PARKING FEES – DOWNTOWN SPECIAL EVENTS - AMENDED
Mayor Meeker reported the Budget and Economic Development Committee recommends that the City continue with its present system of charging for parking in the Downtown area for events at Progress Energy Center for Performing Arts, First Night and for City sponsored events that have associated City expenses such as concerts, fireworks, etc.  There should be no charge for parking for community events that have no associated City expenses such as First Friday, Art Walk or other such activities.  On behalf of the Committee, Mayor Meeker moved the recommendation be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Mr. West.  Brief discussion took place relative to discussion in Committee.  Mr. Crowder pointed out he would like to look at a broader aspect of the program that is have some coordination between City events and private entities with Mayor Meeker pointing out that could be discussed as a separate matter.  Mr. Regan expressed concern and how he basically feels we should charge parking fees for everything and he is confused as to how he should vote on this issue.  Mayor Meeker pointed out this motion if approved would authorize charges for less events.  The motion as stated was put to a roll call vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative except Mr. Regan who voted in the negative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on a 7-1 vote.
Mr. Crowder again stated he would like to refer to Committee the issue of coordinating City sponsored and private events in the downtown area.  City Manager Allen pointed out the Council had asked a task force to look at coordinating events and they have been addressing that and he feels they will be bringing forth a recommendation in the next couple of meetings.  Ms. Taliaferro pointed out we have a new executive director of the Downtown Raleigh Alliance and she thinks that person is bring some new ideals to the Board.  Without further discussion it was agreed to hold action on Mr. Crowder’s suggestion until such time a report is received from the task force.  
CONDEMNATION – GARNER ROAD REDEVELOPMENT/1121 SOUTH STATE STREET - APPROVED
Mr. West reported the Budget and Economic Development Committee recommends that condemnation proceedings be authorized for 1121 South State Street, property owned by Joseph H. and Carolyn J. Tarlton located in the Garner Road redevelopment area.  On behalf of the Committee, he moved the recommendation be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Mayor Meeker.  Mr. Regan questioned what is meant by redevelopment and expressed concern about this item.  The motion as stated was put to a roll call vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative except Mr. Regan who voted in the negative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on a 7-1 vote.
REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION OF THE COMPREHENSIVE PLANNING COMMITTEE
TEMPORARY EVENT ORDINANCE AND MOBILE FOOD VENDORS – PUBLIC HEARING SCHEDULED; VENDORS CONDUCTING BUSINESS FROM VEHICLES ON VACANT LOTS – REFERRED TO COMPREHENSIVE PLANNING COMMITTEE
Chairperson Crowder reported the Comprehensive Planning Committee recommends scheduling a public hearing on the proposed text changes regarding mobile vendor cart conditional use and outdoor sales area designation.  A copy of the proposal was included in the agenda packets.
The Committee requests that an item be referred to the Comprehensive Planning Committee to consider the issue of regulating vendors who conduct business from vehicles on a vacant lot.  On behalf of the Committee, Mr. Crowder moved the recommendation be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Mayor Meeker and put to a vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on an 8-0 vote.
REZONING Z-46-05 - LIGON MILL ROAD – PROPERTY REZONED TO RESIDENTIAL-4
Chairperson Crowder reported the Comprehensive Planning Committee recommends that a zoning district designation of R-4 be placed on the property in its entirety as originally advertised.  On behalf of the Committee, Mr. Crowder moved the recommendation be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Ms. Taliaferro and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted.  See Ordinance 896ZC575.
ANNEXATION - OLD WAKE FOREST ROAD - SOUTHERN PORTION – REMOVED FROM THE AGENDA
Chairperson Crowder reported the Comprehensive Planning Committee recommends that the proposed annexation of the southern portion of Old Wake Forest Road be reported out of Committee with no further action taken.  Mayor Meeker stated without objection the item would be removed from the agenda.
WEBSITE - RESTORATION OF FUNCTIONALITY – REMOVED FROM THE AGENDA
Chairperson Crowder reported the Comprehensive Planning Committee recommends the item, restoring of functionality of the Planning Department’s website, be reported out of Committee with no further action.  Mayor Meeker stated without objection the item would be removed from the Committee agenda.
REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION OF THE LAW AND PUBLIC SAFETY COMMITTEE

