COUNCIL MINUTES
The City Council of the City of Raleigh met in a special session at 5:00 p.m. on Thursday, November 16, 2006, in the City Council Chamber, Raleigh Municipal Building, 222 West Hargett Street, Avery C. Upchurch Government Complex, Raleigh, North Carolina, with the following present.

The purpose of the meeting was to seek City Council authority to grant an easement to the Simpson Organization related to lateral structural easements for the new underground parking deck.

Mayor Meeker called the meeting to order at 5:02 p.m.  He confirmed with City Attorney Tom McCormick that he was still excused from discussion of this item, then turned the meeting over to Mayor Pro Tem West and departed.

The Mayor Pro Tem announced that the purpose of the meeting was to seek City Council authority to grant an easement to the Simpson Organization related to lateral structural easements for the new underground parking deck.  He moved to grant authority to City Counsel to grant an easement to the Simpson Organization related to lateral structural easements for the new underground parking deck.  Mr. Crowder seconded the motion.

City Manager Russell Allen explained that this item related to the underground parking deck and the City's neighbor to the north, which is the underground parking deck associated with the Hannover owned by the Simpson Organization.  The City has been negotiating with them for encroachments to allow City representatives to go on their property to ensure their deck is stabilized while the City builds its deck.  During the negotiation process, the Simpson Organization asked about the possibility of easements from the City on the north and south sides as the structural supports for the City's deck are placed in the ground.  Previously, staff had not asked Council for the authority to grant a real estate interest in easements for the Simpson Organization.  However, work cannot be performed until an agreement is in place and each day without easements delays the parking deck project.  This motion is to give the City Attorney's office the authority to negotiate the easements to the north and south.

Associate City Attorney Brad Williams clarified that TSO Fayetteville LLC is the owner of the Hannover parking deck and the Simpson Organization is the principal in TSO Fayetteville LLC.  Mayor Pro Tem West stated the motion was amended accordingly for the record.

The Mayor Pro Tem called for the vote on the motion, and a roll call vote resulted in all members voting in the affirmative.  Mayor Pro Tem West ruled the motion adopted on a 7-0 vote (Mayor Meeker absent and excused).

ADJOURNMENT

Mr. Isley moved to adjourn the meeting.  The Mayor Pro Tem granted the motion and the meeting was adjourned at 5:06 p.m.
