Chairman Shanahan called the meeting to order.  Mr. Shanahan indicated this meeting of the Committee would be solely to tour the Emergency Communications Center.  There will be no pending items in the Committee discussed at this time.

The Committee and staff toured the Emergency Communications Center that is located in the basement of the Raleigh Municipal Building at 222 W. Hargett Street.  The tour consisted of a viewing of the Command Center and the Control Room.  There was brief discussion during the tour regarding how emergency calls are tracked through the system and how they are dispatched, the 800 MHz conversion being considered by Wake County, and necessary training and experience needed by those who work in the Emergency Communications Department.

Chairman Shanahan requested a copy of the recent incident where a Cary police officer was shot and the situation resulted in a car chase.

Brief discussion regarding the next meeting of the Law and Public Safety Committee indicated the Committee’s interest in a brief tour of the Traffic Control Center.  It was noted that the Law and Public Safety Committee will likely meet out in the community at their meeting on February 26, 2002.  The site has yet to be determined.
