The Law and Public Safety Committee of the City of Raleigh met in regular session on Monday, July 1, 2002, at 4:00 PM, in Room 201, Raleigh Municipal Building,f 222 West Hargett Street, Raleigh, North Carolina with the following present:

Mr. Shanahan called the meeting to order.

Item 01-14. – Ellen Pleasant – Personal Injury Claim – This item was referred to the Law and Public Safety Committee from the May 21, 2002 City Council meeting as the result of an appeal of the denial of an insurance claim for an injury suffered by Ms. Pleasant.  Mr. Shanahan noted that Ms. Pleasant was not present to discuss this case and asked that the item be held to the end of the meeting to give Ms. Pleasant an opportunity to arrive.  There were no objections.

Item 01-7. – C.A.P.E.R.S. – Shared Crime Information Program – This item was referred to the Law and Public Safety Committee from the February 5, 2002 City Council meeting as the result of a request by Mr. Tim McBrayer for the City to participate in a shared crime information program.  

Police Chief Perlov explained the C.A.P.E.R.S. program and indicated it is targeted primarily with the northern part of Wake County and some of the northern part of the City of Raleigh, and provides information on crime statistics and other neighborhood issues by e-mail notification.  She indicated Mr. McBrayer had approached her to see if the City of Raleigh would be interested in participating in this effort, and they have come to an agreement to participate on a limited basis to see how the program works.  The Police Department will continue to monitor the web site and contribute as agreed.  She noted that Mr. McBrayer seems pleased with the results so far.  

Mr. Shanahan asked that the Police Department continue to monitor the site and make periodic report to the Council as they go along.  He asked that the Councilors be added to the e-mail list so they may receive the information as well.

Mr. West recalled that Mr. Odom had some questions regarding the format of the program and how it worked.  He questioned with the Police Departments limited resources, are they able to provide what’s needed for the program?  Chief Perlov indicated things seem to be working quite well at this time, but will continue to monitor the web site and pass along information as it becomes available.  She added that much of the information is provided by the County and simply makes crime statistics available to the public.

Mr. Shanahan indicated this item would be reported out of Committee with no action.  There were no objections and the motion passed by consensus.

Item 01-14. – Ellen Pleasant – Personal Injury Claim – Mr. Shanahan noted Ms. Pleasant had still not arrived.  Mr. Prosser noted he had spoken with Ms. Pleasant a couple of times the week before, and felt she was aware the meeting was to be held on Monday rather than Tuesday.  The Clerk’s office would have sent the notice of the meeting.  Mr. Shanahan asked the Clerk if she would contact Ms. Pleasant to see if she had received her notice, if not, the item may be rediscussed.

Mr. McCormick indicated he had not seen any information that would support overturning the decision of the insurance department.  Mr. Shanahan indicated he agreed.

A motion was made by Mr. Shanahan for denial of the appeal.  His motion was seconded by Mr. Isley.

Mr. West indicated he doesn’t have strong reservations regarding the denial, and understands that to have a case of this nature there needs to be some prior knowledge and he believes the City had not been notified.  He added that this was a State construction project, not a City project.  Mr. McCormick added the project was the renovations to the old Revenue Building.  Mr. Isley added that the Statute of Limitations has run.

There being no further business, the meeting adjourned at 4:20 PM.
