Chairman Isley called the meeting to order at 4:05 p.m.
Item #03-25 – Signs – Temporary Events
This item was directed to be held in Committee until after the fall elections.  The Committee members agreed to report this item out of Committee with no further action recommended.
Item #03-33 – Mary Judd/God's Helpers of Raleigh – Zoning Compliance
During the Request and Petition of Citizens to the City Council on October 4, 2005, Mary Judd appeared to discuss her ongoing efforts to feed the homeless and the item was referred to the Law & Public Safety Committee.  The matter was previously considered by this Committee in 2004 as Item #03-22.  Activities associated with the land use category of a charitable institution are not permitted within residential zoning districts.
Attorney Beth Trahos informed the Committee members that she had just been retained to represent Ms. Judd, and asked that this item and any enforcement measures be deferred while they continue to work with City Staff.

Mr. Regan moved that this item and enforcement be deferred.  Ms. Kekas seconded the motion, which carried unanimously, 3-0.
