LAW AND PUBLIC SAFETY COMMITTEE

The Law and Public Safety Committee of the City of Raleigh met on Tuesday, June 23, 2008, at 4:30 p.m. in the City Council Chamber, Raleigh Municipal Building, 222 West Hargett Street, Avery C. Upchurch Government Complex, Raleigh, North Carolina, with the following present:

Chairman Isley called the meeting to order at 4:30 p.m. and the following item(s) were discussed with action taken as shown.  
07-11 -Taxicabs – Insurance Requirements – Chairman Isley asked Assistant City Manager Prosser to give a Staff presentation on this issue.  Mr. Prosser explained Staff has done a survey with several cities to find there is no additional coverage beyond the State Statute.  He pointed out some cab companies have their own additional coverage.  
E. Gregory Stott, Suite 709 Raleigh Building, 5 W Hargett Street, Raleigh, NC 27602 – referred to his client Walter Maurice McLamb explaining his client was basically walking down the street and a cab lost control. His client was injured with over $37,000.00 in medical bills.  He is currently receiving treatment and will not be paid for his injuries.  It is unfortunate this has happened to this individual but it may happen to any one at any time.  He pointed out the taxicab drivers make a living by charging a fee to the citizens of the City of Raleigh and this type accident can occur again.  He stated his client is not a wealthy man and has no insurance.  The $37.000.00 is owed to Wake Med and Wake Physicians who are continuing to treat him.  This affects every citizen because this is a bill that will not get paid.  He pointed out they are earning a living and costing every citizen when they are not maintaining proper insurance.  He does not feel it would be a big burden on the cabs to carry just a little more insurance coverage.  He feels that $50,000.00 to $100,000.00 is sufficient and as insurance is increased in increments the premiums will not increase that much.  Mr. Stott concluded it is a small enough price to pay to make sure the citizens are covered and protected and it just did not seem right when he saw Mr. McLamb in his condition.  
Mr. Isley questioned whether the insurance requirement could be raised.

Mr. West questioned whether the issue has been raised with the various cab companies.  The group briefly discussed this and findings prove they have not been notified.  Assistant Deputy Clerk Overby confirmed the cab companies have not been notified.  Mr. McCormick briefly explained the Committee wanted to do the survey and if there was interest in pursuing a rate increase they would have to research state law and notify all cab companies to hold a public hearing.  Mr. Isley questioned where the public hearing would be held.  Mr. McCormick recommended the Committee hold a public hearing in Law and Public Safety Committee.  Mr. West stated this is an issue that happened outside the cab and questioned how this affects cab passengers.  Mr. McCormick stated the current rate is the minimum any cab drivers have and he is sure some companies may have more.   
The group briefly discussed scheduling a public hearing and by consensus the Committee requests permission to hold a public hearing on July 22, 2008 at 4:30 p.m. to consider raising taxicab insurance requirements in the Law and Public Safety Committee.
Adjournment - There being no further business, Mr. Isley announced the meeting adjourned at 4:50 p.m.
