Chairman Baldwin called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m. and the following item(s) were discussed with action taken as shown.

Item # 09-26 – City of Oaks Marathon – Route/Concerns - Chairman Baldwin stated she would like to motion to report the item out with a lane on Hillsborough Street being opened at 10:00 a.m. and remaining open on Hillsborough Street going into the fairgrounds and that race organizers be responsible to make this work with RPD, and obtain the proper resources to maintain increased safety measures to reduce risks.  She also requests that next years calendar date be changed with the agreement of Fairground Staff. Her motion was seconded by Mr. Weeks.  It was put to a vote that passed unanimously. 
Ron Wahula, Race Director, Raleigh City of Oaks Marathon briefly commented on the issue of changing the calendar date to assure they would include fairground operations in their decision.
