Chairman Baldwin called the meeting to order at 3:00 p.m. and the following item(s) were discussed with action taken as shown. 

Item# 11-11 – Noise Concerns – Glorious Church — Chairman Baldwin stated this is a very intense agenda.  She stated this item was referred Council as a result of a request and petition of citizens by Pastor William Spain.  She stated the Committee’s job is not to rehash what has happened.  She feels there are a lot of frustrations on both sides.  She stated she would like to move forward with some type of solution and stated she would like to have this done differently than usual.  She asked Mr. Seitz, Pastor Spain and Mr. Turner to come to the table together for discussion.  She feels that there has been regrettable behavior on both sides of this issue.  She feels the group can do better going forward.  
She asked Mr. Turner to discuss briefly the offer of the CAC’s to come to some type of agreement and work with the church to soundproof the windows to deal with some of the noises that were emanating.  She understands there was an offer to help raise funds.    
Mr. Turner, East CAC stated they had a community meeting with the Glorious Church in January.  He stated in talking to the neighbors he felt the community could come together in some form or fashion to raise money to make improvements that would solve the problem.  He stated one idea was to have a neighborhood yard sale or participate in a fish fry and have all proceeds go to the church for improvements.  This would be a great way to get the community together.  This would be a great way for the members as well as neighbors get to know each other.  
Ms. Baldwin questioned whether there has been any meeting since the January meeting with the Glorious Church.  She asked Pastor Spain to confirm the times of services for the Glorious Church.  
Pastor Spain confirmed services are held 8:00 am and 11:00 am on Sundays.  He stated they have meetings but not celebratory meetings.   He stated they have tried to have choir rehearsal only twice a month on Thursdays and they last until approximately 8:45 pm.   He pointed out they have moved there weekly conferences to the Crabtree Holiday Inn.  He stated approximately 200 people attend these type meetings.  He pointed out there are approximately 175 people attending services on Sunday.  
Ms. Baldwin stated she knows that Mr. Seitz lives next to the church and has been annoyed by the noise.  She asked if he is a sound engineer.  

Mr. Seitz answered in the affirmative stating his field is primarily audio visual.  He briefly explained his profession.  He pointed out there are two primary issues.  He stated one is the volumes of amplified vocals.  He stated the main issue is the snare drum.  He stated this is extremely penetrating and the repetitious nature wakes him up.  
Ms. Baldwin questioned whether this is because it has been after 11:00 pm at night.  What is the issue? She pointed out the police were called on a Sunday morning.  She asked if he was awakened on a Sunday morning.  .  

Mr. Seitz answered in the affirmative.  He stated he has been awakened several Sunday mornings.  

Ms Baldwin stated she would like to know a reasonable next step from the group.  She would like for the three of them to get together.  She wants to confirm by the end of the meeting that there is a group that will meet to try and resolve this issue.  She questioned whether RPD should be involved in trying to assist this or the CAC.  She asked Pastor Spain to elaborate on what he feels would solve the problem.  
Pastor Spain briefly explained this has not been good public relations for the church.  He stated they have moved services.   He pointed out mostly none of the main line denominations worship the same way they do.  He feels one solution may result in sealing the windows.  He stated he appreciates what the neighbors are attempting to do.  He stated they were not able to communicate after a while.  

Mr. Odom questioned how long the church has been there.  Pastor Spain stated they have been there since 1989 and it was a Pentecostal church since 1950.   He stated traditionally most churches have Sunday morning services.  He questioned how long Mr. Seitz has been in the neighborhood. Mr. Seitz stated he has been living there approximately 12 years.  Mr. Odom asked was the noise an issue just recently.  Mr. Seitz answered it was frustrating as soon as he moved in and it is getting worst. Mr. Seitz stated there has been noise until after 1:00 am.   
Mr. Stagner questioned the exceptions.  

Mr. Seitz stated with the services changing he can’t really pinpoint schedules but he has seen advertisements that are still weekly. 

Pastor Spain stated there have been no services at night since January 14, 2012.  

Ms. Baldwin asked City Attorney McCormick to refresh her memory on time as it relates to the noise ordinance.  
City Attorney McCormick briefly explained the noise ordinance.  

