Ms. Taliaferro called the meeting to order and the following item was discussed with action taken as shown.
Item #05-44 – NCDOT Transportation Improvement Program – Priority List.  During the November 21, 2006 City Council meeting this item was referred to the Public Works Committee for further discussion.  Ms. Taliaferro stated there was concern regarding where certain items are listed on the TIP.

Transportation Services Manager Lamb gave the following report:

The North Carolina Department of Transportation has released its draft of the 2007-2013 Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) for public comment Attached is a summary of how the City’s project requests have been addressed, and an update of the status of other local projects included in the TIP.  NCDOT will hold a public forum on this Draft TIP in Roxboro, NC on December 1, 2006.

The City Council adopted a priority list on July 5, 2005 for projects in the roadway, advanced planning, and bicycle & pedestrian categories. None of the City’s requests in the advanced planning or bicycle & pedestrian categories were funded. Many of the projects the city requested in the Roadway category have moved forward with some degree of planning study, but very little new construction funds have been made available.  Planning studies and environmental documentation are very important, as they are the critical first step that must occur prior to any construction.  Completion of these planning studies also provides an advantage if construction funds should suddenly become available, as these projects would be quickly ready for design production.  For projects involving new corridors, these planning studies are also important as they provide final determinations on actual project locations.

One major project that is not moving forward at this time is the Eastern Wake Expressway (R-2829) between US 64 Bypass and I-40.  While this project will traverse what is currently a largely rural area, there is great interest in new development around the potential corridor, including the City’s Randleigh Farm partnership with Wake County.  NCDOT is not moving forward with the necessary environmental impact statement to identify a project corridor, which could create a major conflict with private development should it occur in advance or a corridor determination.  While the project termini are fixed, the final alignment of the corridor could vary by several thousand feet.  The City Council should consider making this project a higher priority in order to move forward with the EIS and determine a final alignment for the highway.

Another notable project change in the Draft TIP is the de-funding of the proposed improvements to the US 70 Corridor (U-2829) from Westgate Road/Lumley Road to Duraleigh Road.  This project was not identified as a priority in July 2005 TIP request as the project was identified for funding in FY 12 in the previous edition of the TIP.  NCDOT had started the environmental documentation for this project, but will likely cease those activities if the project is no longer funded.  The City Council may wish to consider adopting a master priority list of all projects, including funded projects, unfunded projects, and new project requests.

While very few funds have been made available for construction, there has been progress with respect to the Citywide Signal System Upgrade (C-4923) and the Falls of Neuse corridor improvements (U-4901).  This Draft TIP also indicates that NCDOT will also be moving forward with a variety of enhancement, safety, and bridge projects in our area in the near future.

It would be appropriate for the City Council to provide comments on the Draft 2007-2013 TIP, which staff would transmit to NCDOT and CAMPO.

Ms. Taliaferro questioned if the Eastern Wake Expressway between US 64 Bypass and Poole Road is still in the planning stages with Transportation Services Manager Lamb responding the State had initiated an environmental study; however, the funding has been removed and the study stopped.  He noted as a result that part of the proposed right-of-way has not yet been determined.  Ms. Taliaferro talked about various industrial uses in the area with Transportation Services Manager Lamb pointing out those uses are actually located closer to the Beltline.  He outlined development in the area including the Pepsi Cola plant and the development on the former Eagle Crest Golf Course property.  He pointed out the proposed eastern loop includes interchanges at Poole Road, Auburn Church Road and the Rock Quarry Road.  Ms. Taliaferro stated she understands the State is not planning to pursue development to the eastern loop at this time with Transportation Services Manager Lamb responding in the affirmative.  Ms. Taliaferro questioned if the Eastern Wake Expressway being listed as No. 10 on list of priorities effected the State’s decision to remove funding from this project with Transportation Services Manager Lamb responding in the affirmative.
Mr. Craven talked about proposed development in the area surrounding the proposed Eastern Expressway pointing out the worse possible scenario would be a developer submitting plans for a subdivision and the City would not be able to require him to preserve land for the corridor.  Transportation Services Manager Lamb stated a lot of land speculators are coming into the area and staff cannot give them certainty as to where the Eastern Wake Expressway Corridor will be located.  He discussed how various corridor studies are conducted noting the corridor study area could be as much as a mile wide.

