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ZONING MINUTES

The City Council of the City of Raleigh and the Planning Commission met in joint session on Tuesday, May 5, 2009 at 12:30 p.m. in the City Council Chamber, Room 201 of the Raleigh Municipal Building, Avery C. Upchurch Government Complex, 222 W. Hargett Street, Raleigh, North Carolina for the purpose of conducting hearings to consider applications to change the zoning ordinance which includes the zoning district map, text changes and comprehensive planning amendments as advertised with the following present:

These are summary minutes unless otherwise indicated.

Mayor Meeker called the meeting to order and read the procedures of the hearing noting that following each hearing the matter would be automatically referred to the Raleigh Planning Commission for further consideration.

The following items were discussed with actions taken as shown.

REZONING Z-24-09 – TRINITY ROAD CONDITIONAL USE – HEARING –  REFERRED TO THE PLANNING COMMISSION
Planner Stan Wingo stated this is a request to rezone property on the north side of Trinity Road, west of Blue Ridge Road, being Wake County PIN’s 0784569220 and 0784565495. Approx. 18.40 acres is requested by Medlin Heirs and Wardlaw Heirs to be rezoned from Office and Instituion-1 w/ SHOD-1 to Office and Institution-2 Conditional Use. Conditions include prohibited uses, limiting building height, limits to access, stormwater retention, R-O-W reimbursement and site plan approval by City Council.  Mr. Wingo noted the request is consistent with the Comprehensive Plan.

APPLICANT

LaMarr Bunn, 1111-102 New World Circle, stated the rezoning for the rezoning request is to allow hotel use which the present office and institution zoning does not allow.  He stated the request will be consistent with both the present and the revised comprehensive plan and indicated his client will be submitting two additional conditions:  1) that the parking deck will share the same architectural details as the proposed hotel; and, 2) the hotel will be of four-star quality.  He stated his client will be able to discuss the construction materials during the site plan approval.  He stated his clients have retained the services of an architect earlier this week and that he and his client have met with the neighbors and are not aware of any opposition.
OPPOSITION

None.

CAC REPORT

Elizabeth Byrd, Chairman of the West CAC, indicated the West CAC had met twice on this issue and had voted 14 to 1 in favor of the rezoning.  She stated the CAC is looking forward to the four-star hotel and new transit stop.
Ms. Byrd talked about an item being considered in the regular City Council meeting, Rezoning Z-27-09 indicated the CAC had not had a chance to vote on the issue as the conditions were incomplete at that time.  She pointed out the petitioner did not attend subsequent meetings of the CAC and as a result the CAC voted 14 to 0 against the rezoning due to present neighborhood conditions.
No one else asked to be heard, thus the hearing was closed and the matter automatically referred to the Planning Commission.
REZONING Z-28-09 – POOLE ROAD GENERAL USE – HEARING – REFERRED TO THE PLANNING COMMISSION
Planner Dhanya Sandep indicated this was a request to rezone land on the south side of Poole Road, SE of its int. with I-440, being Wake County PIN's 1723844313, 1723848359, 1723941639, 1723943603, 1723941466, 1723941216 & 1723940077. Approx. 23.026 acres is requested by City of Raleigh to be rezoned from O&I-2 & R-6 to Industrial-1 General Use.  Ms. Sandep noted the request is consistent with the Comprehensive Plan and the Local Area Plan.

APPLICANT

Gil Johnson indicated the request for rezoning is to build a new transit facility to replace the current facility.  He stated staff had received approval from the State to pursue the design build and that the process if moving along quickly.  He pointed out the project will qualify for $11.5 million from the Federal Stimulus Package.

Mayor Meeker questioned if there is a deadline for the Council to approve this rezoning with the City Attorney McCormick stating if the rezoning could be approved by the next City Council meeting it would be most advantageous.

Mr. West questioned if staff had spoken with the appropriate CAC notably the Southeast CAC with Mr. Johnson responding staff will be meeting with the CAC at the next meeting.  Mr. West expressed his concern that staff made sure to meet with the Southeast CAC as the members have become sensitive due to the past issues with the reuse water tower.

OPPOSITION

Claude Trotter indicated he owns property along Poole Road pointing out the surrounding roads are not compatible for the proposed development.  He encouraged members of the Council and the Planning Commission to visit this site during off peak traffic hours.  He talked about surrounding land uses stating he does not want the City to upset the mix.
CAC REPORT

None.

No one else asked to be heard, thus the hearing was closed and the matter automatically referred to the Planning Commission.