LAW AND PUBLIC SAFETY ITEMS - COMBINED
Chairperson Isley reported the Law and Public Safety Committee did meet and had lengthy discussion.  He stated the Committee decided to combine items 03-31 – Organic/Wildlife Gardening with item 03-30 – Public Nuisance Review.  
BUDGET AND ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT COMMITTEE – MEETINGS ANNOUNCED
Mayor Meeker reported the Budget and Economic Development Committee will have a special meeting on Monday, September 26, 2005 at 5:30 p.m. for a tour and have public comment on the Martin Haywood area.  He invited all Council members to attend.  Mayor Meeker stated the Budget and Economic Development Committee would meet at its regular meeting time on September 27, 2005 at 11:00 a.m.

REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION OF THE PUBLIC WORKS COMMITTEE

SEWER ASSESSMENT ROLL 1288 - CHAPEL HILL ROAD – APPROVED AS AMENDED
Chairperson Taliaferro reported the Public Works Committee recommends adoption of Sewer Assessment Roll 1288 - Chapel Hill Road which was adopted by Resolution 2005-548 on June 7, 2005.  The amendment would be that the assessment against Tanager Properties, Assessment Map Number 1, property ID 0159978 would be reduced to $14,990.50.  The total assessment for Sewer Assessment Roll 1288 would be $35,861.50.  On behalf of the Committee, Ms. Taliaferro moved the recommendation be upheld.  Her motion was seconded by Mr. Isley.  Ms. Taliaferro reported the Committee discussed this at length as there was concern about the action becoming a precedent but the Committee did not feel it is a precedent as this is a situation in which the sewer line was installed by private funds before our present policy.  The motion as stated was put to a roll call vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on an 8-0 vote.  See Resolution 675.
STREET IMPROVEMENTS - FREEDOM DRIVE/RHYNE COURT – RESOLUTION DIRECTING PROJECT ADOPTED
Chairperson Taliaferro reported the Public Works Committee recommends adoption of a resolution directing the installation of a 41 foot back to back (curb and gutter) street on a 60 foot right-of-way on Freedom Drive and Rhyne Court with sidewalk on the west side of Freedom Drive and on the north side of Rhyne Court with assessments to apply.  On behalf of the Committee, Ms. Taliaferro moved the recommendation be upheld.  Her motion was seconded by Ms. Kekas and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on an 8-0 vote.  See Resolution 676.
REQUESTS AND PETITIONS OF CITIZENS

COMPREHENSIVE PLAN AMENDMENT – SUMNER BOULEVARD EXTENSION – PUBLIC HEARING AUTHORIZED
Russell Laing, Cooper Kenworth, Inc., had requested permission to discuss the realignment of proposed Sumner Boulevard extension.  Attorney Tom Worth pointed out Mr. Laing could not be at the meeting.  He stated Cooper Kenworth was requesting a building permit and found it was in conflict with Sumner Boulevard extension.  He stated because of this alignment in the plan they could not do the expansion and may threaten their existence at this location.  He requested that the Council move as quickly as possible on considering this amendment.
Transportation Service Division Manager Eric Lamb pointed out the roadway is currently in the Comprehensive Plan as a proposed minor thoroughfare that parallels an existing railway corridor in the Northeast Regional Center from I-540 to Gresham Lake Road.  During a review of a recently submitted site plan (SP-48-05) the requirement for extractions related to this proposed thoroughfare was communicated to the applicant.  Addressing the requirements via right-of-way dedications and fees in lieu of construction represents a substantial fiscal impact to the property.  It was pointed out there appears to be several versions of the Sumner Boulevard extension which were discussed during consideration of the Northeast Regional Center Plan.  An alignment has been suggested by Mr. Laing and it appears that there is some merit in considering an amendment; therefore, staff would suggest moving forward with a November public hearing.  Ms. Taliaferro moved a public hearing be scheduled to consider the alignment of Sumner Boulevard extension.  Her motion was seconded by Ms. Kekas and put to a vote which passed unanimously.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on 8-0 vote.
HUMAN RIGHTS VIOLATIONS AND CONCERNS – VOICED – REFERRED TO CITY ATTORNEY
Leslie Wright spoke at length of problems she has concerning her feelings relative to illegal activities occurring against her.  She gave times and dates, talked about how she felt an electronic device had been illegally implanted into her body and problems it has caused her in her daily life including riding the bus, using a computer, etc.  She talked about organized crime and how she is being utilized against her will.  She told of personal problems she has.
The City Attorney was asked to contact Ms. Wright and help her get the treatment she needs to take care of her problems.
TAXI RATE SURCHARGE – REQUEST TO IMPLEMENT – REFERRED TO LAW AND PUBLIC SAFETY COMMITTEE
Harold Dover, President and CEO of Triangle Yellow Transit, Inc. pointed out they provide para-transit transportation opportunities in the City of Raleigh.  He stated he was before the Council to request a trip surcharge for the taxi industry pointing out it is very obvious that gas prices have skyrocketed.  He stated their employees are independent contractors that pay for their own gas.  He requested the Council to allow them to increase their fare by a $2.00 surcharge until the end of the year.  He stated this is pretty much in line with what other cities throughout the country are doing pointing out Seattle, Washington has a 50 cent surcharge, Memphis, Tennessee $2.00, Montgomery, Maryland a $1.50.  He stated increases in some cities are lagging behind as the governing bodies are considering the request.  He stated the analysis they had done tells them that gas will top out at about $3.00 a gallon by the end of the year.  He talked about the spikes in gas prices we are seeing now.