Ms. Baldwin asked RPD to talk about decibel levels relating to the Glorious Church for daytime hours.  
Captain Lull (RPD) explained since he has been in Southeast Raleigh around 2006 as it relates to decibels at this point in time they did not violate.  He stated the issue of the citation came up in May, 2012 did not relate to this ordinance.  He stated in 2007 as the ordinance refers to a loud and disturbing sound and to the two complaint rule.  He stated it is not decibel based but complaint based.  
Mr. McCormick briefly explained there has to be two complaints.  This becomes a matter of ultimately going into court.  

Captain Lull explained there were about 100 calls relating to loud music but when the officers arrive they detected no sound.  He stated the citation was to try and get some type of resolution.  He stated at the same time the Police Department felt obligated to allow the church to worship as they felt it appropriate.  RPD did not want to step in and issue a citation but felt a need to address the issue.  
Mr. Odom pointed out he is sure the calls were from various folks.  

Captain Lull RPD stated there were a few from neighbors but the vast majority of calls were from Mr. Seitz. 

Mr. Weeks stated he attended the January 14, 2012 meeting relating to this issue.  He stated after this meeting he was under the impression things would be resolved between the neighbors and the Glorious Church.  He commends Reverend Spain for eliminating the noise because he has taken a step forward by moving services to accommodate the neighbors.  He feels this should be taken into consideration.  He pointed out that Captain Lull who attended the meeting discussed a possibility of Mr. Seitz stepping up to the plate because sound is his field to help resolve the situation.   

Mr. Seitz stated he called Reverend Spain to offer support from the neighborhood.  He stated he sent several emails to set up the next meeting and after three emails the meeting was scheduled but was cancelled due to a death in the church and was not rescheduled despite other emails.  He is not sure why it hasn’t happened.    

Ms. Baldwin gave a brief scenario of a similar situation as it relates to noise and her own living conditions that involved noise related issues because of train tracks that were behind her residence.  She stated when she moved to the residence she knew the train tracks were there.  She also had freight trains there.  She stated at first it was not a big deal but after gas prices went up all of a sudden the trains were constant all night.  She pointed out if she were to complain about the trains she would say shame on her because she moved to the residence knowing the trains were there.  On the other hand any time she called CSX to modify anything they have done it.  She stated she actually sees an expression of goodwill by the Glorious Church.  She stated she feels there has to be some type of compromise on Mr. Seitz’s behalf where he does not call RPD on Sundays.  She stated Sundays are worship days for churches and you are going to hear noise.  She asked Mr. Turner since he is the former chair of the EAST CAC and now the chair of the RCAC to put together a group to include the CAC, the Church, Mr. Seitz, Councilor Weeks and Councilor Baldwin.  She stated she would like for this to happen in two weeks.  
The group had extensive discussion on sealing or calking of the windows, noise, and funding for improvement.  
Pastor Spain stated they are not financially able to do the improvements needed.  He apologized for not responding to Mr. Seitz’s email.  He explained at the time he spent most of his time trying to keep a lid on things.   

Ms. Baldwin stated churches can bring positive things to a community.  She pointed out not everything is perfect and we have to learn to live with some things. She asked Mr. Seitz to refrain from making any phone calls to RPD on Sundays as they move forward to try and resolve this issue.  She suggested keeping this in Committee.  She stated because this item is in Committee RPD may not issue citations to the Glorious Church.  
Mr. Stagner asked Mr. Seitz what is it that the Glorious Church is not doing that he would like to see done.  

Mr. Seitz addressed comments concerning him knowingly moving beside the church.  He stated his personal religious background is the quiet Roman Catholic Church.  He explained he personally had no way of knowing the volume that would be produced.  He stated speaking from the AVM industry the volumes of the Glorious Church are distinctly unique and the fact it is located in a residential neighborhood.  He asked the Committee to consider because of his religious ignorance he does not feel he should be put at a disadvantage.  He stated to address Mr. Stagner soundproofing is a lot cheaper than replacing windows.   He briefly explained that there were suggestions to sound proof the building.  He explained what materials would be needed to soundproof.  He does not want to suggest anything to hinder the beauty.  
Mr. Stagner confirmed it is the volume that is still an issue and not the time frames.  Mr. Seitz stated it is just the volume.  