Ms. Taliaferro questioned if staff recommended that at least the environmental study on the corridor be conducted with Transportation Services Manager Lamb responding in the affirmative noting the study will put a three year limitation on development and give the State time to decide whether to acquire property for the corridor.  Discussion took place on the final location of the corridor for the Eastern Wake Expressway.
Mr. Craven stated he would think that NCDOT would be eager to clear up environmental concerns on this project and questioned if the delay was due to lack of funding with Transportation Services Manager Lamb responding in the affirmative pointing out NCDOT has turned its intention to projects that are currently being funded state wide.
Mr. Stephenson questioned if there is a tie between the development of the Eastern Wake Expressway and the Southern Wake Expressway with Transportation Services Manager Lamb responding the two corridors are linked together and thus triples the study area.  He pointed out staff wanted the State to separate the two projects in order to move the Eastern Wake Corridor along.  Deputy City Attorney Botvinick stated he is not sure the State can actually divorce one project from the other.  He talked about a recent lawsuit regarding a similar expressway development in Winston Salem with the result being the project had to be considered in total.

Mr. Stephenson questioned if an environmental study is underway for the Southern Wake Expressway with Transportation Services Manager Lamb responding it was being conducted at the same time as Eastern Wake Expressway.  He talked about the possibility of toll facilities being included in that section.  Mr. Stephenson expressed his desire to have the development of the Eastern Wake Expressway moved forward and questioned why the Southern Wake Expressway was not included on the list with Transportation Services Manager Lamb responding that portion of the loop is not in Raleigh’s jurisdiction.

Ms. Taliaferro questioned if the Eastern Wake Expressway were moved up on the TIP list would it get NCDOT’s attention.  Transportation Services Manager Lamb discussed the advantage of moving the project up on the list and pointed out CAMPO would be the group that would determine the final priority of the project and not NCDOT.  Ms. Taliaferro questioned if the Eastern Wake Expressway were bumped up to the No. 1 spot what about other projects, for example, the Tryon Road Extension from Garner Road to Rock Quarry Road.  Transportation Services Manager Lamb pointed out the proposed project on a map projected on the screen.  Ms. Taliaferro questioned if the environmental study has been completed on this project with Transportation Services Manager Lamb responding in the affirmative.
Ms. Taliaferro questioned the progress on Skycrest Drive.  Transportation Services Manager Lamb outlined the project on the map stating the proposed realignment includes an interchange with I-540.  He pointed out staff asked that the City talk to the State to urge the State to get involved due to the higher cost involved in this particular interchange.  He talked about the possible development along Skycrest Drive having an effect on both the Foxcroft and Hedingham developments.  Discussion took place regarding the various proposed alignments of Skycrest Road.
Mr. Stephenson questioned whether there are other players involved in the design process for the Outer Loop and whether the Toll Authority is a major player.  He questioned whether it matters if the Toll Authority is involved and how they figure into the funding and preservation of the corridor and having the whole project moved along.  Transportation Services Manager Lamb responded the Toll Authority is not a major player in that it would only be involved in the extra push to getting the project completed.

Mr. Stephenson discussed the Blue Ribbon Committee report and talked about its emphasis on a better relationship between land uses and planning with Transportation Services Manager Lamb pointing out this assumes that the planning is complete.

Mr. Craven talked about the Skycrest Drive development questioning if the property owner or developer wanted to know where the corridor is located how can he or she receive protection from that corridor.  He questioned the possible cost of hiring an outside consultant to work on the project with Transportation Services Manager Lamb responding the cost would range anywhere from $50,000 to $250,000 with Public Works Director Dawson pointing out it would depend on how much certainty the City wanted from the report.  Mr. Craven questioned if the City were to pay $250,000 would that result in a corridor plan with Transportation Services Manager Lamb responding the work would include everything short of a NEPA plan.  Transportation Services Manager Lamb discussed the process in developing the corridor for Skycrest Drive.  Public Works Director Dawson pointed out the main result of hiring a consultant would be the best educated guest as to where the right-of-way would be placed.  Ms. Taliaferro pointed out the development pressure along Skycrest Drive is greater as opposed to the area around the Eastern Wake Expressway.  Further discussion took place regarding development along the Skycrest Drive Corridor.