In response to questioning, City Attorney McCormick indicated generally requests such as this are referred to the Law and Public Safety Committee.  He stated there are some obvious budget issues as explained by Transportation Engineer Kennon’s memo relative to our ART program.  He stated normally the City grant increases based on mileage.  He pointed out what Mr. Dover is requesting relates to one segment and we may need to look at the Citywide taxi rates in general.  Without further discussion the item was referred to Law and Public Safety Committee.
PERSONNEL – FIRE DEPARTMENT HIRING – COMMENTS RECEIVED
Welton Jones, 2021 Bowman Lane, indicated he retired from the City of Raleigh Fire Department.  He stated he was the second black hired by the fire department and that was in March of 1963.  At that time the City had a population of some 150,000.  He talked about the number of blacks that were hired in that time period and pointed out a group went to the Chief and asked why more blacks were not being hired and talked about the answer they received at that time related to problems which could occur with women being rescued by firemen.  He talked about action that was taken at that time relative to the fire department being sued for discriminatory hiring policies.  He stated in about 2 months after the suit was brought, 13 black firemen were on board, but pointed out a black person was hired only when a black person was fired.  Within in two months 17 black firemen were found and he wonders why they had not been hired prior to the suit being brought against the fire department.  He pointed out he retired from the fire department in March of ’88 at the age of 53.  He stated the fire department was very good to him.  Things went better for awhile.  He stated however since that time he has never stopped looking at the personnel records and talked about progress or lack of progress which has been made.  He stated since 1998 there have been 20 blacks or non-Hispanic, 7 Hispanic/American Indian and 185 white non-Hispanic people hired.  He stated he looked further and found that there was one American Indian/Alaskan native, 5 blacks/non-Hispanic plus two Inspector IIIs who are paid a Captain’s pay and can return to the line at any time and 83 white/non-Hispanic.  He stated the fire department is an excellent place to work.  He pointed out however, the numbers he was provided as it relates to captains do not add up as we have at least 25 fire stations and with the various shifts, etc. there should be more captain positions.  He stated if the information he has is wrong he would like to know, but again pointed out the figures do not add up, questioning if some of the positions are not filled.  He stated he went to the Police Substation on Atlantic Avenue and it was very easy for him to get a breakdown on personnel and pointed out the police department has a police recruiter and questioned why the fire department does not have a recruiting officer.  He stated the City must do better pointing out he will not rest until he sees the City do a better job in hiring in the fire department.  He stated he can’t afford to take this to court but it is not right and he will not give up.  He stated something is wrong with the picture.  He would like to have a report in writing in some 30 days relative to the policies.  Mr. Jones pointed out he feels it is necessary for the City to have a fire recruiting officer and he would be willing to give the City two days a week free to do this job.
Mr. West pointed out 3 or 4 years ago the same concern was expressed about the police department and he thinks some positive things occurred.  He stated he is pleased to hear the police department is moving in the right direction and maybe we should use the same type process for the fire department.  Mr. Jones pointed out from the information he has been provided there were more blacks working in the fire department when he left than there are now.  City Manager Allen pointed out the City would be glad to take up Mr. Jones’ offer to do recruiting for the City Fire Department pointing out the City doesn’t have a full time recruiter in the fire department.  He stated of the 520 employees in the fire department 89 are minorities or women.  He talked about the percentage of minorities hired pointing out the City is making efforts and are trying to find qualified applicants.  Mr. Jones questioned if the City Manager is including women when he talks about minorities.  Mayor Meeker talked about the City’s efforts to hire minorities and encouraged anyone who would like to consider a career in the fire department to please apply.  Why the City does not have a recruiter in the fire department was touched on.  Ms. Kekas questioned the turnover in the fire department versus police department and whether that is a reason we do not have a recruiter in the fire department.  
The difficulty in recruiting in the two departments and the number of applicants and trying to make sure all of the applicants are qualified was talked about.  Mr. West questioned if we are talking about public safety officers in general.  He stated he feels we are making progress in the police department and he is just asking if we have the same type plan for recruiting in the fire department.  He stated if you look at the data provided by Mr. Jones it is not close to our population makeup and questioned if there is some way our hiring plan could be strengthen.  He stated we may need to review and look at our strategy and policy and look at a way to measure our success.  City Manager Allen pointed out we have done that in the past and have shown improvement and will continue to see if there are things we need to do.  The comments were received without any additional action.
SUBDIVISION S-54-2005 – GLENWOOD STATION WEST – REQUEST - APPROVED
Attorney Elizabeth C. Trahos, representing Glenwood Lane, LLC was at the meeting to discuss engineering cost related to Winchester Drive and request an exemption from the fee-in-lieu of rather than entering into a development agreement to achieve the 50 percent level of participation.
Mr. Regan pointed out he used to be a part owner in the Glenwood LLC but had sold his interest and he pointed out he had checked with the City Attorney to make sure there was no conflict.  Backup material pointed out the obligation of the fee-in-lieu for this creek crossing is roughly equivalent to the amount the City would have participated in via a public/private agreement.  Additionally it allows the City to keep the CIP funds allocated for the US 70 corridor plan and reserved for other projects along the corridor.  The agreement allows for the roadway construction to take place quicker than a public/private project.  The developer is offering a letter of credit as would be done in such a joint project to guarantee completion of the road.  No City funds would be paid to Glenwood Lane, LLC under this agreement.  Administration recommends approval.  Mayor Meeker moved Administration’s recommendation be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Isley and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on an 8-0 vote.