Ms. Baldwin asked if the church could reduce the noise would it be problematic for the church to continue services during the week.  Mr. Seitz answered in the negative.  He stated he has no problem with them having service.  
Mr. Turner stated he thought after their meeting in January he was hopeful they would progress with things but unfortunately that did not happen. He stated the neighbor genuinely want to help.  He hopes they can all continue to connect with the CAC’s help.  He stated Reverend Spain is his neighbor and he wants to make sure he does right by everyone. 

Ms. Baldwin stated if they can work something out to reduce the noise he can continue to have evening services.
The group asked Mr. Turner if he could be responsible to head up a group and schedule a meeting for all parties.  
Mr. Odom stated he feels the church needs to make sure they do something and find the costs.  He suggested fund raisers may help but they need to know what their priority goal is.  Another way would be to ask for a volunteer.  After the cost is decided than it can be discussed.  He stated he feels it is non realistic to feel that a church is not going to have Sunday morning service.  He feels it is also unrealistic to feel they are not going to have choir rehearsal on a Wednesday or Thursday night. 

Ms. Baldwin stated Mr. Turner will schedule the meeting.  She would like to meet at the church and she feels it is beneficial to meet at the church.  She reminded Mr. Seitz not to call RPD so this may be resolved.  She feels the City of Raleigh can show goodwill to the church by not allowing citations to be issued and she feels if they meet in two weeks some progress can be made.  
The item was held in Committee.

Item # 11-09 Food Trucks Chairman Baldwin stated she would like for Staff to give the group some history on this item.  
Mr. Hallam gave a brief overview of the following summary:  

He stated as directed by the City Council, the Department of City Planning has prepared a 6-month summary report on staffs experience with food truck activity and the newly adopted food truck regulations since the rules became effective on October 1, 2011. To date, administration has processed the following activity related to Food Trucks:

• Permits have been issued to 18 Food Truck operators

• Permits have been issued for 11 locations to accommodate Food Truck vendors

• On 10/11/11 (10 days after the ordinance went into effect, RPD wrote a ticket to a vendor operating a food truck without a permit at 2415 Paula Street.) A Food Truck retail vendors permit was subsequently applied for and issued.

To the best of the Planning Department’s knowledge, since the Food Truck Ordinance became effective, neither the Zoning Enforcement Division nor RPD has received any citizen complaints associated with Food Truck vending operations.

In regard to the adopted regulations and any associated shortcomings, staff is aware of only one conversation with a food truck industry representative. This was an inquiry as to whether Food Trucks may be appropriate to locate throughout the entirety of the Downtown Overlay District. Currently, within the Downtown Overlay District, numerous parcels are zoned O&I-l, O&I-2, RB and R-30 which are not designated as zoning districts allowing food truck sales. During deliberations on the food truck ordinance, the Law & Public Safety Committee’s focus was on base zoning districts and limited Food Truck sales to the commercial (retail) zoning districts. Since the Downtown Overlay District was not specifically discussed during the Committee’s review, staff is unsure whether food trucks were intentionally prohibited in those portions of the DOD zoned O&I, RB and R-30. If the City Council desires to extend Food Truck sales throughout the entirety of the Downtown Overlay District, a text change would need to be authorized by the City Council.  Please let me know if I can be of further assistance.

Sergeant Perry (RPD) there has been no complaints to the department and he haws never heard anything negative from other businesses. 

Mr. Stagner stated he has heard nothing but positive things about this program and it seems to be a success story for Raleigh.    