Ms. Taliaferro questioned the schedule for building the I-540 Interchange with Transportation Services Manager Lamb responding the interchange would not be built until Skycrest Drive is completed.  He noted the environmental study for this project has been completed.

Ms. Taliaferro stated her other concern is the US 70 Widening from Duraleigh to Westgate Road.  Transportation Services Manager Lamb stated the proposal is to widen US 70 to make it an expressway with limited access with parallel service roads.  He stated the State has initiated an environmental study but because the project has now been defunded that study was also stopped.  He stated staff would like to have funding for the environmental study restored.  Ms. Taliaferro stated she would recommend moving that item up to No. 4 on the list.
Ms. Taliaferro questioned the extra funding that was given to the T. W. Alexander Drive project last year with Transportation Services Manager Lamb responding extra funding was to give the State the incentive to complete its study.  Mr. Craven questioned if he was correct in that the resolution was passed requiring that the current TIP be upheld.  Discussion took place regarding the T. W. Alexander project with Transportation Services Manager Lamb stating when the resolution was adopted that the City required that if the T. W. Alexander Drive project was added to the TIP that it would not impact the funding of other projects.  Transportation Services Manager Lamb discussed the T. W. Alexander project route and noted that part of it is a public/private project.  He pointed out there is right-of-way for an interchange with I-540 and its connection with Westgate is already in place.  Ms. Taliaferro pointed out the City has removed the facilities located in the area on Mount Herman Road with Transportation Services Manager Lamb indicating that is correct.
Ms. Taliaferro asked Transportation Services Manager Lamb to discuss projects in the Southwest Raleigh area in particular the railroad crossing at Blue Ridge Road.  Transportation Services Manager Lamb discussed the project pointing out NCDOT had dropped the project at one time and has now picked it back up.  He stated alternatives to the development include raising the grade of Blue Ridge Road over the intersection and/or lowering the railroad grade.  He pointed out development would have to take into account the historic buildings of the State Fairgrounds located adjacent to the intersection and that the vet school located across the street plans to expand its campus closer to Blue Ridge Road.

Ms. Taliaferro questioned funding for the Hillsborough Street project with Transportation Services Manager Lamb pointing out that NCDOT dropped the project and the City has taken it over.  Mr. Craven questioned if the State completed an environmental study on Hillsborough Street with Transportation Services Manager Lamb stating it was not completed because of the various historic overlay.

Ms. Taliaferro questioned the Tryon Road realignment and the I-440 section from Wade Avenue south with Public Works Director Dawson stating the Wade Avenue project was funded at one time but the State has dropped that also.  Transportation Services Manager Lamb stated once the I-440 project has been resumed the City may change the Western Boulevard interchange to bring it up to interstate standards and eliminate the left merge onto the Beltline.  He stated that part of the Beltline serves up to 75,000 cars per day and is one of the biggest bottlenecks in the Triangle.  He pointed out enough right-of-way is already in place to add lanes in both directions.
Ms. Taliaferro asked Transportation Services Manager Lamb to talk about the Tryon Road realignment.  Transportation Services Manager Lamb pointed out the location of the project on the map noting the cooperation of the Wakefield Development with their Renaissance Park which the proposed realignment traverses pointing out this is the former location of the Raleigh Municipal Airport.  He stated the project originally began as a bridge replacement over the nearby railroad but has now expanded to a road realignment to ease out the hairpin curves along that stretch of road.  He talked about property uses in the area including the Raleigh Golf Association and the location of its club house on one side of the proposed widening and a fraternity house on the other side.  He noted the fraternity house is soon to be designated an historic landmark as it is the former Colonial Hotel and has survived remarkably intact.  He pointed out the clubhouse of the Raleigh Golf Association was built about the same time as the fraternity house; however, due to extensive renovations it is not eligible for historic designation.  He pointed out the locations of two rock walls, one on either side of the road, that border the golf course and the fraternity house noting those rock walls would also be included in the historic designation.  He stated the current environmental study is about 6 to 12 months from completion.  Ms. Taliaferro questioned if the project were moved lower on the TIP list would it be effected somehow with Transportation Services Manager Lamb responding it would not.  Ms. Taliaferro suggested the following changes be made to the TIP list: Eastern Wake Expressway project be moved from No. 10 to No. 1, Glenwood Avenue US 70 widening be moved from No. 4 to No. 2, Tryon Road realignment be moved from No. 1 down to No. 3 by Tryon Road Extension, that Skycrest Drive Extension be moved from No. 5 to No. 4.  She also suggested that the I-40 Wade Avenue widening be moved from No. 9 up to No. 5.  After a short discussion she suggested that the widening of I-440 from I-40 US 64 to Wade Avenue be moved to No. 6.  She also suggested that the Blue Ridge Road railroad crossing at Hillsborough Street be moved down to No. 7.  Further discussions took place following list.  Ms. Taliaferro made a motion to approve the revised TIP list regarding roadway project requests.  Her motion was seconded by Mr. Craven.