The Mayor opened the hearing.  No one asked to be heard, thus the hearing was closed.  Ms. Taliaferro moved adoption of an ordinance as outlined.  Her motion was seconded by Mayor Meeker and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on 8-0 vote.  See Ordinance 899.

ANNEXATION – 3405 GARNER ROAD – HEARING – ORDINANCE AND RESOLUTION ADOPTED
This was a hearing to consider the petitioned annexation of property at 3405 Garner Road (ABL & Associates Plumbing).  If following the hearing the Council wishes to proceed, it would be appropriate to adopt an ordinance annexing the property effective December 31, 2005 and a resolution placing the property in electoral district C.  The Mayor opened the hearing.  No one asked to be heard, thus the hearing was closed. His motion was seconded by Ms. Taliaferro and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on 8-0 vote. REPORT OF MAYOR AND COUNCIL MEMBERS
SOLID WASTE SERVICES – MISSED COLLECTION – COMMENTS RECEIVED
Mr. Isley pointed out he continues to receive numerous complaints about the level of missed trash collection.  He stated he keeps hearing complaints about entire neighborhoods being missed and called on Administration to do whatever possible to get problems ironed out.
NOISE – CONCERT – COMMENTS RECEIVED
Mr. Crowder indicated several weeks ago about 10:45p.m. when he arrived home he kept hearing noise and rode around the block to try to find the source.  He stated he got reports from people living in the Method Community that they had the same problems and had tracked it to a concert at Meredith College.  He stated the noise was pretty loud in his neighborhood and he can’t imagine what it sounded it like in the Method area.  He stated it was September 9 or 10 on a Saturday night.  The comments were received.
NOISE COMPLAINT – GLASCOCK/NORTH STATE STREET – ADMINISTRATION TO CHECK
Mr. West indicated he had received complaints relative to amplified music and other noise coming from a church at the corner of Glascock and North State Street.  He pointed out the services or the noise runs until 2:00 a.m. and it is very disruptive to the neighborhood.  The comments were referred to Administration.
PARKS AND RECREATION – LITTLE LEAGUE FOOTBALL/LAUREL HILLS – REFERRED TO ADMINISTRATION
Mr. West talked about the Parks and Recreation little league football situation in which the team was moved from Lions Park to Laurel Hills.  He stated he understands there is some problems with parking and the presence of two police officers.  He stated he understands the situation has been addressed but would check with the manager.  The comments were received.
DOWNTOWN EAST VISIONING PROCESS – ADDITION OF PORTION OF SOUTH PARK – REFERRED TO ADMINISTRATION
Mr. West indicated he had been contacted by Nicole Sullivan, Chairperson of the Central CAC, about the inclusion of a portion of Southpark in the Downtown East Visioning Process.  The item was referred to Administration.
CAMPO – COMMENTS RECEIVED
Mayor Meeker pointed out he hopes that CAMPO is closing in on the issues relating to the City of Raleigh signal synchronization and the new Falls of Neuse bridge.  Hopefully the issues can be closed out and the funding secured and we would be close to where we need to be.  The comments were received.  
COUNCIL – CHAIN OF COMMAND - ESTABLISHED
Mayor Meeker stated the Council needs to update its chain of command pointing out the former Chairs of Comprehensive Planning and Public Works were elected to the State Senate and new chairs were named.  The chain of command has not been updated.  He suggested the chain of command be Mayor, Mayor Pro Tem, Chair of the Law and Public Safety Committee, Chair of the Public Works Committee and Chair of the Comprehensive Planning Committee.  Mayor Meeker moved the recommendation be upheld.  His motion was seconded by Ms. Taliaferro and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on an 8-0 vote.  