Mack Paul stated he is here on behalf of LoMo Market.  He introduced the owner as Winifred Abernathy.  He stated they came to address how the food truck ordinance affects the operation of LoMo Market and what they can do to address this.  He discussed extensively the issue as it pertains to the food truck versus produce stands. He briefly defined food trucks as Mobile Food Units.  He stated when Ms. Abernathy went in to get her permit her operation was labeled as a food truck.  He pointed out this type stand is not considered a food truck in Chapel Hill and Durham.  He pointed out food trucks are not allowed in any districts other than commercial type shopping centers, neighborhood businesses.  He stated they have talked to Staff and there are a few things they would like for the Committee to consider.  He requested the Committee to redefine “plant stand” so it is not a food truck.  It needs a definition in the schedule of permissible uses for plant, nursery, fruit or vegetable stand.  He explained this is like a mobile stands in some ways.  He stated they could keep these as food trucks but to allow food trucks in residential areas or in office areas if you have conditions associated with it.  The downside of this is it would allow all types of food trucks in these type areas.  He stated he feels there are some policy issues that need to be considered.  Is this really a type of food truck?  
Ms. Baldwin questioned if this Lyon Farms, Creedmoor, NC is a mobile market and confirmed where the produce comes from, are there cooked items, and is there disposal of grease.  
Erin Boltz gave an overview of the following information:
My name is Erin Boltz and I work for Lyon Farms, a North Carolina centennial family farm in Creedmoor.  For the last twenty years, Lyon Faring has been providing the Creedmoor Rd community with fresh, locally grown produce in the communities’ urban backyard. For the elderly, the on the-go, and the parents of young children this service is invaluable. We bring a seasonal variety of fresh fruits and vegetables to them everyday. They can stop by on their schedule and know what they are getting and where it is coming from.

We are faced with a huge dilemma though and that is why I’m reaching out to you. Under the current City of Raleigh sales permit classification, farms are listed as needing a Special Events peddler’s license. This grants us 20 days or 4 weekends per fiscal year to operate. We are treated the same as Christmas tree farmers or the businesses that sell fireworks for the Fourth of July. For these people asking them to pick twenty days out of the year to set up is easy. For a farmer it is not. It’s asking us to pick between strawberries or blackberries, lettuce or watermelon. We operate our other two stands in Butner and Oxford from April to August. We would really love to be able to offer this service to Raleigh’s citizens as well.

This year we have a unique opportunity to service the Abbotswood at Stonehenge retirement community. They want to help us by giving us the location and business backing that we need. Their staff is thrilled and their residents are excited. A lot of these people don’t have the ability to travel the grocery store by themselves much less the farmers market. Being able to go right outside their door and purchase the foods they were raised with helps not only their health, but their morale.

What I’m asking from the Council is the opportunity to set up for 90 days a fiscal year. I understand that this is many more than the current permit, hut it is the time span that people celebrate our “special event”. We buy our business license faithfully and already have it renewed for the upcoming fiscal year in anticipation of being able to sell. We pay taxes in accordance with the business license regulations and we absolutely don’t mind paying more for the opportunity to stay longer.

To you I seem like any other person who stands in front of the Council asking for something from you, to my customers I am more, We receive phone calls faithfully every day from the citizens of Raleigh asking us where we are this year. They tell stories of tracking us from site to site, from year to year, because they won’t buy from anyone else. Your constituents don’t understand these rules and regulations. All they want is their produce. To them, I’m the girl that can pick the perfect cantaloupe or get the tomato that will be at the peak of ripeness for dinner the next night I’m the stop between the dry cleaner and the grocery store, a part of a weekly and sometimes daily routine. I share their triumphs, listen to their stories, and give their dogs Milk bones. The Lyon family and I really hope that you can help us serve your constituents. We wouldn’t be asking if it wasn’t something that we felt passionately about and were confident would serve the people of Raleigh well.
The group had extensive discussion on zoning qualifications, permit process, food truck, and neighborhood location for this type use.
Ms. Baldwin stated feeding people healthy and good food is a good thing.  

Mr. Stagner had a brief discussion on rules and regulations as it relates to parking. He stated for a business the vendor is not going to want to set up and have protestors behind them.   
Zoning Administrator Fulcher briefly talked about qualifying as it relates to both the food truck and plant stand.  
Public Works Director briefly spoke on parking issues and parking scenarios as it relates to residential zoning and time allotments raising problems from a public relations standpoint.  He pointed from a traffic standpoint they would love to have these type vendors on a vacant lot or off the right-of-way.  He stated they need to take their time and make sure they have covered all the potential pitfalls as it relates to the issue.    

Mr. Odom stated these type trucks have been around for a long time selling vegetables.  

After a lengthy discussion the City Attorney stated to address the issue they could make a fairly simple change to the peddler’s ordinance to ad some categories such as vegetables and fruits.  