Mr. Stephenson questioned if moving the Eastern Wake Expressway up to the top of the list will help the development with Transportation Services Manager Lamb pointing out it is important to get the environmental study funding started.
Public Works Director Dawson talked about reports recently in the press regarding funding for some projects that were pushed ahead of others due to the studies being completed with Transportation Services Manager Lamb pointing out the US 64 Bypass was typical of the accelerated funding received which resulted in the project being completed nearly a year ahead of schedule.  Discussion took place regarding the possibility of initiating a bond referendum for further funding of the other projects if necessary.  Discussion took place regarding the environmental study for the Hillsborough Street and whether one would be completed.
After further discussion the motion as stated was put to a vote which passed unanimously.  (SEE ATTACHED)
Ms. Taliaferro asked Transportation Services Manager Lamb to discuss the Bicycle Pedestrian Project Requests List.  He noted the bike path listed as No. 3 on the list, was not included in the TIP, however, the City can complete that project.  Discussion took place regarding the pedestrian projects along Six Forks Road and along Capital Boulevard with Ms. Taliaferro pointing out this development was necessary because these corridors also serve as major bus routes.  Transportation Services Manager Lamb discussed the placement of sidewalks along Capital Boulevard pointing out NCDOT designates little funding for sidewalks; but rather prefers to fund bicycle paths or bicycle lanes and/or multiple use paths such as greenways.  Ms. Taliaferro talked about the possibility of using City funding if the State is not willing to fund the pedestrian projects.

Ms. Taliaferro questioned if the Committee would like to make any changes to this list.  Discussion took place regarding the changes to the bicycle and pedestrian project request with Ms. Taliaferro making a motion to move the project listed as No. 9 and 10 which are the Six Forks Road and Capital Boulevard Pedestrian Improvements moved up to No. 3 (Six Forks Road) and No. 4 (Capital Boulevard) remaining items be moved down two places.  Her motion was seconded by Mr. Craven and put to a vote which passed unanimously.  (SEE ATTACHED)

Ms. Taliaferro asked Transportation Services Manager Lamb to discuss projects listed on the Advanced Planning Project Requests table.  Transportation Services Manager Lamb discussed the proposed Gorman Street Extension from Tryon Road to Holly Springs Road to Cary Parkway pointing out staff would like NCDOT to be the lead agency on this project.  He discussed past projects regarding the extension of Gorman Street and Cary Parkway; however, they were soon dropped.  Following discussion it was agreed to leave the advanced planning project requests as it is listed.
Transportation Services Manager Lamb talked about other projects that are currently in development noting which projects have been delayed and by how long.  Discussion took place regarding the various projects and in what stage of development they are including the US 401 widening from Ligon Mill Road to Jonesville Road and the replacement of the Crabtree Creek Bridge on Wake Forest Road.  Discussion took place regarding the proposed bridge replacement on Wake Forest Road which included discussions about widening the bridge to accommodate more road lanes and the possibility of raising the grade of the bridge due to frequent flooding in the area.
Adjournment:  There being no further business the meeting adjourned at 2:32 p.m.