BENIN DAY IN RALEIGH – DIRECTION GIVEN
Mayor Meeker pointed out a delegation of 25 diplomats from the government of Benin, West Africa, and its capital city, Porto-Novo will be arriving in Raleigh, September 29.  He suggested the possibility of having a luncheon or reception to welcome the group and development of a proclamation declaring October 3 as Benin Day in the City of Raleigh.  He suggested referring the item to the Manager to work with City Administration to set up a luncheon to welcome the group and authorize the use of up to a $1,000 to pay for the activity.  Mr. West pointed out Dr. Clark has been a leader in the effort to try to establish a relationship with the City of Raleigh and he thinks it will be good to work with them and provide the luncheon/reception.  Ms. Taliaferro moved approval as suggested by the Mayor.  Her motion was seconded by Mr. West and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on 8-0 vote.
TRAFFIC – 18 WHEELERS PARKING ON PERRY CREEK ROAD – REFERRED TO ADMINISTRATION
Ms. Taliaferro pointed out she had been contacted about a problem of 18 wheelers parking on Perry Creek Road near the bus stop and it is causing vision and other problems.  She asked Administration to look at the situation.
POLICE – NON-EMERGENCY TELEPHONES AT DISTRICT STATIONS – REFERRED TO ADMINISTRATION
Ms. Taliaferro pointed out we have a great district police system but questioned if there is a way to have a non-emergency number directly to the district stations rather than people having to go through 9-1-1 non-emergency number and being referred to the district station and having someone unavailable to answer the phones.  The comments were received.
TRAFFIC – KITTRELL DRIVE – INFORMATION REQUESTED
Ms. Taliaferro stated she had been contacted about problems relative to carpoolers on Kittrell Drive.  She asked to receive a report from staff on reports of accidents which occurred during school hours, whether a petition to improve Kittrell Drive had been started but never submitted or if people were able to get a valid petition, the cost of improving Kittrell Drive and information on the school expansion (site plan) which occurred around 1996.  The item was referred to Administration for a report back to Council.
APPEARANCE COMMISSION SURVEY – DIRECTION GIVEN
Ms. Taliaferro pointed out the Appearance Commission is doing a survey at the present time.  It is her understanding the telephone survey started this week then the answers would be compiled and focus groups setup to discuss the issues.  She stated she would like for the City Council to receive the data back from the survey and let the City Council decide which issue would go to a focus group rather than all the issues going to a focus group.  Mayor Meeker asked that direction be followed.
CONVENTION CENTER – GMP#4 STATUS REPORT – COMMENTS RECEIVED
Council members had received the following report in their agenda packets:
Council has previously approved a Post Bid GMP#4 process for the new convention center project which includes the structural steel fabrication and erection package and the concrete structure package along with several other critical path items. Because of a very volatile and unpredictable market for these major material components and related labor costs, we have moved forward with bids as soon as possible.