Ms. Baldwin stated some solutions are to modify the peddler’s ordinance, but could this help Lyon Farms too.  
Harold A. Yelle II, PE, PLS, Aiken & Yelle Associates, PA, 3755 Benson Drive – Suite 101-B (27609-7324) stated this is an interesting subject and briefly talked about the issuing of fines.  

Fire Chief McGrath stated he is not sure he would want this type of business in his neighborhood without consent from neighbors on both sides of the street. He expressed great concern for consent. 

The group extensively discussed right of way changes, zoning issues, zoning code amendments, different City policies, uses as it relates to food trucks, parking, the public hearing zoning process, food truck regulations, the peddler’s ordinance, plant stands, restrictions, NCDOT conflicts, site locations, the Board of Adjustment as it relates to variances, the 20 day rule, physical locations, interpretation, zoning districts, public demand, notification policies, waivers, precedent setting, etc.
The Committee recommends the following:

Produce Stands:

· The Committee recommends approval of the LoMo (Local Market) truck to operate a produce stand. 

· The Committee also recommends allowing the property owner (Abbotswood) 10 days to apply for a variance in order to allow LoMo due process to attempt to remedy.  

· The Committee recommends suspending zoning enforcement until the Board acts on the request.  

· The Committee recommends that Staff draft a text change for the October, 2012 public hearing to allow produce stands to locate within all zoning districts.  

· The Committee also recommends that the City Attorney request the BOA to defer action on the request until such time that the Council can adopt the new text change allowing produce stands in all zoning districts

Mr. Odom moved approval of the above mentioned recommendations it was seconded by Ms. Baldwin and put to a vote that passed unanimously.  

Ms Baldwin stated she would like to hear from the food truck side.  

Mike Stenke, 1703 Midway Drive, Klausies Pizza Truck, handed out the following proposal.  He thanked the Committee members and Staff for working to make this work.  He highlighted the following information:

Food Truck Ordinance Review 6/5/12 — Recommendations from a Food Truck

1. Continue to allow food trucks to operate in the city.

2. Simplify application process for host businesses and food trucks — current process

a. Required redundant steps in some cases — i.d., Demonstrating having a home occupation permit and a business license (the latter could not have been gotten w/other former). . .

b. Instructions were unclear — Host business were told to submit a simple line drawing of site but then were told they needed a scale drawing and were given one that was out of date to mark on and submit

c. Rules asked for food trucks to supply a cumbersome amount of details — i.e., Must provide proof of grease disposal even if the truck doesn’t have grease — this is covered by Wake County Environmental Health

3. Loosen regulations re: number of trucks per site — given the amount of effort needed for businesses to get a permit and lack of complaints.  

Ms. Baldwin asked if two trucks could be allowed.    
A brief questioning and answering period went on as it relates to food trucks and zoning requirements.  

Ms. Baldwin briefly spoke about the food trucks in the Downtown Overlay District.  The Committee discussed locations as it relates to DOD  

Food Trucks 

· The Committee recommends that Staff completes an impact analysis on the following 

· Allowing food trucks to locate within the entirety of the Downtown Overlay District.   

· Permitting 2 food trucks on lots less than ½-acre in size (current law only allows one per ½-acre lot). Staff will complete this study and report back to the Committee in time for a text change to be heard at the October public hearing.

Mr. Stagner stated Staff needs to be directed to put the suggestions into play.    

Mr. Odom stated he does not have a problem with two trucks being on the same lot.  He stated he would like to hear form the Downtown Raleigh Alliance. 
Ms. Baldwin stated she is willing to support the two truck amendment now.

This item was held in Committee.

Mr. Odom moved approval of the above mentioned recommendations entitled Food Trucks it was seconded by Ms. Baldwin and put to a vote that passed unanimously.  