Although we have not received all bids within the GMP#4, we have opened, analyzed and will move forward with award of the bids for these major components of steel and concrete. Enclosed you will find an analysis and status report for GMP#4 which I have developed very carefully with City Construction Management staff along with our design and construction teams. I have also reviewed the status with County Manager, David Cooke.

A previously volatile construction market is now even more unpredictable after the impact of Hurricane Katrina. Although the bids present some budget challenges, I believe we have seized a real opportunity for these critical components of our project.

You will see in the memo that I am recommending a joint meeting of the City and County Boards in late October to early November. At that time, we will have more information on post Katrina market conditions and can discuss options for scope and/or funding changes for the completion of the project.

In October of 2004 and again in May of 2005, the CMAR advised us of the potential for Market Condition concerns, see attached, over the scheduled bidding period of the project. Three primary areas were identified: site work, structural steel and structural concrete. On June 21, 2005 Council authorized soliciting bids for GMP (#4) prior to establishing the guaranteed price. According to the CMAR, there appeared to be a window of opportunity in the June to September timeframe in the steel and concrete markets that we might capture some of the lowest prices we could expect to see in the near future. Bid results are now available for about 75% of the total value of bid packages in that request.

The good news is that the bids for steel received were generally in keeping with the projections in June, but still revealed some volatility, about 3%. Surcharges for steel which had disappeared were reinstituted to a minor degree before we received bids. Cast in place concrete bid packages however reveal more significant increases in the intervening time about 30%, evidence that Market Conditions are, I believe, revealing large effects of Hurricane Katrina on the market for Portland cement, the already tight concrete forming subcontractor market, rising fuel costs, and hedging for the potential of unknown future effects on labor and materials. Elevators and escalator bids are basically on target, probably reflecting a lag in escalation that may occur with rising fuel, materials and labor later.

Due to Council action on June 21, 2005, it appears that this Post Bid GMP approach obviously did benefit the Project. However the effects of this current very volatile environment are very obvious when the results of the concrete bids are examined. Steel Bids were received on August 26 3 days before the worst effects of Katrina were known. Concrete bids were received on September 2, 2005, three days after Katrina’s effects were more fully known.

Basically, the critical original estimates and current bids for steel, escalators, elevators and concrete received are as follows:

The steel market had previously experienced surcharges beginning in December of 2003. These began to disappear in early to mid 2005, prompting in large part the Post Bid GMP process request in June. Surcharges reached a peak in 2004. Based on the peak amount of about $150.00 per ton, which may be reached or exceeded due to the effects of Katrina, it is believed that the project avoided costs of approximately $1,100,000 by market timing success. Current steel vendor announcements indicate surcharges of $113.00 per ton are coming in October. It is expected that bidding the steel with these in effect would result in bids at least $817, 308 higher.

In order to get the best possible value for the project the CMAR bid four (4) packages for the concrete. These consisted of (1) foundations, (2) slab on grade and metal deck, (3) structural concrete and (4) a turn key package for 1, 2 and 3. This strategy resulted in a combination package that was approximately $2,000,000 less than the 3 individual packages. In addition, the CMAR did a detailed estimate for the concrete work as if they would self perform the package. Their estimate was about half way between the combination bid and the individual packages total. It is believed therefore, even though the concrete package is above the previous estimate we appear to be getting a good price given the current market conditions and pricing factors.

In June when Council took action, we identified a number of goals we hoped to achieve by utilizing the Post Bid GMP process approach. The following summarizes the accomplished goals:

1.
Gained to 2 months in the schedule for bidding critical packages and allowed greater flexibility in establishing bid dates to be market sensitive. These bid results under the previous methods would not have been known until October at the earliest. This allowed us to keep the project on schedule and avoid disruptive re-design at that time while not knowing what the true budget issues might be.

2.
Allowed greater purchasing power collectively since portions of GMP#5 work that design was not yet completed could be combined with GMP#4 on a unit price basis.