Item # 11-03 Rosemont Subdivision – Security Gates - Chairman Baldwin stated she would like to hear from the applicant.  She stated last time around she did not understand exactly what Mr. Shaffer is asking. She stated visiting the site made her a little more aware of what the request is.  She feels this has to be reviewed again.  
Harold A. Yelle II, PE, PLS, Aiken & Yelle Associates, PA, 3755 Benson Drive – Suite 101-B (27609-7324) submitted a diagram of the propose security gate.  It will be placed in the file in the City Clerk’s Office.  
Bob Sheltz stated he lives in the Rosemont community in Wakefield and Jim Shaffer is present and also live here.  He stated they are asking for a gate for security purposes, primarily a visual deterrent. He briefly described the gate.  He stated the gate has motorized controls that can be opened with or without power.  The reason for the request is over the years the neighborhood has had a very high crime rate.  All crime has been via car.  
Ms. Baldwin confirmed the gate would open automatically if a siren is nearby or if somebody pulls up.  
Mr. Sheltz answered in the affirmative.  
Fire Chief McGrath stated he went out and surveyed the area.   He stated the only people that will be impacted are the people in this residential community.  He stated even though it will slow down the Fire Department’s operation the neighbors in this community are willing to take a chance.  

Kathryn Beard Transportation Engineer, Transportation Services Division stated these type gates are not allowed on a public street.  
Mr. Odom stated they are asking for a variance to do this.  

Mr. Shaffer stated the street is not connecting.  He briefly described various types of crime that has been documented in this neighborhood.  He stated he does not want the crime to affect his children.  It was reported there are ten houses and three have been broken into.  He stated everyone will have open access.  He stated it helps improve crime and the kind of information the police department receives.  

The group briefly discussed the location.  

Ms. Baldwin stated this is in Mr. Odom’s district and she would like to hear his position on the issue.  

Mr. Odom stated it is a public street and the public pays for it but since it is not going to be connected to any other streets.  There have been some vacant houses that have caused big problems.  Mr. Odom moved approval of the request which was seconded by Ms. Baldwin.  
Ms. Baldwin questioned whether there is any type of insurance that would be required that would protect the City from any liability.  

Mr. McCormick stated he presumes the motion would be to execute the standard City encroachment agreement which has the substantial insurance requirement. 
Ms. Baldwin asked if Mr. Odom would accept a friendly amendment to his motion and have Staff report back in 6 months to see how well this has worked. 

Mr. Odom stated he would be glad to do this but because the community is investing the money for the gate he feels 12 months would be better for the report.  

Mr. Stagner referred to the comments on traffic questioning how placing the gate can cause deterrence.  He pointed out any one with a car can still come through.  This does not stop anybody planning to do criminal things.  He does not see where this will do a great deal to stop the things that have occurred in the past.  He feels agate is no the answer to the problem. 
Mr. Sheltz stated they would have cameras to show the vehicle entering as well as leaving.  He stated the community would still love to give it a shot.  
Mr. Stagner stated he is going to vote no. 

The motion as amended was put to a vote that passed 2-1. 

The Committee recommends approval of the request for installation of the Rosemont Subdivision Security Gates as long as the residents pay all related costs.  The Committee recommends Rosemont Subdivision sign a standard City Encroachment Agreement. 

Item #11-05 Council Appointment Policy – City Clerk Smith stated she has provided information on the appointment process as well as what she calls an interest form rather than an application form.  She has provided locations on the web as to where one can find information on the how to of the appointment policy.  She also gave information on the vacancies that are upcoming and available for the rest of the year.  She briefly explained the current policy for appointments.  She pointed out the Clerk’s Office does have a lot calls pertaining to the letter of interest.   She stated she has a little concern about doing an application process because there are not that many vacancies.  She explained how interested parties are handled currently.  She stated her office can set up a page on the City’s web site that says if you are interested.  She asked the Committee to direct her as to what they would like the Clerks Office to do and she would be happy to do this.  
Mr. Stagner stated an interest forms gives them an opportunity to have a larger pool of folks for various positions especially those that are hard to fill.  

The group briefly discussed the appointment by acclamation process. Ms. Smith pointed out the process that has been followed has worked very well for the Council.  The group briefly discussed the nomination process.  
Ms. Baldwin questioned whether Ms. Smith has already posted the interest form on the website:

City Clerk Smith stated she was awaiting direction of the Committee.  

Ms. Baldwin questioned whether a motion is needed.  The Committee directed the Clerk to post the proposed interest form on the City’s web site for interested citizens.  

The Committee recommends reporting the item out with no change to the current policy.  It is understood the City Clerk will supplement existing information relative to the Council’s appointment policy by including an Interest Form on the City of Raleigh’s website