3.
Allowed the reconciliation process for the detailed estimating normally associated with a GMP submittal to be more effective and less time sensitive. Design team and CMAR were able to take more time where warranted to clear up issues for Value Management and scope clarifications.

4.
Allowed close alignment with steel market price drop opportunities. All cost savings or increases resulting from bidding are known before a contract is executed.

Schedule

The steel and concrete work in the above bid packages along with elevators, escalators need to begin not later than the end of September in order to maintain the present schedule and commitments to the Hotel Developer.

Future Pricing Concerns

The full effects of Katrina, it is believed, have not yet been felt and may stretch for months and even years. It appears to be appropriate to continue bidding and awarding as much work as possible between now and the award of the structural concrete and steel packages at the end of September within the Council authorized amount of $47,123,588. It may be necessary to defer some of the scope identified in the June 21st proposal in order to award as much concrete and steel work as possible art this time.

After discussions with the Wake County Manager and City Manager, it is recommended that a joint meeting of the Boards be held in late October or early November. Further information will be available on Market Conditions and options would be reviewed for the possibility of reducing project scope or adding available funds to the project budget.

In order to maintain the feasibility of the project some advance planning has been done on options that might be considered in the event that Market Conditions prove very unfavorable in the coming months.

After the previous work on funding at the DD stage of project development of the project in May on the New Convention Center and the Underground Parking Deck, the Connector between the Hotel and Convention Center (beyond the Convention Center boundary) remained unfunded, even though design has been proceeding. This important piece was previously viewed as potentially being funded out of some of the options above.

Conclusions:

It is believed that failure to proceed as outlined herein will put the project more subject to unknown market conditions and expected higher costs as a result of effects from Katrina and delay the project. Currently we are planning to proceed with execution of a GMP#4 contract with Skanska — Barnhill JV in accordance with the June 21st 2005 authorization including the highest priority bid packages as the funding authorized allows.

Mr. Craven pointed out Council members had received the memo on GMP #4.  He questioned when the balance to be bid will be known quantities.  City Manager Allen talked about the expectation that it will go over the authorization made by the City Council and we would not be able to award those.  That is why a joint meeting has been suggested to look at the total cost and consider whether there should be a change in scope.  Mr. Craven stated he hoped we would not be awarding anything in GMP #4 until we know the totals.  City Manager Allen pointed out concrete, steel and the escalators are critical items and he feels we do need to continue with the authority to award those; they are in GMP #4.  Mr. Craven pointed out if we award this work we know we are $4.3 million over the budget and that leaves him in a very uncomfortable position.  He stated we need to know what the total numbers are before we proceed.  Mr. Crowder pointed out we are not going to see the numbers go down.  He stated we can always look at some trimming but if we don’t get the skeleton done now he feels we are in trouble.  The trimming could be done later.  Mr. Craven stated he appreciates the concept of trimming but some of the things outlined in the memo looks like a reduction in quality.  He stated maybe we should think about trimming the whole facility.  City Manager Allen talked about the bids we have on concrete and steel and the direction he had from City Council as to how to proceed.  Mayor Meeker pointed out we are in a very difficult situation.  He feels we should move ahead and secure these items, move ahead with the proposal as has been authorized and once the numbers come in October, November or December than we could have a joint meeting with the County and decide how to proceed at that point.
City Manager Allen pointed out they tried to go ahead and identify concerns.  He talked about the percent that has been awarded, the current impacts, going ahead and getting the numbers in and then the Council could give direction as to how they want to proceed to balance the budget, change the scope, look at interest earnings or whatever.  Ms. Taliaferro pointed out GMP #4 is still escalators, elevators and concrete and questioned what other items we see problems on and exactly how much out of whack we are going to be.  Construction Manager Baker and John Muter talked about items to come that include concrete, steel, etc.  Mr. Muter talked about the slab on grade being okay, the structural part in the foundation, the amount of steel and pointed out over 70+ percent of GMP #4 has already been bid.  He pointed out steel, escalators, elevators and concrete is about 70 percent of GMP #4.  He feels the remaining 25 percent would be on budget.  He talked about the work that has been done on the bids, the numbers we had in the budget last October the discussion in June, the amount of steel in the structure, strategies to get the rest of the job bid within the public bidding laws.  He talked about finished quality of the building, etc.  
Mr. Regan asked whether there is such a thing as steel or concrete futures referring to the way you place a bid on futures in the stock market, with it being pointed out that has not been well received or is not a good model and is not utilized.  Supply demand was also touched on.  It was also pointed out one of the large components is labor, pointing out we have cornered about 70 percent of the project with all the GMP’s, 45 percent of the job is bid and is within a couple of percentage points of being on budget and we have ways to make that up.  It was felt that the Council did the right thing bidding the project the way it is being bid.  Whether the project is on budget was discussed with Mr. Craven pointing out if it is on budget Mr. Muter counts completely differently than he does.  He stated he is hearing we are through about 70 percent of the bid and we are about $4.3 million over budget and to him that is 2 to 3 percent over budget.  He stated he does not understand how the figures are being presented.  Ms. Taliaferro pointed out she had been concerned or reluctant to go to the contingency before we got to GMP #4.  How the project is figured and what has occurred to this point was talked about.

Mayor Meeker stated the management team will proceed as has been authorized unless the Council tells them differently.  Where additional money would come from was talked about with it being pointed out we have the 15 percent that the Council has temporarily allocated, the fund balance column, additional interest earnings.  How the market force is going to impact the parking deck construction was also talked about.  Mr. Craven stated he would just have to pull the minutes on what authority had already been given to the design team and Administration as what he is seeing doesn’t seem to be what he remembered.  City Manager Allen pointed out what is before the Council today is over what has been authorized.

Substance Abuse Advisory Commission - Four Vacancies – Ms. Taliaferro asked that action be held on this as she is working with various groups on getting recommendation.  Without objection it was agreed to hold that item until the next meeting.
Mayor Meeker announced the reappointment of Andrew Holland and James T. Quinn and the appointment of Todd Jones, III to the Downtown Housing Improvement Corporation, reappointment of J. Todd Kennedy to Humans Relations Commission, reappointment of Tina J. Certo and Peter Benda to Parks, Recreation and Greenway Advisory Board and the appointment of Sherita McCullers to the Raleigh Transit Authority.  The City Clerk indicated she had heard from several Council members (West and Taliaferro) who feel that Ms. McCullers who is a bus driver should be named as a regular member to the Transit Authority.  The Council members agreed.
COUNTYWIDE STORMWATER MANAGEMENT TASK FORCE – APPOINTMENTS MADE
A letter has been received from the Wake County Board of Commissioners asking the City of Raleigh to appoint two citizens, a member and alternate member, to serve on a Countywide Stormwater Management Task Force for approximately one year.  The Task Force purpose will be to explore the environmental and fiscal advantages of a collaborative stormwater program and report findings and recommendations to each governing board in the County.

During the September 6 Council meeting, Administration was asked to contact the City’s Stormwater Advisory Commission and ask for their recommendations as to whether someone would like to volunteer to serve.  City Stormwater Commission members Dan Porter, Marcia Lieber and Dean Naujoks have agreed to be considered for service on the Countywide task force.

The City Clerk indicated she understood Mr. Craven volunteered to be a member.  The possibility of patterning this appointment after the Upper Neuse River appointments which includes a Council person as regular member and staff person as an alternate was talked about, Mayor Meeker moved Mr. Craven be pointed as the regular member and Mr. Bowden or Mark Senior be appointed as the alternate member.  His motion was seconded by Ms. Taliaferro and put to a vote which passed unanimously.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on an 8-0 vote.
REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION OF THE CITY ATTORNEY

TIME WARNER AUDIT ISSUE – SETTLEMENT AUTHORIZED
City Attorney McCormick talked about the outstanding audit issue between the City of Raleigh and Time Warner.  He talked about negotiations that have taken place and pointed out he and Assistant City Manager Wray recommend the Council accept $337,995 as a settlement.
Mayor Meeker pointed out an attorney in his Charlotte office does some work for Time Warner in the western part of the state but he has not done any work for Time Warner; however, he wanted to disclose that for the record.  City Attorney McCormick indicated we are settling for an amount lower than the audit suggested and talked about discoveries that had been made relative to coding errors in which the City was getting credit for something that it was not suppose to and not getting credit for some that it was suppose to.  He stated the cash difference in what was suggested and what they are recommending settling for is some $160,000.  Ms. Taliaferro moved approval of the recommendation.  Her motion was seconded by Mr. Isley and put to a roll call vote which resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  The Mayor ruled the motion adopted on an 8-0 vote.
